RECEIVE REPORT FROM AREA YOUTH WORKER PAUL MCLEOD 

Paul reported that The Hype continues to be well used by young people and high attendance figures are being achieved across all activities. There is a health drop in and a counselling service available to young people, which are proving successful. There is a current need to recruit more part time youth workers and once this has been achieved it will enable The Hype to run on a Thursday and Friday evening. Having worked with Eastleigh Borough Youth Council and Hampshire County Youth Council Paul is working towards setting up a BHH area Youth Council.

In response to a question from Cllr Parker Paul stated that the Outreach youth workers were not currently functioning to full capacity due to staff shortages but it is intended that this will be rectified once the staff vacancies had been filled.

In reply to a question from Cllr West Paul informed Council that young people have different reasons for hanging about outside. Some would rather be out than at home and some want to meet with their friends but not be supervised by adults.

The Clerk Sue Hobbs suggested that the formation of an area Youth Council for BHH would provide an opportunity for Hound Parish Council to work towards the citizenship aspect of its application for Quality Parish Status in addition the Clerk offered to pass on contact details for local independent youth clubs.

Cllr Wyse arrived at 7.05pm)
