Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on 12 March 2007 at Abbey Hall. 

PRESENT: Cllr Parker (Vice) in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, James, McNulty, West and Wintle. Also present Mrs Jackie Cunningham Deputy Parish Clerk. 

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME  

There were no public present and therefore no questions.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Extension of Parish Councils, to the non-parished areas of the borough.

Local residents in Eastleigh and Chandlers Ford will have the opportunity to debate the creation of local parish and town councils for their area over the next year leading up to a local referendum in May 2008.   

Zero carbon Eastleigh Council for 2012 

An ambitious target to tackle climate change in Eastleigh has been set by the cabinet. The council is to be challenged to reduce its net carbon emissions to zero over the next five years. Tackling climate change will become central to the Council’s policies, as well as working to change attitudes and hearts and minds towards reducing carbon emissions.  

Production of report on cycling facilities at railway stations across the borough.

Absolutely in line with reducing carbon emissions is the promotion of cycling. All railway stations including Botley have been visited and facilities for cyclists have been recorded. Recommendations have been made to improve facilities at each station. 

For Netley station the audit showed that two of the four cycle lockers were in use but none of the ‘Sheffield stands’ were being used. The stands and lockers are of up to date design and in good repair. Space is available for further cycle parking in the future. At this stage it is recommended not to provide additional cycle parking but to improve signage and information- probably through leaflets.

The Honeypot Playbus- Child care Consultation.

EBC Childcare development officers. Pat Stratham and Jacqueline Rolls, are undertaking a consultation exercise with parents across the Borough relative to their childcare needs for children aged 5-14.

The Playbus will be available between 14.15 & 16.15 at 8 different venues including Netley Junior School on 15.03.07. Advertising leaflets will be distributed via the infants and junior schools and there will be an online questionnaire on the EBC website.

Streetscene Update

Everything is now in place for the combined street care and grounds maintenance services to be known as Street Scene to get under way. All new zones are expected to be fully operational before the end of this month and grass cutting will get underway as soon as the ground has sufficiently dried out. All new equipment is in place, additional staff recruited and trained, the Street Scene Manager is Richard Mould-Ryan. Street Scene South Area Manager is Nigel Moppett. Street Scene Technical Manager is Andy Steadman.

Concessionary fares- Appeal by First

The government adjudicator has awarded an interim payment to First totalling £141,806.00 and this is required to be paid by the Hampshire scheme by the end of March. The Eastleigh share is £4864.22. the adjudicator has asked both sides to go back and check data before a final payment is made.

Update – Medical centre turning circle.

Hampshire County Council are happy to compulsory purchase the land subject to the case of need being justified. To this end a meeting was held with Hampshire Highways and the following action points were agreed:- 

1. Ascertain passenger journeys on existing services that pass the site.

2. Ascertain existing details of school children accessing the site from the travel planning work being undertaken by EBC.

3. Undertake turning surveys onto Hamble Lane (this has yet to be confirmed by HCC)

This information will assist in developing a business case to put to Violia with the hope of getting them to negotiate a land transfer rather than the compulsory purchase order route.

CPO would take at least 18 months, if not 2 years to complete.

A further meeting was held on site between EBC,HCC and the bus companies. Bus companies are content to operate services to the turning circle but a written agreement will be required.

Concern was raised by First and HCC over the right hand turn from Satchell Lane into Hamble Lane. A mini roundabout was suggested but this would take the project beyond affordability. I updated the patient’s panel and the practice at a meeting last week.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

Cllr West referring to Streetscene, asked if the 47 members of staff will work in specific areas or would be moved from area to area. The borough councillor confirmed that they will work in one area, but would be available to support other areas should the need arise.

Cllr Parker asked if the installation of a shallow roundabout in Satchell Lane would be possible. Cllr Airey confirmed that to install a roundabout of any type the road would need widening and the costs would be prohibitive.

The Borough Councillor also informed Council that there is further work required involving road closures in Hamble Square, as one of the utilities has to redo some recent works.

254. RECEIVE SECTION 137 REQUEST FROM HAMPSHIRE VOLUNTARY CARE GROUPS ADVISORY SERVICE 

The Chair read from the letter requesting a donation towards the set up of the BEACON good neighbours schemes, and outlined the sorts of tasks the group will undertake. After short discussion it was proposed that a grant of £300 towards the set up costs of the scheme be awarded.

255. RECEIVE PARISH CLERKS REPORT: - PROVISION OF BOUNDARY ROAD SIGNS

The Chair read from the Clerks report and explained existing signage with the aid of photographs.

There was short discussion and it was agreed that there is a need for some extra signage. Recommendation 1: That consideration is given to the number and position of boundary Road signs to show the extent of the Parish boundaries for Hound, at a cost of approximately £300.00 per sign.

It was suggested that the Clerk seek prices for a variety of signs and refer back to Council.

RESOLVED: That consideration is given to the number and position of boundary Road signs to show the extent of the Parish boundaries for Hound, and that costs for a variety of signs be referred back to Council at a later date.

Recommendation 2: That consideration is given to approaching Royal Mail to amend their records to show the roads which correctly form part of Old Netley instead of Bursledon. Further discussion did not resolve this matter, which will be referred back to council with signage costs.

257. RECEIVE REGIONAL HOUSING STRATEGY REVIEW 2007. (CONSULTATION ENDS 27 APRIL 2007) 

The consultation was received and the Chair asked for a volunteer to read, comment and return the regional housing strategy review. Cllr Airey offered to do this.

258. RECEIVE BRIEFING NOTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21 FEBRUARY 2007 TO DISCUSS THE REVISED PLANS FOR STATION RD RECREATION GROUND PROJECT, IN CONJUNCTION WITH NOTES OF MEETING HELD 7 MARCH 2007 WITH REPRESENTATIVES OF FOOTBALL CLUBS.

Cllr West reviewed the notes of the meeting held on 7 March 2007 and showed the drawings prepared by the Architect. It was noted that the Netley Central Football Club would like the equipment store door to be 4ft wide to enable their lawn mower to be stored there. Concern was expressed that there did not appear to be air conditioning vents, shown in the drawing, for the shower areas.

Recommendation 1: That Hound Parish Council accepts the second revised plan for the new changing rooms facilities at Station Road recreation ground, as presented and seeks planning permission for the same. It was proposed that recommendation 1 be accepted with the addition of a 4ft door on the equipment store and provision of air conditioning.
