Minutes of the meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 15 October 2007 at Abbey Hall
PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, Mrs Crotty, Mrs Draper, James, McNulty, Parker and West.  Also present: Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk and one member of the public.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

No questions were received.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Airey advised that there was little to report on this occasion, other than the planning application for 17A St Mary’s Road had recently been withdrawn.

Cllr McNulty advised that he had attended a meeting with local residents and Foreman Homes, to discuss issues concerning the development of the old Boat Compound site.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
Cllr West enquired if there had been any progress on the provision of mobile speed signs, to which Cllr Airey replied that some problems were being experienced at present.

Cllr Parker enquired regarding the hedgerow on Hamble Lane adjacent to prospective bus shelter sites, to which Cllr Airey replied that an agreement had yet to be reached regarding land ownership.

Cllr James noted that there appeared to be a quantity of surface water at the old Boat Compound site and that this could be due to the springs being present and no longer draining on to the foreshore.  Cllr McNulty agreed to raise this issue with the building company and EBC Development Control.

RECEIVE PCSO KAY’S REPORT
Cllr Palframan welcomed PCSO Kay to the meeting, who commenced her report by providing statistics of the number of crimes reported within Hound.  A total of 164 crimes had been committed between 25 June 2007 and 30 September 2007, of which 12 were vehicle crimes, 49 were criminal damage, 36 violent crimes and 67 anti-social behaviour crimes.  Incidents had occurred in the RVCP, Queens View and the ‘conker field’ adjacent to Weston Sailing Club and a public protection team will be working in the latter area.  Crime prevention initiatives were being undertaken and there would be more PCSO surgeries held at Netley library and at the junior school, giving residents the opportunity to raise any queries they may have.  Special Constables would be supporting the Police and PCSO patrols during the forthcoming Halloween and Bonfire Night activities and a new campaign to raise awareness of the dangers of these events would soon be launched.

QUESTIONS TO PCSO KAY’S REPORT
The Parish Clerk highlighted that she had received a telephone call earlier in the day to advise that horses were present at Old Netley recreation ground and she had called the 0845 045 45 45 number to pass on the information to an officer at Hedge End police station, only to be connected to the emergency service number at the exchange.  PCSO Kay noted this incident and advised that PCSOs are able to issue fixed penalty notices (FPNs), also that she would make the discrepancy in telephone connection known at the police station.  Cllr James also advised that horses had been seen at Station Road recreation ground.  

Cllr Airey enquired as to the type of anti-social behaviour occurring at Station Road recreation ground, to which PCSO Kay advised that there were more younger children involved than older teenagers in cars, but that she would investigate these incidents.  Cllr West enquired as to the current hotspots of criminal activity, to which PCSO Kay replied that the RVCP, Queens View and Butlocks Heath recreation ground are all problem areas at present.  A leaflet drop to Woolston Road residents advertising the 101 telephone number would soon be made, to encourage reports to be made to the police.

Cllr Palframan thanked PCSO Kay for her report and invited her to attend the Council meeting to be held on 25 November 2007.

147. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Mrs Queen, Mrs Draper and Jackson for personal reasons and Cllr Williams due to work commitments.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

148. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Cllr Airey declared his interest in item 158 (iv) as he lives near to one of the identified sites and Cllr Mrs Crotty declared her interest in item 160 (iv) as her son is a partner in an electrical contracting company.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s94)

149. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 24 SEPTEMBER 2007
Cllr Palframan itemised the minutes for accuracy.  The Parish Clerk advised that item 125 should read ‘it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of the vacancy being advertised to be filled by a bye-election’.  A resolution should be added to read ‘RESOLVED: That the vacancy is advertised to be filled by a bye-election.’

A query was received regarding item 127 (86) which was included in the agenda for the meeting to be held on 24 September 2007 under agenda item 140.

It was noted that item 132 had elected two Members to the Planning Committee, which at full complement had a membership of five Members.  As Cllr Parker had resigned as a member of that committee, the Planning Committee now had full membership.

It was noted that item 140 should read that ‘The Chair also read from a quotation for clearance of Priors Hill Copse, received that morning from a contractor.  It was agreed to hold the quotation in abeyance.’

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 24 September 2007, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

150. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING (FOR INFORMATION ONLY UNLESS ITEM IS ADVERTISED ON AGENDA FOR MEETING)

(3 Sept 07) (95) Vosper Thorneycroft Pipeline – Southern Water had contacted the Parish Clerk and a meeting with the Chair and Clerk would be arranged to discuss the proposed route of the pipeline from Woolston to Peel Common in the near future.  A suggestion was received that Southern Water may wish to run the pipeline along the foreshore, so as not to disturb the village in Victoria Road and RVCP.

