PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
 

Police Report :-  PSCO Donna Kay gave a breakdown of the crimes listed in the latest  crime figures for the area and passed around copies for members to look at. She continued her report by stating that there have been no further reports of nuisance at the Conker Field. She spoke briefly about ‘ABC’s (Acceptable behaviour contracts) and the Chair asked if the Parish Office could have copies, this will be checked.

 

Sgt Golding then spoke about the plans for the Netley Crime Reduction and Environment week (CREW) Feb 25th to March 1st2008. She stated that all the organisations involved were keen to engage with the community.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
 

Councillor Airey reported on the following:-

REPLACEMENT SERVICES FOR RED ROCKET ‘A’

Red Rocket ‘A’ has been deregistered by Solent Blue Line and the service will be withdrawn following last journeys on Saturday 23rd February 2008. Reasons include commercial journeys being no longer profitable, increased wage, fuel and insurance costs and the level of reimbursement for concessionary travel.

From Sunday 24th February the following replacement services will operate. The ‘A’ Route will be split in two parts. 

Eastleigh – West End - Hedge End plus newly extended to Botley. This will be a half hourly service operated commercially by a new independent company – Black Velvet Travel.

Evening and Sunday services on this section will be restricted to Eastleigh and Hedge End. Services will be slightly enhanced. Evenings will be operated by First and Sundays by Stagecoach. The number will continue to be ‘A’.

Between Hamble and Hedge End there will be an hourly day time service (no evenings or Sundays) This will be operated by First by extending the 16 once per hour from Hamble onto Hedge End. The service number will be 15 between Hamble and Hedge End.

Connections will be made at Hedge End Superstores. All evening and Sunday journeys plus the section from Hamble to Hedge End are under contract for 6 months to HCC and funded jointly by HCC and EBC. The 6 months emergency contract will allow time for a full EU tender to be issued.

The Red Rocket branding disappears as this was a marketing brand of Solent Blue Line.

ST MARY’S ROAD ACCESS TO NETLEY STATION

For many years local road users and residents have complained at the state of the surface on the rear access to the station.. The problem has centred around who is responsible for this section of roadway. It is not adopted and therefore it is not HCC. 

HCC will only adopt a road which meets their standards for adoption and clearly this section of St Mary’s Road doesn’t. It is not part of the South West Trains franchise (except a small strip by the gate to the platform) and therefore they are not responsible. Network Rail, equally state they are not responsible.

At long last – after many attempts- EBC officers have accepted that rail users and in particular those that walk or cycle to the station will be the main beneficiaries and this allows Developers Contributions to be used. The LAC will also put money into the scheme. 

At the next LAC (Thursday 21st Feb) members will be asked to choose between 2 options – one that can be mainly funded from DCs of around £7000- £8000 and a bigger and better value scheme costing £16-20,000 which will be funded by £7000 DCs and LAC funding
 

 

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

283. RECEIVE RESULTS OF STATION ROAD PAVILION ELECTRICAL INSPECTION.  

 
Cllrs Mrs Crotty and Mrs Queen left the meeting. Cllr Palframan took the Chair. 

Cllr McNulty spoke to Council about the reasons that he and the Clerk had arranged for the electrical test to be carried out, and that by having the results of the test it would be easier to make decisions regarding the building. He stated that Council had a responsibility to make sure the pavilion is safe for its users.
 

Cllr Palframan thanked Cllr McNulty for his efforts and then read from the inspection report. It was proposed, seconded and agreed that the electrical repairs to the building be carried out, as quoted at a cost of £282.

284. RECEIVE LETTER FROM ZURICH MUNICIPAL REGARDING STATION ROAD PAVILION. 

 
The Chair read from the letter from Zurich, which confirmed that the reports do not affect H.P.C.’s insurance position.

  
285. RECEIVE FIRE RISK ASSESSMENTS FOR PARISH OFFICE, ABBEY HALL, HOUND PARISH HALL, AND STATION ROAD PAVILION. 

 
The Chair read from the individual fire risk reports and outlined the reported requirements. 
Referring to the Parish Office Councillor Parker expressed his concerns about the risk to staff and visitors to the Parish Office in the event of fire, particularly the position if the photocopier in relation to the counter/trap door and the fact that the counter door is not always easy to open and could be a hazard in the event of a fire. 
It was suggested that this is an urgent Health and Safety Issue and should be referred to the Personnel Working Party.
 

