Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 19 February 2007 at The Reading Rooms

PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs James, McNulty, Palframan, West & Williams.  Also present: Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk and Wendy Tuppenney LAC Co-ordinator.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
No members of the public were present.

RECEIVE PCSO DONNA KAY’S REPORT
The Chair welcomed PCSO Kay to the meeting, who then opened her report by touching on the type of criminal activity currently occurring within the Parish.  This included criminal damage such as tyre damage and thefts from vehicles and homes and which appeared to occur mostly on Tuesday evenings.  The area of houses between New Road and Grange Road appeared to be most targeted, including problems with young people congregating in Winchester Close and the resultant litter.

PCSO Kay advised that when people are challenged by the PCSOs, they are given a C12 form as a record of the approach, which is a legal requirement.  The C12 forms help form a profile of a person’s activity and also helps show the type of activity occurring in a particular area.  Early intervention teams can be engaged to provide support where necessary, with the purpose of preventing crime escalating.  A multi-agency approach is favoured, with housing associations and the Youth Service working together to help tackle the anti-social behaviour experienced around the Station Road recreation ground.  

The PCSOs were planning to organise fund raising events with community groups and a suggestion was received that the Hound Market held annually in March at Abbey Hall would be a good event to raise the public’s awareness of the PCSOs ideas.  In addition, the PCSOs had attended the meeting held on 12 February 2007 to discuss the future management of the Netley Youth Club and had agreed to assist either in a professional or a voluntary capacity.  It was noted that young people appear to find it difficult to attend the club at The HYPE on the Hamble Community Sports College campus and that the PCSOs would like to be instrumental in forming a club for the older age group in Netley Abbey.  Drop-in sessions are already being held for members of the public to raise any queries they may have and which have been well received.

QUESTIONS TO PCSO DONNA KAY ARISING FROM HER REPORT
The Chair suggested that the PCSOs would be advised to approach the Parish Council when planning events, as information could be available which would either avoid a duplication of effort or offer advice.  

Cllr Palframan noted that previously little feedback had been received from the Police regarding incidents which had taken place and that this information would be very much welcomed.  PCSO Kay agreed to report on ‘hot spots’ and statistics for the type of incidents occurring in the Parish and to give the requested feedback on key issues.

The recent break-in at Butlocks Heath allotment site was raised and the possibility of CCTV provision helping to deter this type of incident was discussed.

Cllr McNulty asked if the PCSOs were able to monitor traffic speeds, which PCSO Kay agreed to investigate if training is available to use speed monitoring equipment.  The areas of most concern are in the Grange Road, Ingleside and Hound Road, particularly at rush hour times.  Wendy Tuppenney EBC also advised that the LAC were purchasing mobile speed restriction signs, which would soon be installed around the three parishes.

The Parish Clerk advised that there had recently been incidents of dog bins being emptied at Castle recreation ground and the contents defacing Abbey Hall on Wednesday evenings and asked if the PCSOs could monitor the situation.

The Chair thanked PCSO Kay for attending the meeting and for providing her informative report.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
No Borough Report was received.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
As a Borough Report was not received, no questions were raised.

226. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Airey, Mrs Kilshaw, Parker and Wintle.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

227. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Cllr Williams declared his interest in item 240 on the agenda.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s94)

228. RECEIVE CLLR C WILLIAMS’ RESIGNATION
The Chair read from Cllr Cliff Williams’ letter of resignation and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting his resignation and writing a letter of thanks for his efforts during his time as a Councillor.  The Parish Clerk was asked to advertise the vacancy to be filled by co-option and to advise EBC of the same.

RESOLVED: That a letter of thanks is sent to Cllr C Williams on his resignation and that the vacancy is advertised to be filled by co-option and EBC is advised of the same.

229. REVIEW STANDING ORDERS TO INCLUDE REFERENCE TO ASSISTANT CLERK
A query had been raised as to whether the Council meeting held on 29 January 2007 had been legal, as the summons had been signed by the Assistant Parish Clerk.  The Parish Clerk had made enquiries with HAPTC and advice had been received that this should not be the case and by amending Standing Orders, this anomaly should be rectified.  It was confirmed that the Assistant Parish Clerk’s post had been benchmarked by the criteria set by the revised Terms & Conditions for Local Council Clerks in 2005.  A copy of the revised Standing Orders to include reference to the Assistant Parish Clerk had been circulated to members prior to the meeting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of adopting the amended Standing Orders to include reference to the Assistant Parish Clerk where appropriate.

RESOLVED: That the amended Standing Orders to include reference to the Assistant Parish Clerk, where appropriate, be adopted.

