Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 1 June 2009 at Abbey Hall

32. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs Draper for family reasons and Cllr Parsons who is on holiday. 

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

33. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

There were no declarations of interest

Cllr Parker asked that items 47,49,50,51,52 & 53 be discussed under confidential session. This was seconded and a vote taken.

RESOLVED: That agenda items 47,49,50,51,52 and 53 be discussed under confidential session.

34. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
There were no questions raised. 

35. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

36. RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Travelling in Eastleigh – A new guide for older residents clearly setting out concessionary travel details. This has been sent to all those who signed the ESPOPF petition regarding the withdrawal of travel tokens.

Drain by Old Netley Pedestrian Crossing, Hamble Lane.- This location has for a number of years been prone to flooding following heavy rain. Work was being carried out by Hampshire County Council last Friday to remedy this, so hopefully flooding will be a thing of the past. 

Promoting Walking in the Borough.- A new strategy document has been produced.

06.51 First Great Western service Portsmouth to Cardiff- Stops at Swanwick, Netley, Woolston and St Deny’s on this train have been withdrawn by FGW. It is a popular and useful service but is not part of the FGW franchise requirement. Despite a lot of letters and emails from users and myself to FGW they will not restore the stop. The alternative service for Netley are 0702(South West Trains)or 0748(Southern) Journey times for Winchester & London are lengthened. Passengers for Salisbury, Bath, Bristol and Cardiff will additionally have to change at Southampton and will also have longer journeys.

Former Borough Councillor Dave Thomas. -  I regret to inform members that former Borough Councillor Dave Thomas has died. His funeral was Thursday 28 May and I attended.

37. QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT 

There were no questions.

38. TO SIGN AND APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 11 MAY 2009

The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy:

Page 4. Cllr Parker stated that his objection was to paying the trade union levy part of the SLCC Subscriptions for the Clerks.

Cllr Hawkins stated that he had asked for dates on the Clerks report and that there was no mention of this on the minutes.

28. In addition to grass cutting Cllr Hawkins asked for a detailed list of what was being taken on. If the land is registered and how it is owned. 

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 11 May 2009, be accepted with amendments as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

39. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

The Chair invited Councillors to raise queries regarding the Parish Clerk’s report, which had been distributed in advance of the meeting.

(262) The Hard – the waterfront improvements are on schedule. The site is completely fenced and the target finish date is Friday 5 June 2009. 

(330) Old Netley noticeboard – Assistant Clerk reported that she had met with Mr Bull and discussed positioning of the notice board. 

(333) Parish Office frontage – The Clerk has been asked for more information from the Planning Department. 

Councillor Hawkins asked if it would be possible to add the date of any progress on the Clerks report. 

Councillor Airey suggested that items on the report be numbered on the left hand side of the report to ease reading it. 

(61)Councillors asked if Eastleigh Borough Council would come to the meeting on 6 July prepared with all the information required. It was suggested the Clerk put together a list of items that Hound PC would expect to see such as maps, rateable values, legal costs, maintenance costs estimated and actual. 

(195)Emergency Plan- It was suggested that the Clerk formulated the emergency plan particularly in relation to Swine flu.

(268)(i) HPH Footway- The ground staff are investigating the use of the recycled slabs from Station Rd Rec to form a pathway.

(268)(iii) RVCP Gates- Cllr West reported that he had attended the users group meeting and that a response is to be emailed to the Parish Office. It was proposed that the response be an agenda item for Council on 22 June. If no response is received it was proposed that a direct approach to Hampshire County Council be made. 

It was noted that the Chapel in the park has been closed for refurbishment and will reopen in September.

Cllr Queen stated that Southampton City Council-City Patrol regularly visit the Conker field and are monitoring the situation.

It was proposed that item 48 be forward to allow members of the public to speak and then leave the meeting.  This was seconded and agreed.

The item was discussed and resolved and all members of the public left the meeting.

40. TO APPOINT MEMBERSHIP OF THE OLD NETLEY WORKING PARTY

Cllrs Hawkins, Parker, West offered to form the Old Netley Working Party. Cllr Mrs Draper was put on the working party as reserve and Cllr Mrs Queen also offered to be a reserve member  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the membership of the Old Netley Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs Mrs Draper, Hawkins, Parker, Mrs Queen and West form the Old Netley Working Party.

41. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

The Chair reviewed the accounts list and clarified some of the descriptions.

There was some discussion relating to the accounts for OCS and SAS, the Assistant Clerk is to speak to the contractors and explain the Councils concerns. Payment is to be held back on these accounts. These parts of the account which the assistant clerk has concerns regarding satisfactory completion of work. 

