RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
 

Councillor Airey reported on the following:-

DENHAM GARDENS BUS STOP

There have been numerous requests for a bus shelter at the Denham Gardens bus stop. Space is very limited as the small area of grass is not highway or Borough Council land, but is privately owned. The owner, in the past, has not given permission for the land to be used, rented or purchased.

A narrow cantilever shelter (1m Roof) with no seating can be installed. Consultation has taken place with local residents and one objection received. This will now become an LAC agenda item on May 22nd with members considering the objection and deciding whether or not to approve putting raised tubs and a shelter at this stop. 

LAND ALONG HAMBLE LANE.

Enforcement from EBC have visited the site two weeks ago, taken photos and spoken to neighbours. There are no tree preservation orders on the site. Enforcement are currently trying to locate the owners.

Cllr Mc Nulty added that he had spoken to the EBC Countryside officer and that the farmer is within his rights to take any action, but that he must check that slowworms or other endangered wildlife will not be affected. Police will investigate complaints if there is proof of the existence of slowworms available. 

24 BEVERLEY GARDENS

The planning application F/08/62289 which is referred to under item 343 Planning Committee report, has been refused. There had been several objections from neighbours.

(325) Parish Office Fire Extinguishers- The double extinguisher stand was installed in the Office on 10 April 2008. 

Cllr Parker stated he was pleased that this was the case but he  still has concerns about the counter and signage in the office.

Anti social behaviour meeting.  An email has been received from PCSO Rhona Stevens stating that a meeting was held on 4 April 2008. The main idea discussed was involving the local youth with activities on the water. Funding is being sought.

There will be a further meeting on 28th April 2008 – venue to be confirmed.

Hound Parish Hall Disabled toilet. – the architect has informed the Parish Office that tenders have been sought from three building companies. 

Copies of two tenders have been received at the Parish Office, advice from the architect will be sought and tenders will be referred to the next Council meeting.

Abbey Hall Car Park Barrier has now been reinstalled and concreted in. Old height signs are taped on to the barrier, but new signs are on order and will be fitted as soon as they arrive.

Station Rd Project –grant applications. Cllrs had all received a copy of the Clerk’s report. 

Cllr Palframan spoke about the meeting held with the football club and the grants applied for. Michael Weakley has admitted that he had not clarified the position with applications well enough and that as a result the applications have been delayed. Mr Weakley will speak to builders regarding sign up in July for start in September 2008, but this is dependant on the Football Foundation grant being resolved.

Cllr Parker advised Councillors that the Station Road Pavilion Preschool had reopened this morning and that children and staff were very happy. He expressed thanks to Cllr McNulty for his efforts. 

339. RECEIVE CLLR AIREY’S REPORT ON REPORTING OF MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Airey spoke to Council about the current system for matters arising, and the frustrations this has caused regarding questions about longer term items. 

He stated that the last two Council meetings had been an embarrassment and had given a poor public view of the way the parish council works. They were an embarrassment in terms of the public that attended and the Mayor who was a guest of the Council.

That is not to say that there should not be robust and strongly held views made in debate.

He went on to outline the system currently used by Hamble Parish Council for the reporting of ongoing matters and closing down of items when complete.

All matters arising are given a number and remain on the agenda as part of the ‘a’ list. This gives the Clerk the opportunity to update members on a regular basis and for members to ask questions. It ensures that things are not allowed to slip.

The ‘b’ list includes items where there is nothing further to report or items for closure. 

Cllr Airey suggested that a similar system be implemented at Hound and stated he would be happy to assist the Clerk in the implementation of the system.

There was short discussion and it was then proposed that ‘The outlined method is trialled for 10 meetings with a review after five meetings. The Clerk should then report back to Council with input from staff and Members.’ This was seconded and unanimously agreed.

RESOLVED: The outlined method is trailed for 10 meetings with a review after five meetings. The Clerk should then report back to Council with input from staff and Members.

*Ownership of the pumping station should revert to Hound Parish Council should Southern Water ever give up ownership. 

* Any damage to pathway caused by heavy vehicles should be rectified and /or paid for by Southern Water.

350. RECEIVE UPDATED INFORMATION RE: DISPOSAL OF THE READING ROOMS, OLD NETLEY 

The letter from Daniells Harrison surveyors was read to members. The surveyor advocates that the sale of the Reading Rooms be dealt with by way of an informal tender and that a six week marketing campaign with tendering deadline be undertaken. Fees would be at their standard commission rate for sole agency instructions, at 1.75% of eventual sale price, subject to a minimum of £1500 plus VAT at standard rates. HPC would also incur the advertising costs for which a definitive budget would be set.
