PUBLIC QUESTION TIME  

There were no public present and therefore no questions.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey read from his report:

River Itchen, Weston Shore, Netley and Hamble Coastal Defence Strategy Study exhibition.

Mouchel Parkman have been commissioned by a consortium partnership of Southampton City Council, Eastleigh Borough Council and Fareham Borough Council to develop a strategic plan for the sustainable management of coastal defences along the River Itchen, Weston, Netley and River Hamble frontages, this is under the east bank of the Itchen upstream as far as Woodmill and both banks of the Hamble as far as Bursledon Bridge.

The exhibition, now confirmed, will take place at the Empire Room Royal Victoria Country Park between 13.30 and 19.00 on Wednesday 25 April 2007. 

Future Old Netley Recreation Ground Pavilion redevelopment

An initial allocation of £13,789 from Developers Contributions has been earmarked for Hound Parish Councils future projects for a new pavilion at the Old Netley Recreation Ground. As further appropriate D.C.s are received the LAC will be able to commit further funding to this potential project. 

BHH Teenage Health Drop in Centre

Some three years ago the Area Committee received a report detailing problems around teenage pregnancy. By working together with around 6 different agencies sufficient funds were accumulated to start a teenage drop in centre for our area based at the HYPE centre at Hamble Sports & Community College. The service operates on one afternoon a week and is staffed by a sexual health nurse, youth staff and on occasions a GP. The LAC’s contribution has been £2000 p.a for the past 3 years of the Committee and has decided to fund to the same level for a further 3 years. 

Old Netley Rec Path 

An additional £300 from Developers Contributions has been allocated to HPC to cover the additional cost of work, making a total of £4300.

The Point Youth Peoples Theatre  

The LAC has made a grant of £400 towards production costs of the Point Youth Peoples Theatre production of A Midsummer Night’s Dream at Netley Abbey.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

Cllr Queen asked the Borough Councillor if there had been a positive response to the pregnancy drop in centre. He stated he was not sure and would find out and report back. 

Cllr McNulty referring to the Coastal erosion exhibition said he received complaints from a resident of Manchester Rd that there had not been sufficient advertisement of the event and that many of the residents were unaware it was taking place.

RECEIVE DEPUTY CLERKS REPORT REGARDING THE PROVISION OF A DISABLED TOILET AT HOUND PARISH HALL IN CONJUNCTION WITH DISABILITY ACCESS AUDIT. 

The Deputy Clerk reviewed her report, copies of which had been distributed to members, explaining that the disabled access auditor had suggested that if the disabled toilet was outside the building, disabled hall users could feel discriminated against.  Following consultation with the architect and an enquiry to EBC planning department, it is likely that a new planning application will be required if the hall frontage is to be altered to incorporate the new disabled toilet. 

Cllr McNulty reported that he had been approached by a parishioner asking what was to be done about the provision of a disabled toilet, very recently and that there is a definite need for this project to go ahead very soon.

After short discussion, it was proposed that the architect be approached to prepare a new application replacing the entrance doors of the hall, so that the disabled toilet will be inside.

It was also suggested that as this project has not been included in the budget for 2007/2008 that quotes be sought to enable Council to look at the funding. The proposal was seconded and unanimously agreed.

The Chair read from an email from Eric Reed, Sustrans Ranger. which informed HPC that volunteer Sustrans Rangers had done a clean up at the bottom of Beach Lane two weeks ago and apologised for not informing the Parish Clerk earlier.
