There were no questions 

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
CLLR MCNULTY – The Borough Councillor reported on the meeting of the resources scrutiny panel he had recently attended, particularly the internal audit service and problems of a shortfall of staff due to maternity leave.

CLLR AIREY – 

Informal Pedestrian crossing point, Portsmouth Road. The work on this was ordered approximately 1 year ago and has been a very frustrating situation with problems with the ordering and the programming of the work by HCC Contractor. Works have been marked out on site, but HCC would not allow work to start until completion of recent gas main works in the area. The contractor is being chased to find out the start date.

Lowest for Benefit and Council Tax costs. 

Recent statistics show EBC’s costs to provide its Revenue & Benefits Service are the lowest in Hampshire. EBC administers housing and council tax benefits to over 6300 claimants at a net cost of £12.17 per claim. A survey, completed by 10 out of 13 Hampshire councils has revealed that this figure is 28% lower than any other council participating in the survey and 80% lower than the highest.

Accident- Ingleside 24.09.07

At around 07.30 this morning a car crashed through the concrete bollards, through a garden fence, across the lawn, down a steep bank and ended up against the back door of a house in Rookley. Nobody was hurt. The cause is as yet unknown, but speed looks to be an obvious cause.

(EBC will be a statutory consultee) Work due to start January 2009, with completion approx January 2011.

(115) EBC Proposed Traffic Regulation Orders, Netley Abbey

Hampshire Minerals and Waste Development Framework Core strategy – A letter has been received which states that a ‘preferred options’ draft of the Hampshire minerals plan- which will identify locations for mineral activities needed to deliver the strategy- is scheduled for six weeks of public consultation at the end of October 2007. This will be advertised in the local press and parish councils will be invited to participate in the consultation. It is intended to organize some local meetings in key mineral producing areas during November and December.

PCSO Report – An email has been received from Sergeant Mel Golding, reporting that PCSOs are continuing to stop check youths drinking underage and seize their alcohol. In addition a Test Purchase Operation was conducted at 5 off licensed premises across the south sector. One of the stores sold alcohol to the 15 year old youth and the member of staff was given an £80 fixed penalty notice. Sergeant Golding wanted to assure Councillors and residents that concerns about underage drinking are being addressed, and that figures will be produced and forwarded periodically to reflect this.


An email has also been received from Sector Inspector Shona Hood who is keen to ensure that Parish Councils are happy with the lines of communication, now that PCs and PCSOs attend Parish Council meetings rather than herself. She states she is still very keen to remain in touch and would welcome comments regarding the need (or not) for her to meet with Council independently, maybe between meetings.
