Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 26 January 2009 at Abbey Hall 
 

PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs, Jackson, Airey ,Mc Nulty, Mrs Draper, Mrs Queen, Parker, Forder and West .  

Also present: Mrs Jackie Cunningham Deputy Parish Clerk, Cllr and Mrs Derek Pretty (Mayor and Mayoress of Eastleigh) and 7 members of the public.

GUEST SPEAKER: MAYOR OF EASTLEIGH, CLLR DEREK PRETTY  

The Mayor thanked the Council for the opportunity to visit and stated that he is aiming to visit as many parish councils as he can. 

He continued by talking about the charities that he will be working with in his term as Mayor. Vitalise in Netley is the first of his two charities and he explained that having visited Waterside House recently he was very impressed by the facilities and the service offered to its guests. However there is need for extra kitchen/cooking facilities and this is what the Mayor’s Charity fund want to help to raise funds for. 

The second charity is the Countess Mountbatten Hospice, another local charity that many within the borough will be aware of.  Fundraising will be towards a quiet room for use of relatives of patients recently deceased.

The Mayor also spoke of the Borough of Eastleigh and that Council Tax has been set 1% below inflation. 

The Cinema and Bowling Alley are due to open in Eastleigh town centre in April 2009 and that will give a welcome boost to the town.

The Mayor asked if anyone had any questions for him, but there were none. 

The Chair thanked the Mayor for coming along and invited him to stay for the rest of the meeting.

DEPUTATION FROM ESPOPF
John Taylor, a Committee Member of Eastleigh Southern Parishes Older Persons Forum spoke on behalf of ESPOPF, asking for the Parish Council to use its influence with Eastleigh Borough Council to ensure that they continue issuing Travel Tokens to those who prefer them to a Bus Pass, until a scheme preferable to Token Users can be introduced.

He asked Councillors to consider how their personal positions with regards to transportation might change in future should they have to rely on public transport and should they have mobility problems. There are limited options:

1. Bus Passes, Train passes, 

2. Dial a ride, Hospital Car Service, Hospital Taxi Service, Voluntary Car Schemes 

3. Taxi Services

Buses and trains are not always practical for those with walking difficulties or in wheelchairs and also may cause further problems if the set down point is not close to the final destination.

*Dial a Ride will take you anywhere except hospitals or day centres. Bookings must be made 3 days in advance and is operation for limited hours during the day.

*Hospital Car service is similar to dial a ride but you need a medical referral.

* Hospital Taxi Service to listed clinics and hospitals at a discount of approx 50% operates Monday to Friday and needs 2 days notice. 

Taxi Services offer an immediate service to anywhere in the area, but are very costly.

The Travel tokens currently in use give financial aid towards the cost of the alternative options. Once withdrawn there will be no financial aide from the Borough. This discriminates against people that are unable to use the buss/train pass system. This is not fair. 

Mr Taylor finished by thanking Councillors for listening and asked that Councillors support the ESPOPF petition and make a direct representation themselves.

Judith Cam, another ESPOPF member stated that the lack of democracy in the borough is worrying, as many people do not want to lose the tokens but they are being disregarded. It is the flexibility of the tokens that is important to many and without them many people particularly the disabled will suffer.

Cllr Parker stated that he felt travel tokens are vital. 

It was suggested that Tokens be an Agenda item for the next meeting. 

Cllr McNulty stated that he will speak to Councillor House on behalf of ESPOPF.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr McNulty reported that the owner of Cavalaire, Grange Rd, had met with Nick Tustian EBC in a bid to resolve the issues with the planning application for the property. However procedures have been followed and it is unlikely anything will change.

Cllr McNulty handed out details of his survey results to fellow Councillors and explained that negotiations between EBC and the Netley Central Sports and Social Club are continuing. Both the Club car park and New Rd car parks have been monitored over an 8 day period and on only one occasion there were more cars than spaces available in the New Road Car Park. As negotiations continue it is probable that EBC will opt for some spaces rather than the whole car park to keep within the £500 budgeted for this purpose.

The Chair read from the email from Martin Coulson (Local Area Co-ordinator) and explained the location of Netley Common in relation to Hound Parish. After short discussion it was proposed, seconded and agreed that an email be sent to support in principle Netley Common becoming a local nature reserve.

1) Provision of Suitable Premises for Parish Council meetings. Cllr Parker.
Cllr Parker stated that the temperature at the last Parish Council meeting was so low that it had made him feel ill and that the ongoing problems with heating at both halls must be resolved.

The Chair stated that a specialist with unbiased views on the parish councils requirements should be sought and asked Borough Councillors if they knew if EBC have such a person.

The Clerk was asked to prepare a cost of maintenance for the last year to give comparisons to costs of new heating systems. Cllr McNulty stated he would look into options and report back. 

2) Standing Orders 1. (c). Cllr Parker 
Cllr Parker asked if the Council should be resolving to invite guests to Council meetings as in Standing order 1c. The Chair answered that this is not always necessary and not practical as dates are usually arranged by the Clerk. It was pointed out that ESPOPF members would have addressed Council within public question time if they had not been invited to come early, thus delaying the start of Agenda items.

It was reported that the Abbey Hall lights on the outside of the building were on at 3pm that afternoon and the Deputy Clerk was asked to look into this.

It was reported that there is graffiti on the dog waste bin at Station Rd Rec, the Deputy Clerk will report this to the groundsmen.

It was reported that the amount of dog fouling on the recreation grounds and generally around the village is increasing. Councillors asked for more prominent signs to be displayed. The Deputy Clerk will contact the EBC Dog Warden about this.