(3 Sept 07) (125) Resignation of Councillor – EBC Democratic Services had been advised that Mr Tickner had resigned before signing his Declaration of Acceptance of Office and if an election was not requested by ten electors before 15 October 2007, Hound Parish Council would need to fill the vacancy by co-option.  

(13 Dec 04) (274) Butlocks Heath Village Green – the Parish Clerk advised that a letter had been received from Hound Parish Council’s solicitors, which would need to be referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007 as an agenda item.  Cllr Airey requested that a copy of the letter received be sent to all Councillors and Eastleigh Borough Councillors Malcolm Cross and Bill Pepper for information.

(6 Sept 04) (141) Hound Road Barrier – The Parish Clerk has arranged a meeting for Cllr West with the Business Manager at the Police Training Centre on 5 December 2007, at 4.00pm, to discuss the terms of use of the barrier.

(24 May 04) (34) Station Road recreation ground changing rooms project – the Parish Clerk reminded Councillors that the architect had sent out tenders for the contract to build the new changing rooms and these would be opened at 2.00pm at the Parish office, on Friday 2 November 2007.  All Councillors were welcome to attend, whether or not they were members of the Station Road recreation ground working party.

Cllr Palframan proposed that at 8.00pm, all items not resolved prior to item 158 on the agenda, should be held over until Councillors Resolutions and Confidential Matters had been resolved.  The proposal was seconded and a unanimous vote was received in favour.

The Planning Committee report was received and noted.

154. RECEIVE EBC CONSULTATION LETTER RE: PROPOSED 30 & 40 MPH SPEED LIMITS IN DODWELL LANE AND BLUNDELL LANE, BURSLEDON 

The consultation letter was received and noted.

155. DISCUSS PROPOSED INSTALLATION OF HORSE TROUGH BY HOUND LOCAL HISTORY SOCIETY AND POSSIBLE WORKS REQUIRED TO FENCING AT CASTLE RECREATION GROUND
The Parish Clerk had met with Mr Taylor of the Hound Local History Society and the Society’s stonemason, when the trough was due to be installed on 24 September 2007.  It transpired that it was not possible to install the horse trough alongside the pump on the Castle recreation ground boundary, due to concrete foundations being in place.  A quotation had subsequently been sought to adjust the railings to permit the installation of the trough.  Cllr Palframan enquired whether the LAC would be able to make a further grant for this work to be conducted and Cllr Airey responded that he would be happy for the Local History Society to make an application for full or partial financial assistance to install the horse trough.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of permitting the railings to be adjusted to allow the installation of the horse trough alongside the pump.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council approves the adjustment of the Castle recreation ground railings to permit the installation of the horse trough alongside the pump and suggests the Hound Local History Society approaches the LAC for full or partial financial assistance.

156. RECEIVE NALC CHIEF EXECUTIVE BRIEFING TO THE NATIONAL COUNCIL ‘DEVELOPMENT OF THE SECTOR’ SEPTEMBER 2007
Time did not permit for this item to be discussed and it was referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007.  This was seconded and voted in favour of being accepted.

RESOLVED: That this item is referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007.

157. RECEIVE PROJECT MONITORING DOCUMENT
Time did not permit for this item to be discussed and it was referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007.  This was seconded and voted in favour of being accepted.

RESOLVED: That this item is referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007.

158. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
(i) Resolution from Cllr Parker: ‘That Hound Parish Council establishes a working party for the provision of replacement changing rooms on the parish recreation ground known as the King George V Playing Field at Old Netley and that such working party be initially composed of the two elected Councillors for Old Netley plus the mover of this resolution, being the original prime mover of this significant project.’  Discussion followed and it was acknowledged that a Working Party would need to be convened at some stage in the future.  Concern was raised that although this project was considered to be the next major project to be worked up, it would be beneficial to wait until the Station Road changing rooms project was well under way, to learn from the process and possibly negotiate discounts wherever possible.  It was noted that the latest Reading Rooms consultation process was due to close at the end of October and the results would be reported to the Council meeting to be held on 5 November 2007.  There was a possibility of pre-judging the outcome of the consultation process, despite the LAC ear marking £13,879.00 in Developers' Contributions for such a project.  The membership of a working party formed to discuss this issue was also queried, but a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllrs Mrs Crotty, Mrs Draper and Parker forming a working party to discuss this issue further.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs Mrs Crotty, Mrs Draper and Parker form a working party to discuss replacement changing rooms at Old Netley recreation ground.