 
286. RECEIVE ASBESTOS REPORTS FOR STATION ROAD, PAVILION AND OLD NETLEY PAVILION.

 
The reports were received and the Chair read the result sheets on both reports. There was nothing that needs attention. 
 

 
287. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 11 FEBRUARY 2008

288. RECEIVE REVISED REPORT ON THE PROPOSED IMPROVEMENT WORKS- THE HARD, VICTORIA RD NETLEY ABBEY 

 
As Councillors had all received copies of the report, the Chair read parts of the report and discussion ensued. It was suggested that the estimated figures were incorrect and that somebody should be looking at them with Kevin Deering. Cllr Parker offered to approach 

Mr Deering to clarify this matter and it was suggested that this item be referred to the Developers Contributions Working Party to be progressed. This was, seconded and agreed.
RESOLVED: That the report on the proposed improvement works at the Hard, Victoria Road be referred to the DCWP.

 

 
289. RECEIVE LETTER FROM HAMBLE COMMUNITY SPORTS COLLEGE REGARDING ESTABLISHMENT OF POST-16 SKILLS CENTRE AT HAMBLE COMMUNITY SPORTS COLLEGE

 
The Chair read from the letter from Hamble Sports College which requested the comments of HPC on the establishment of a post 16 skills centre at the college. There was short discussion and there were mixed views from Councillors, one councillor suggesting that it would create duplication of facilities.  It was proposed that a letter of support be sent to Hamble Community Sports College, this was seconded and agreed.
RESOLVED: That a letter of support for the establishment of a post 16 skills centre be sent to Hamble Community Sports College. 

 
290. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)

(i) Resolution from Cllr McNulty:  ‘That Hound Parish Council rescinds the previous resolution to close the Station Road recreation ground pavilion at the end of the summer term in July 2008 and agrees to amend the closure date to the end of the autumn term in December 2008. That this extension only takes place if the electrical installation of the building is considered to be safe and secure.’

Cllr McNulty explained his reasons for the resolution, being that the preschool are hoping to move into the Netley Abbey School, but that this is unlikely to be able to happen until December. He stated ‘This is a way of helping the preschool to continue and to help parents in the community.’ 

Cllr Airey stated that the school governors had passed a motion that would welcome the preschool to the infant school, but that there are one or two hurdles to overcome. The first being Ofsted approval and the second being permission from Hampshire County Council. There may also be works required within the school buildings. There is also a legal requirement for the infant school to change its intake numbers, with announcements in the press etc.

The Chair clarified that at present the Council have resolved to close the building at the end of the school summer term in July 2008.

Cllr West expressed his surprise that the resolution made no mention of the £500 allocated to emergency spending on the pavilion, that is now virtually spent. He asked if Council would now have to re-assess the amount of funds available for any emergency repairs.

Cllr Mrs Draper expressed concerns that there are no guarantees that the pre-school will end up at the infant school, also that if the pavilion were to suffer damage or need maintenance before December that the preschool would be no closer to having a new home than they are today.

The Chair suggested that should repairs to the pavilion be required before December, the preschool might be able to help with funding?  She also asked for a copy of the governors meeting in relation to this matter. Cllr Airey stated he would be happy to liaise between the Parish Council and the School Governors.

Cllr McNulty’s resolution was seconded and a vote taken. There were 7 in favour, 2 against the resolution was successful.

RESOLVED: ‘That Hound Parish Council rescinds the previous resolution to close the Station Road recreation ground pavilion at the end of the summer term in July 2008 and agrees to amend the closure date to the end of the autumn term in December 2008. 

 

291. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS

Cllr Parker referred to his report on benches. Cllrs already having received copies and stated that although it would be an Agenda item for the next meeting, it was urgently required for action to be taken by the ground staff to use rust inhibitor and repaint the ranger benches. 

 

Cllr McNulty stated that he had recently attended a Health & Safety corporate manslaughter training session and he urged other Councillors to attend and also the Parish Clerk.
 

292. RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO EXCLUDE MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC AND PRESS FROM THE MEETING

 
Receive resolution to exclude members of the public and press from Confidential Matters to be discussed ‘that in view of the confidential/special nature of the business about to be transacted, it is in the public interest that the public and press be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw.’  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of excluding members of the public and the press from Confidential Matters.