230. REVIEW FINANCE REGULATIONS TO INCLUDE REFERENCE TO ASSISTANT CLERK
The Parish Clerk had also revised the Financial Regulations to reflect reference to the Assistant Parish Clerk where appropriate and a copy had been issued to all Councillors prior to the meeting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of adopting the revised Financial Regulations.

RESOLVED: That the amended Financial Regulations to include reference to the Assistant Parish Clerk, where appropriate, be adopted.

231. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 29 JANUARY 2007
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 29 January 2007 be accepted.

232. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES
(220) Southsea Town Council – a reply had been received from Chris Huhne MP, advising that the Liberal Democrat Party had voted against the Local Government Bill published on 12 December 2006.  Cllr Parker had provided a report which would be received under item 244(i) on the agenda.  Mr Huhne would also be pleased to attend the Council meeting to be held on 2 April 2007, to be held at Hound Parish Hall, commencing at 6.30pm.

(205) Barrier at Hound Road – the Parish Clerk advised that no response had been received from Michelle Adams at Hampshire Constabulary regarding the increased use of the Hound Road entrance to the Police Training College.  Cllr West expressed his concern at the lack of response to some of Hound Parish Council’s letters.

(205) Parking issues – a response had been received from EBC regarding parking problems in Hound Road and Hound Way/Woolston Road, that these areas of concern would be entered into EBC’s Geographical Information System (GIS) and considered against other areas of concern for inclusion on a list of traffic management measures.  The LAC receives the injury accident statistics in a list of areas for traffic studies to be conducted, all of which are subject to budgetary constraints.

(Reduction in number of Councillors) – the copy Legal Order to formally reduce the number of Councillors for Hound Parish Council from fifteen to twelve was received.  As from the election in May 2007, there will be six Members for Netley Abbey and two each for Butlocks Heath, Old Netley and Ingleside.

(218) Enforcement action – the Parish Clerk was asked to contact Cllr Airey regarding this issue and if necessary the EBC Enforcement team direct.

(221) Accounts – a further query was received regarding the withheld account for Playground Services Ltd.  The Parish Clerk noted that the charges in respect of the basket swing at Old Netley had not been included in the invoice, but a request was received for the itemised account to be examined further.

(229(vi) Sea Wall – Cllr West commented that the sea wall at the Royal Victoria Country Park had recently re-opened.

234. RECEIVE NOTICE OF APPOINTMENT OF EXTERNAL AUDITOR FOR HAMPSHIRE BY THE AUDIT COMMISSION FOR 2006 – 2007 FINANCIAL YEAR
The Chair read from the letter received from the Audit Commission to advise that Alun Williams, an officer of the Audit Commission would be have his appointment as external Auditor to Hound Parish Council, extended for the 2006 – 2007 financial year.  The letter from the Audit Commission also noted that the new external Audit fees would be fixed for a period of five years, as introduced in 2001 – 2002.

235. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 12 FEBRUARY 2007
The Chair invited Cllr McNulty to speak about the Planning Committee Report and Minutes of the meeting held on 12 February 2007, which had been distributed to Members in advance of the meeting.  

RESOLVED: That the minutes and report of the Planning Committee meeting held on 12 February 2007 be accepted.

236. RECEIVE PCSO STUART PEARSON’S REQUEST TO USE THE PARISH OFFICE 
The Chair read from the e-mail request received from PCSO Pearson to use the Parish Office as a base during the evenings, or when the office is not open to the public.  Discussion followed regarding the insurance and security implications of giving permission to use the Parish Office, as the Police had previously indicated that no responsibility could be taken for non-Constabulary premises.  It was suggested that the Parish Clerk could discuss this issue further with the new Police Sergeant for the Parish at their meeting on 26 February 2007, with a view to reporting back to Council in the near future.

237. RECEIVE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN FOR THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT WHITE PAPER
It was noted that the Local Government White Paper was published in October 2006 which formed part of the Local Government & Public Involvement in Health Bill published on 12 December 2006.  The implications of the White Paper are that Parish & Town Councils will be given extended powers to improve their communities, but not necessarily increased resources to do so.  There will also be scope for Parish & Town Councils to change their names to community, neighbourhood or village councils.  The implementation plan with timescales between January 2007 and April 2009 were noted.

238. RECEIVE THE DEPARTMENT FOR COMMUNITIES & LOCAL GOVERNMENT CONSULTATION ON AMENDMENTS TO THE MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT FOR LOCAL AUTHORITY MEMBERS (RESPONSE REQUIRED TO BE SUBMITTED BY 9 MARCH 2007)
The Chair asked the Parish Clerk to provide copies of the consultation document for all Councillors, to enable Members to consider the amendments and to submit their responses to the DCLG by 9 March 2007.

239. RECEIVE NOTES OF DEVELOPERS' CONTRIBUTIONS WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD ON 5 FEBRUARY 2007
In the absence of Cllr Parker as Chair of the Developers' Contributions Working Party, the Chair invited Cllr Williams to guide Councillors through the working party’s recommendations.