A resolution was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the list of transactions made between12 May and 1 June 2009, as presented on the extract from the cashbook, with the exception of the past invoices for OCS and SAS. .

RESOLVED: That the transactions made between 12 May 2009 and 1 June 2009, as presented on the extract from the cashbook, with the exception of the invoices for OCS and SAS  be accepted.

42. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE BANK STATEMENTS AND CASH BOOK ENTRIES

The cashbook balances were noted to hold £1,000.00 for Cashbook 1, £210889.05 for Cashbook 2 and £89,906.88 for Cashbook 4 as at 31 May 2009. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the balances for the three cashbooks as presented.

RESOLVED: That the balances of £1,000.00 for Cashbook 1, £210889.05 for Cashbook 2 and £89,906.88 for Cashbook 4 as at 31 May 2009 are accepted.

43. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS FURTHER INFORMATION REGARDING THE TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION YOUTH DROP IN

Cllr McNulty updated Councillors on the latest information regarding the youth drop in. As HPC are not prepared to employ staff to run the sessions, Steve Willis(Hampshire Youth Service)  has quoted £1000 for his staff to run the sessions. 

It was suggested that Hound Parish Council pay the bulk of this amount and that the LAC be asked to put in the rest. 

This was proposed, seconded and agreed.

RESOLVED : That Hound Parish council pay the bulk of the costs for running the drop in centre.

The drop in will start in November with Paul McLeod supervising two of his staff 2 nights a week for 13 weeks.

It was suggested that the Clerk write to Sgt O Hanlan to seek funding from the anti-social behaviour fund and that the drop in centre be added to the Clerks report. 

It was stated that in order to be a success the drop must always be open when it is advertised.

Cllr McNulty will inform Steve Willis that Hound Parish Council have agreed to part fund the drop in and the Clerk will write to confirm this after full funding arrangements have been made. 
44. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CLERK’S REPORT ON COUNCILLORS OBSERVATIONS REGARDING HOUND PCS RESPONSE TO HANTS MINERAL & WASTE DEVELOPMENT PLAN

All members had received copies of the Clerks report and  the Chairs report.

The Chair reviewed his report and clarified the points to note: 

* Why is new gravel extraction required in Hampshire? 

*Does Council agree with SEERA that the amount for removal is less? 

Cllr Mrs Queen and Cllr Airey stated that there would not be landfill in extraction areas.

Cllr Wyse thanked Cllr Palframan for his well put together and readable report and it was proposed that Cllr Palframan’s report be used as the basis for Hound Parish Councils response. This was agreed and the Chair stated that he would inform Councillors of future modifications.
45. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS OPTIONS AVAILABLE TO PROTECT VELUX WINDOWS AT THE TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION (TSP)

Cllr West read from the quotation for grilles to cover the Velux windows at the Tankerville Sports Pavilion. 

Cllr Parker stated that there are many tiles damaged and the guttering has been pulled down. He quoted the architects original description, in 2006, of the Velux windows and tiles being of a standard that would not be damaged. 

The Police are aware of the problems of recurring vandalism and have yet to find the culprits. The Clerk is to write to the Police to seek more action in catching the culprits.

It was proposed that a strong letter of complaint be sent to the architect stating that the windows and tiles are not fit for purposes and seeking his recommendations. 

Dependant on his response, two further quotes should be sought. This was seconded and agreed .

46. TO RECEIVE MINUTES OF PLANNING COMMITTEE MEETING HELD 19 MAY 2009 

Cllr West reviewed the minutes of the Planning Committee meeting held on 19 May 2009.

47. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS NOTES OF THE DEVELOPERS’ CONTRIBUTIONS WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD ON 18 MAY 2009:

Cllr Parker reviewed the notes of the Developers Contributions Working party and made the recommendations: Each recommendation was voted on in turn.

Recommendation 1: That Cllr Parker becomes Chair of the Developers' Contributions Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Parker becomes Chair of the Developers' Contributions Working Party.

Recommendation 2: That Cllr West becomes Vice-Chair of the Developers' Contributions Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllr West becomes Vice-Chair of the Developers' Contributions Working Party

Recommendation 3: That the quotation to provide a skateramp at Butlocks Heath recreation ground received from Contractor ‘B’ is accepted. 

The quotes from 4 skateramp installers were discussed and the prices noted

Cllr Parker clarified that Contractor B offered a longer guarantee and was a more suitable option. 

The working parties recommended was seconded and agreed.
RESOLVED: That the quotation to provide a skateramp at Butlocks Heath recreation ground received from Contractor ‘B’ ‘Evolution’ for £25,522.00 is accepted.

The Chair thanked Cllr Parker for his work on this project.

9.30pm It was proposed that Standing Orders be suspended for half hour.