(ii) Resolution from Cllr Parker: ‘That Hound Parish Council convenes an Internal Review to establish how so much costly ecological & environmental damage was caused without detection, to the Ancient Woodland in the trust of Hound Parish Council & known as Priors Hill Copse.’  

Cllr Parker introduced his resolution and gave his reasons for it being introduced.  Various comments were made with regard to this particular problem, it was felt that lessons had been learned and so-called experts would need to be more closely monitored in the future.  AS measures had been put in place by the Parish Clerk to ensure that the problem could be tackled in-house, it was felt that this was the way forward.

After a lengthy discussion, it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of the resolution being withdrawn.

RESOLVED: That the resolution be withdrawn.

(iii) Resolution from Cllr Parker: ‘That Hound Parish Council requests Hampshire County Council and Eastleigh Borough Council establish a mini roundabout or chevron operated traffic signals at the junction of Hamble Lane and Satchell Lane, the mini roundabout to operate on a ‘Give Way in Turn’ principle.’  Cllr Airey had prepared an amendment to Cllr Parker’s resolution, which read: ‘That EBC/HCC be asked to investigate road safety, including traffic flow, congestion and delay caused to all road users (including pedestrians and cyclists) at the junction of Hamble Lane and Satchell Lane – to result in a series of fully costed options that resolve the problems and that can form the basis of public consultation.’  Discussion followed regarding the difficulty in prioritising the two or three feasibility studies which EBC budgetary constraints will allow each financial year.  It was highlighted that the annual ‘flu injection sessions will be held on 25 October 2007 and it was anticipated this will cause a great deal of traffic congestion, despite being during half term week.  It was noted that traffic studies are conducted over a period of time and not on specific days.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Cllr Airey’s amendment to the resolution and making representation to both EBC and HCC.

RESOLVED: That EBC/HCC be asked to investigate road safety, including traffic flow, congestion and delay caused to all road users (including pedestrians and cyclists) at the junction of Hamble Lane and Satchell Lane – to result in a series of fully costed options that resolve the problems and that can form the basis of public consultation.

(iv) Resolution from Cllr Parker: That Hound Parish Council takes the lead in protesting to Hampshire County Council & Eastleigh Borough Council regarding the inclusion of Pickwell Farm and Hamble Airfield on the list of ‘preferred areas’ for gravel extraction.’  Cllr Airey had prepared an amendment to this resolution, which read as follows: ‘That Pickwell Farm Old Netley and Hamble Airfield have been named as ‘preferred options’ within HCC’s Hampshire Minerals Plan be received with dismay and serious concern.  That Hound Parish Council resolves to oppose the ‘preferred options’ at all stages of the consultation and planning process including at the public examination of the Hampshire Minerals Plan.  That Hound Parish Council request that HCC fully inform and consult with all residents and businesses (including all employers in the Hamble peninsula area not on the present HCC database) across the Hamble peninsula.  That meetings are held within each Parish (Hound, Hamble & Bursledon) facilitated by outside consultants/facilitators as part of the public consultation.  That whilst electronic responses from individuals may be preferred, HCC ensures adequate information is available to enable full involvement in the consultation process by those without access to electronic means of response.  That HCC makes publicly available information on traffic and environmental impact so as to enable responses to be evidence based.  That Hound Parish Council liaises closely with Hamble and Bursledon Parish and Eastleigh Borough Councils throughout the process.’  Copies of the amended resolution were distributed to all Councillors present and copies for all those not present would be forwarded as soon as possible after the meeting, for their information.

Cllr Airey then withdrew from the meeting having earlier declared his interest.  It was reported that Chris Huhne MP had advised that the sites within Hound were not seen as a priority.  Cllr Airey had attended a recent Hampshire Action Team (HAT) meeting when traffic issues were discussed in connection with sites identified.  Hound Farm had been eliminated as a preferred site, due to insufficient information being received.  

The possibility of action against the sites being used was discussed and the Parish Clerk advised that many other parish councils and Councillors would be placed in a similar position and that legal advice from EBC should be sought to enable Councillors to discuss this issue further.  It was also suggested that a working party should be set up when the legal position has been clarified.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Cllr Airey’s amended resolution and to seek legal advice from EBC.