Recommendation 1: That a response is sent to the residents of 71 Station Road, advising that Hound Parish Council is committed to providing recreational facilities, that the kickwall was installed at Station Road recreation ground to prevent further damage to the pavilion and historically there has always been some form of recreational facility at the location of the kickwall.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That a response is sent to the residents of 71 Station Road, advising that Hound Parish Council is committed to providing recreational facilities, that the kickwall was installed at Station Road recreation ground to prevent further damage to the pavilion and historically there has always been some form of recreational facility at the location of the kickwall.  
It was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of recommendation 2 being referred to Confidential matters for further discussion in conjunction with item 245(iii).

RESOLVED: That recommendation 2 of the Developers' Contributions Working Party meeting is referred to Confidential Matters and discussed in conjunction with item 245(iii).

Recommendation 3: That enquiries are made with EBC as to the maximum height grounds employees are permitted to work and for the hedge adjacent to the footpath from Denzil Avenue and The Crescent to be maintained at a height between 7 – 10 feet.  A response had been received from EBC to advise that hedges are normally cut to a height of 1.5 metres, to enable Grounds staff to work from the Ground without the need for ladders or scaffolding.  Discussion followed with regard to the comments both in favour and against the hedge being trimmed to its current height of 1.5 metres.  The recommendation was not seconded and hence a vote was not taken.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the recommendation being amended to the hedge being kept at a height of 1.5 metres.

RESOLVED: That the hedge adjacent to the footpath from Denzil Avenue and The Crescent is maintained at a height of 1.5 metres.

Recommendation 4: That the Parish Clerk checks the number of taps to be installed at Priory Road allotment site, for referral to the Council meeting to be held on 19 February 2007.  The Parish Clerk confirmed that seven new taps were to be installed at the Priory Road allotment site, three of a different specification already being in place.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of this project being sent to the LAC for funding from Developers' Contributions.

RESOLVED: That the project to install seven taps at Priory Road is submitted to the LAC for funding from Developers' Contributions.

Recommendation 5: That the ownership of the seating area outside RVCP is checked with HCC and the outcome advised to HM Land Registry.  The Parish Clerk had made enquiries with HCC and long serving Councillors and it was thought that the area belongs to Hound Parish Council, with the improvements conducted in the mid 1980’s being funded by the Older Urban Area Regeneration (OUAR) initiative.  Confirmation from HCC Estates Department was awaited.

Recommendation 6: That the high water mark is shown on HM Land Registry’s Ordnance Survey plan as being closer to The Hard and Boat House.  Discussion followed regarding coastal erosion and it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of the high water mark being shown close to The Boat House and Hard property boundary.

RESOLVED: That the high water mark is advised to HM Land Registry as being close to The Boat House and Hard property boundary.

Recommendation 7: That the LAC is approached to jointly formulate a submission to the Around the Solent project to include the waterfront area adjacent to Castle recreation ground and The Hard adjacent to RVCP.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of a joint project being formulated with the LAC.

RESOLVED: That the LAC is approached to formulate a joint submission with Hound Parish Council to the Around the Solent project, to include the waterfront area adjacent to Castle recreation ground and The Hard adjacent to RVCP.
Recommendation 8: That the provision of a skateramp at Butlocks Heath is deferred until sufficient funding becomes available.  It was noted that there was little space at Butlocks Heath recreation ground for a skateramp, since the senior play equipment had been installed.  It was confirmed that there was potentially up to £17,500.00 available from Developers' Contributions towards a skateramp project, but that would provide very little equipment, which can be extremely costly.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the recommendation, to be amended that this issue would require further discussion in the future.

RESOLVED: That the provision of a skateramp at Butlocks Heath is deferred until sufficient funding becomes available, pending further discussion.  

Recommendation 9:That enquiries are made with Playworld Systems to provide a quotation for fitness trail equipment in Station Road recreation ground.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That enquiries are made with Playworld Systems to provide a quotation for fitness trail equipment in Station Road recreation ground.  

Recommendation 10: That the extension of the infants play area at Old Netley recreation ground is deferred until sufficient funding becomes available in the future.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That the extension of the infants play area at Old Netley recreation ground is deferred until sufficient funding becomes available in the future.  
Recommendation 11: That the provision for a replacement pavilion at Old Netley recreation ground is included in the ‘wish list’ for the LAC.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That the provision for a replacement pavilion at Old Netley recreation ground is included in the ‘wish list’ for the LAC.  
240. RECEIVE PARISH CLERK’S REPORT RE: BUTLOCKS HEATH VILLAGE GREEN
The Parish Clerk’s report had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting, which highlighted that the village green could be subject to a maintenance agreement with EBC for a period of 35 years.  This was due to the land being held under housing powers and not open space powers and that the process to purchase the land could be complex and could affect Hound Parish Council’s application to register the area as a village green.  The consultation process for the registration would expire on 23 February 2007.  Concern was raised that the maintenance agreement could be terminated by EBC at some point, although there were no plans to develop the site for housing.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of enquiries being made with EBC Property Services as to whether it would be feasible for Hound Parish Council to purchase the site.