After short discussion it was proposed that the recommendation be changed so that the Clerk would investigate the possibility of engaging a graffiti artist, so that a choice can be made at a later date. This was seconded and agreed (Cllr Airey voted against) 

RESOLVED: That the Parish Clerk investigates the possibility of engaging a graffiti artist to work on the Skateramp.

Recommendation 6: That pending the successful securing of funds from the LAC  for the Beach Lane Project at its meeting on 21 May 2009, that EBC is appointed as project supervisors on a similar basis as The Hard project, with a target date to start work on site on 1 September 2009

48. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS ASSISTANT CLERK’S REPORT ON ALLOTMENT ISSUES (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 11 MAY 2009. 

The Assistant Clerk spoke briefly about her report. There was short discussion regarding the 6 month rule. 

It was suggested that a letter be sent to allotment holders apologizing for the mistake and giving the 6 months notice and stating that a credit will be applied to next years account for the six months period that was not notified. This is because most invoices have been paid. Should an allotment holder require a refund of the additional amount paid this would be reimbursed.

It was proposed that a working party is formed to review the allotment rules. The working party should be made up of 3 Councillors and 2 allotment representatives. This was seconded and agreed. 

RESOLVED: That a working party is formed to review the allotment rules. The working party should be made up of 3 Councillors and 2 allotment representatives . 

It was proposed that Cllr Parker, Cllr West and Cllr Mrs Queen become members of the allotments working party with two allotments representatives. This was seconded and agreed.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs Parker, West and Mrs Queen become members of the Allotments Working Party.

The Assistant Clerk asked for clarification of whether new allotment holders should be charged the new or old rate. It was agreed that the new rate should apply to new allotment holders who began their tenancy from 1 January 2009. 

49. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CENTRAL HEATING QUOTATIONS FOR ABBEY HALL AND HOUND PARISH HALL 

Cllr McNulty advised Councillors that although he had put together the information sheet, Cllr Jackson had done most of the work on the Central Heating quotes with the Deputy Clerk. 

Cllr Jackson reviewed the quotations from the four contractors and suggested that two contractors be employed due to the timeframe available for installation to be done, during the school summer holidays.  He also explained that a Ground Source heat pump had been looked into, but that it had proved to be uneconomic. 

It was proposed, seconded and agreed that DJ Summers Plumbing and Heating be given the Abbey Hall work for the sum of £6077.75, and that BJ McCann install the boiler and radiators at Hound Parish Hall for the sum of £6330.00. Letters will be sent to the contractors asking for risk assessments, method statements and public liability insurance of £5 million.

RESOLVED: That DJ Summers Plumbing and Heating be given the Abbey Hall work for the sum of £6077.75, and that BJ McCann install the boiler and radiators at Hound Parish Hall for the sum of £6330.00.

Cllr McNulty stated that he was disappointed that the grant funding forms took so long to finish and send in. The Deputy Clerk clarified that the C/H quotations were needed to complete the forms. 

Cllr McNulty gave all members present a copy of an email sent to the Parish Clerk regarding his concerns about project management. 
50. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS SUSPENDED CEILING QUOTATIONS FOR ABBEY HALL 

The quotations for a suspended ceiling at Abbey Hall were received and discussed, it was suggested that the contractors be asked for prices to install insulation at the same time. This was referred to the next meeting for amendments to the quotations.
51. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CEILING INSULATION QUOTE FOR HOUND PARISH HALL.

A quote had been received from the original installer of the suspended ceiling at Hound Parish Hall, but members requested that 2 additional quotations be sought.

52. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS QUOTATION FOR POLLARDING OF LIME TREES IN STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND

The quotation from Shawyers was received. It was proposed, seconded and agreed that the quotation to pollard the Lime Trees in Station Rd Recreation ground for the sum of £982.80 be accepted. 

RESOLVED: That the quotation from Shawyers to Pollard Lime Trees in Station Rd Recreation Ground be accepted.

53. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS QUOTATION FOR BREAK UP AND REMOVAL OF TEA HUT BASE AT STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND

After short discussion it was proposed that the tea hut base be left in situ for the time being. This was seconded and agreed. 

RESOLVED That the tea hut base be left in situ for the time being. 

54. TO RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 13 (A)

55. TO RECEIVE REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS (FOR INFORMATION ONLY) 

Cllr Mrs Queen- stated she has heard that the Remembrance Service in the Royal Victoria Country park this year. The office will investigate.

Cllr Airey asked if the newsletter has paying advertisers the Deputy Clerk stated that only community type notices are put into the newsletter and that any members wanting to have articles in the newsletter can do so up to 3 weeks prior to distribution dates.