RESOLVED: That Pickwell Farm Old Netley and Hamble Airfield have been named as ‘preferred options’ within HCC’s Hampshire Minerals Plan be received with dismay and serious concern.  That Hound Parish Council resolves to oppose the ‘preferred options’ at all stages of the consultation and planning process including at the public examination of the Hampshire Minerals Plan.  That Hound Parish Council request that HCC fully inform and consult with all residents and businesses (including all employers in the Hamble peninsula area not on the present HCC database) across the Hamble peninsula.  That meetings are held within each Parish (Hound, Hamble & Bursledon) facilitated by outside consultants/facilitators as part of the public consultation.  That whilst electronic responses from individuals may be preferred, HCC ensures adequate information is available to enable full involvement in the consultation process by those without access to electronic means of response.  That HCC makes publicly available information on traffic and environmental impact so as to enable responses to be evidence based.  That Hound Parish Council liaises closely with Hamble and Bursledon Parish and Eastleigh Borough Councils throughout the process.  That legal advice is sought from EBC Legal Services.

Cllr Airey re-joined the meeting and no reference was made to the discussion which took place prior to him resuming his seat.

159. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: the Fish & Chip van at Ferryman’s Quay, Netley Abbey.  Cllr Parker appraised Councillors of the history of this issue and it would appear from information received from David Ralph EBC Environmental Health that notice had been served on the proprietor in August 2007 and information had been received that he would not be seeking a licence to trade at this location or anywhere else within Eastleigh borough.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of a letter being sent to Mr Ralph to thank him for pursuing this issue.

RESOLVED: That a letter is sent to David Ralph EBC Environmental Health to thank him for pursuing this issue.

(ii) Cllr James reiterated that an item should be included in the next Newshound newsletter that residents were encouraged to advise the Parish Office if they experienced problems with water supply or drainage due to lack of infrastructure improvements when new development sites are completed.

(iii) Cllr Mrs Crotty spoke about a recent enforcement issue which had been successfully resolved.

(iv) Cllr James noted that in the absence of a formal Borough Councillor’s report at the meeting, consideration could be given to rewording the questions to Borough Councillor’s report to reflect this observation.

160. CONFIDENTIAL MATTERS 
(In view of the confidential/special nature of the business about to be transacted, it is in the public interest that the public and press be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw)
(i) Receive and sign Confidential minutes of meeting held on 24 September 2007.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Confidential minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.
RESOLVED: That the Confidential minutes of the meeting held on 24 September 2007, together with the amendments, be accepted.

(ii) Matters arising from previous Confidential minutes.  There were no matters arising from the previous Confidential minutes.
(iii) Receive legal advice from National Association of Local Councils (NALC) re: Burial Ground issue.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of making the refund and offering the alternative plot.
RESOLVED: That a refund of £509.00 is offered and a nominal fee of £5.00 is offered to reserve the alternative burial plot.

(iv) Receive quotations for outside lights at Abbey Hall (referred from Council 24 September 2007).  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the timer switch being checked and repaired and if necessary this issue is delegated to the Parish Clerk, Chair and Vice-Chair to decide if new standard lights are required to be installed by D & M Electrical Ltd at a cost of £625.00 plus VAT.
RESOLVED: That the Abbey Hall outside lights and car park lights timer switch is checked and repaired and if necessary this issue is delegated to the Parish Clerk, Chair and Vice-Chair to decide if new standard lights are required to be installed by D & M Electrical Ltd at a cost of £625.00 plus VAT.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending Standing Orders to allow the meeting to continue for a further thirty minutes to allow the meeting to proceed.

(v) Receive quotation for new safety surfacing for Station Road recreation ground pavilion.  After some discussion, it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation received from Marshalls, for a tiled safety surface which can be repaired by replacing individual tiles at a cost of £1710.80 plus VAT.
RESOLVED: That the quotation to replace the safety surfacing at the front of Station Road recreation ground pavilion received from Marshalls at a cost of £1710.80 plus VAT is accepted.

(vi) Discuss recommendation from Finance Working Party meeting held on 10 September 2007 to negotiate a new lease for the Parish Office (referred from Council 24 September 2007).  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of this issue being referred to the next Finance Working Party meeting for further discussion.
RESOLVED: That the issue to negotiate a new lease or consider alternative premises for the Parish Office is referred to the next Finance Working Party meeting for further discussion.
(vii) Discuss recommendation from Finance Working Party meeting held on 10 September 2007 to ascertain if planning permission is required to replace the frontage of the Parish Office, to comply with the recommendations within the DDA assessment report and that the LAC is approached for financial assistance (referred from Council 24 September 2007).  Due to the resolution of item 160 (vi), it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of referring this issue to the next Finance Working Party for further discussion.