RESOLVED: That enquiries are made with EBC Property Services as to whether it would be possible for Hound Parish Council to purchase the area of land subject to the village green registration process at HCC.

241. RECEIVE NOTES OF MEETING TO DISCUSS THE NETLEY YOUTH CLUB MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE HELD ON 12 FEBRUARY 2007
The notes of the meeting held on 12 February 2007 had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.  Councillors were advised that invoices and timesheets had been submitted to the Parish Clerk, for reimbursement of staff salaries to the level agreed in July 2005, plus hire and storage fees for use of Hound Parish Hall.  This monthly grant had previously been agreed at £327.48 per month, representing the monthly average of fees and salaries.  Discussion followed regarding the requirement for the Club to comply with OFSTED regulations, which were thought not to apply to the Club, possibly due to the limited opening times.  Wendy Tuppenney EBC had volunteered to sit on the Youth Club Committee to assist the current members and suggested that Helen Coleman EBC Key Initiatives could also offer help in this respect.  Jacqueline Rolls ECS had also offered to sit on the committee to advise as to the type of activities the Club could provide.  Cllr Mrs Kilshaw would remain as Hound Parish Council’s liaison Councillor.  

The Club had been suspended until new professional members could be found and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Club being permitted to re-open on Thursday 1 March 2007.  Discussion also took place regarding the reimbursement of the agreed grant, which in view of the receipt of the invoices, was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of resuming payment.  A further proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the progress of the Club being reviewed in six months’ time.

RESOLVED: That the monthly average grant of £327.48 is reimbursed to Netley Youth Club in respect of the invoices and timesheets received.

RESOLVED: That Wendy Tuppenney EBC, Jacqueline Rolls ECS and Helen Coleman EBC sit on the committee of the Netley Youth Club and that Cllr Mrs Kilshaw remains as Hound Parish Council’s liaison Councillor.

RESOLVED: That the Netley Youth Club is permitted to re-open on Thursday 1 March 2007.

RESOLVED: That the progress of the Netley Youth Club is reviewed in six months’ time.

242. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM WALKING DISTANCE FOR CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS PRODUCTION OF HAMBLE VALLEY GUIDE
The Chair had had the opportunity to study the guide and noted that there were a number of discrepancies on the illustrated map.  Netley Castle and Netley Lodge had not been included, which although in private ownership, are Grade II listed buildings.  The Parish Office had not been included and Abbey Hall together with the public lavatories were shown in the wrong location.  No mention was made of the public houses, railway station or footpaths.  In view of the discrepancies raised, a proposal was received, seconded and voted against making a contribution towards the cost of producing the Hamble Valley Guide on this occasion.

RESOLVED: That a contribution towards the cost of the Hamble valley Guide is not made on this occasion.

243. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
No resolutions were received.

244. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: Local Government White Paper & Southsea Town Council.  Cllr Parker had provided a briefing paper detailing his investigations into the attempt by Portsmouth City Council to abolish Southsea Town Council, which could be permissible under the Local Government & Public Health Bill 2006.  Despite numerous attempts to obtain a copy of Southsea Town Council’s rebuttal from the Town Clerk and the Council’s website, this was not available.  Cllr Parker’s paper recommended to wait for definitive replies from the Clerk to Southsea Town Council and Chris Huhne MP, in addition to inviting Steven Lugg, Director HAPTC to comment on this issue.

(ii) Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: Hampshire Action Team meeting held on 7 February 2007.  A copy of Cllr Parker’s report had been sent to all Councillors in advance of the meeting, which highlighted the concerns regarding Windhover roundabout traffic issues, the sites within Hound which could be used for mineral extraction and subsequent landfill and the need for highway repairs to be expedited.

(iii) Cllr Williams highlighted that whilst he was pleased to see Sellwood Road being repaired, there were urgent repairs required to the road surface at the Ingleside/Grange Road junction and outside Queens View shops.

(iv) Cllr West noted that highway works were due to take place in February 2007 at Hound Way/Woolston Road.

(v) Cllr James commented on the new drain which had been installed outside the Royal British Legion Club in Station Road.

(vi) It was also noted that there was evidence of horses from Abbey Equestrian Centre being walked on the highway and the Parish Clerk was asked to make this known to the Enforcement Officer at EBC.

245. CONFIDENTIAL MATTERS
