Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Monday 26 November 2007 at Abbey Hall
PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs Mrs Crotty, Jackson, James, McNulty, Parker & West.  Also present: Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
No members of the public were present.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllrs Airey and McNulty were not present at the meeting and had not provided written reports.  A number of queries were raised regarding the recent refuse collection dispute at EBC and Councillors wished to note their disappointment that their questions could not be received.  An incident had arisen where the contents of refuse bins had been tipped on to Butlocks Heath recreation ground, which had been cleared by an unknown person on a Saturday and Hound Parish Council’s Grounds staff had removed further debris on a Monday morning.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
As no Borough Councillors were present, no questions could be raised.

183. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Airey and McNulty who were attending another meeting, Cllr Mrs Queen who was unwell and Cllr Mrs Draper who had recently given birth to a baby boy.  

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

184. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Cllr Mrs Crotty declared her interest in item 190, as her son co-owns an electrical company.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s94)

185. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 5 NOVEMBER 2007 
Cllr Palframan itemised the minutes for accuracy.  Cllr Parker noted that his name had been omitted as being present at the meeting.

(165) Hampshire Minerals & Waste Development Framework (HMWDF) – this issue was discussed under item 166 Matters Arising.

(169) Planning Applications – Cllr Parker wished for it to be noted that the vote was not unanimously in favour of objecting to the planning application, as he did not support the vote.

(172) Station Road Changing Rooms Project – although it had been resolved to discuss this issue under Confidential Matters, this was not discussed due to lack of time.

(175) Butlocks Heath Village Green application – Cllr Parker wished to have it noted that he objected to the resolution.

(178) Project Monitoring Document (PMD) – it had been agreed to add the Old Netley Pavilion project to the next version of the PMD.

(179)(iii) Station Road Pavilion - although it had been resolved to discuss this issue under Confidential Matters, this was not discussed due to lack of time.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes of the meeting held on 5 November 2007, together with the above amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 5 November 2007, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.
(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

186. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING (FOR INFORMATION ONLY UNLESS ITEM IS ADVERTISED ON AGENDA FOR MEETING)
(6 November 2006) (157)(10) Disposal of the Reading Rooms – The Parish Clerk advised that she and the Deputy Parish Clerk had met with Mr Daniells, Hound Parish Council’s surveyor on 23 November 2007 and that Mr Daniells had provided a letter as a resume of the meeting.  This letter would be referred as an agenda item to the next Council meeting to be held on 17 December 2007 and copied to all Councillors.  

(24 January 2007) (210)(ii) Netley Youth Club – a response had not been received from Netley Youth Club and the Parish Clerk was asked to include this issue as an agenda item for the meeting to be held on 17 December 2007.

(2 April 2007) (279)(2) Closure of St Mary the Virgin churchyard – A letter had been received from The Privy Council Office advising that representation had been made to HM The Queen that burials should be discontinued forthwith, excepting that ‘in any earthen grave in the churchyard, the burial may be allowed of the body of any member of the family of the person or persons previously buried in that grave, but no part of the coffin containing the body shall be at a depth less than one metre below the level of the surface of the ground adjoining the grave.’  Copies of the required notices had been sent to the churchwarden for display inside the church and on the noticeboard outside the Burial Ground.

(2 April 2007) (279)(8) Burial Ground Garage – the quotation from John Willis had been accepted, but a start date was not known at present, due to Mr Willis’ imminent admission to hospital.

(3 September 2007) (95) Southern Water Pipeline – The Chair and the Parish Clerk had met with representatives of Southern Water on 6 November 2007.  A letter had since been received, which highlighted the discussion which took place regarding Southern Water’s suggestion to use part of Castle recreation ground for a temporary site compound.  The company will investigate the alternative sites suggested by the Chair, at the former Springwell School site and the area adjacent to the car park near Weston Sailing Club.  Construction of the pipeline is anticipated to commence in 2009 and Southern Water would provide updated information as matters progress.

(5 November 2007) (167) Fire Risk Assessments – the Parish Clerk advised that the assessments had not been completed for all premises, but a copy of the same would be provided for all Councillors when finished.

(5 November 2007) (170)(4) War Memorial – A response had been received from the conservator, stressing that the lead letters on the memorial are delicate and that it would be better to have the memorial cleaned by the company every four or five years.  This item could be included in the Project Monitoring Document (PMD).  Inspection and weeding of the plinth by Hound Parish Council’s Grounds staff would also be included in the PMD.

(5 November 2007) (170)(5) Marking out of burial plots – the Grounds staff have started to use spray paint to mark out graves and photographs are taken as evidence.

(5 November 2007) (170)(10) Burial Ground cover – this had been purchased, but on delivery it was found to be unsuitable for use with re-opened graves and had been returned to the manufacturer.

187. RECEIVE AMENDED STANDING ORDERS TO REFLECT AMENDMENTS MADE AT COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 5 NOVEMBER 2007
Councillors had received a copy of the amended extract of Standing Orders, showing items 1.(h) and 24.(e), in advance of the meeting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the amended Standing Orders.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders are adopted to include items 1.(h) and 24.(e).

188. RECEIVE AMENDED FINANCIAL REGULATIONS TO REFLECT AMENDMENTS MADE AT COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 5 NOVEMBER 2007
Councillors had received a copy of the amended extract of Financial Regulations, showing item 10.6, in advance of the meeting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the amended Financial Regulations.

RESOLVED: That Financial Regulations are adopted to include item 10.6.

189. RECEIVE INFORMATION REGARDING THE ADVERTISING OF THE VACANCY FOR A PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR BUTLOCKS HEATH WARD, FOLLOWING THE RESIGNATION OF ONE COUNCILLOR
An e-mail had been received from EBC Democratic Services to advise that the Returning Officer did not receive a letter from ten electors requesting an election for the casual vacancy for Butlocks Heath ward as of 4.30pm on 23 November 2007.  It was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of the vacancy being advertised to be filled by co-option.

RESOLVED: That the casual vacancy for the Butlocks Heath ward is advertised to be filled by co-option.

Cllr Palframan highlighted that the account for Any Hours Ltd was for the Priory Road allotment site project, which was to be funded from Developers' Contributions and reimbursement from the LAC had already been received.  An enquiry was received regarding the Abbey Hall fire alarm service, which the Parish Clerk noted was for a routine service.  However, problems had been experienced with the fire alarm being inadvertently activated and that this would result in the Caretaker being called out.  The Parish Clerk was asked to enquire with the Caretaker if it would be feasible to provide hirers with a key to the alarm box, to avoid unnecessary call-out.

It was also noted that not all of the Abbey Hall car park lights were working and that the electricity consumption had reduced whilst they were all out of action until recently.  The Parish Clerk was asked to seek professional advice as to a potentially more cost effective option.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 section 151)

191. APPOINT A COUNCILLOR TO THE FINANCE WORKING PARTY
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of offering the appointment to one of the new Councillors when co-opted.

RESOLVED: That appointment to the Finance Working Party is offered to one of the new Councillors when co-opted.

192. APPOINT A COUNCILLOR TO THE PERSONNEL WORKING PARTY
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of offering the appointment to one of the new Councillors when co-opted.

RESOLVED: That appointment to the Personnel Working Party is offered to one of the new Councillors when co-opted.

193. APPOINT A COUNCILLOR TO THE BURIAL GROUND WORKING PARTY
Cllr Jackson agreed to serve on the Burial Ground Working Party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Jackson being appointed to the Burial Ground Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Jackson is appointed to the Burial Ground Working Party.

194. RECEIVE NALC CHIEF EXECUTIVE BRIEFING TO THE NATIONAL COUNCIL ‘DEVELOPMENT OF THE SECTOR’ SEPTEMBER 2007 (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 5 NOVEMBER 2007)
Cllr Palframan outlined the report from the NALC Chief Executive, which focused on changes anticipated by the Local Government Bill, which will come into effect in April 2008.  Details have not been finalised, but it is anticipated this will introduce the ‘power of well-being’ and affect the use of S137 as a source of funding for community grants.  In addition, there are likely changes to the Quality Parish Status (QPS), which may become statutory.  The ‘power of well-being’ could give greater powers to parish & town councils, but there could also be greater financial obligations and sources of funding are unclear.  The information provided by NALC was noted and further details awaited.

195. RECEIVE PARISH CLERK’S REPORT RE: PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN
A copy of the Parish Clerk’s report had been provided to all Councillors prior to the meeting and the three recommendations were discussed.  It was noted that an emergency plan would need to be a living document which should be regularly reviewed.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting recommendation 1 to create an emergency plan.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council agrees to the creation of an Emergency Plan.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting recommendation 2, that an article is included in the ‘Newshound’ newsletter, to seek practical resources from residents and businesses, should an emergency situation arise.

RESOLVED: That an article is included in the ‘Newshound’ newsletter, to seek practical resources from residents and businesses, should an emergency situation arise.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting recommendation 3, that the draft Emergency Plan is referred to HCC Emergency Planning for approval.

RESOLVED: That the draft Emergency Plan is referred to HCC Emergency Planning for approval.

196. RECEIVE INFORMATION RE: EBC AUDIT OF OPEN SPACES AND RECREATION GROUNDS
Cllr Palframan read from the e-mailed information received from the LAC, offering an audit of Hound Parish Council’s open spaces, regarding the need for improvements.  It was not clear whether the LAC would contribute towards or cover the cost of the same.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of seeking clarification of the terms of reference of the audit and if the LAC would pay for this service.

RESOLVED: That clarification is sought as to the terms of reference of the audit and whether the LAC would pay for this service.

197. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM PAUL MCLEOD AREA YOUTH WORKER HCC FOR SUPPORT TO RE-OPEN THE HYPE YOUTH FACILITY ON FRIDAY EVENINGS
Cllr Palframan read from the e-mailed letter received from Paul McLeod, which asked for financial assistance to re-open The HYPE youth facility on Friday evenings.  It was estimated that the total cost would be some £10,450.00 pa and a request was made for a contribution of £2625.00 pa per partner organisation.  The Parish Clerk advised that £1807.00 was earmarked in reserves for youth provision and that depending on when it was proposed to re-open the facility, this sum could be used to support Hound Parish Council’s contribution.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of inviting Paul McLeod to attend a meeting in the near future to speak about this issue, before a decision was made.

RESOLVED: That Paul McLeod is invited to attend a Council meeting in the near future to speak about the re-opening of The HYPE on Friday evenings.

198. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM WALKING DISTANCE FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO PRODUCE THE HAMBLE VALLEY GUIDE 2008
Councillors had been given a copy of the amended plan for inclusion in the new edition of the Hamble Valley guide, however it was noted that there were still a number of errors which needed correcting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of not making a contribution towards the guide until the errors were rectified.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council does not contribute towards the Hamble Valley Guide 2008 until the errors on the map are rectified.

199. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM VITALISE FOR WAIVER OF ABBEY HALL HIRE FEE 
Cllr Palframan read from the letter received from the Southern Regional Fundraising Manager for Vitalise, which requested for the Abbey Hall hire fee of £45.00 to be waived for the charity concert to be held on 15 December 2007.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the hire fee being paid in the first instance, after which consideration would be given to reimbursing Vitalise for the same amount, after enquiries had been made regarding this arrangement, under either S137 of the Local Government Act 1972 or S19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976.

RESOLVED: That the Abbey Hall hire fee is paid by Vitalise and consideration is given to reimbursing Vitalise for the same amount, after enquiries have been made regarding this arrangement, under either S137 of the Local Government Act 1972 or S19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976.

200. RECEIVE REQUEST FOR DONATION FROM BURSLEDON & OLD NETLEY COMMUNITY BUS
A request was received from Bursledon & Old Netley Community Bus service for a donation towards the cost of the organisation’s Christmas party for senior citizens.  It was noted that the donation could be made under s106A of the Local Government & Rating Act 1997.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of making a donation of £50.00.

RESOLVED: That a donation of £50.00 is made to the Bursledon & Old Netley Community Bus service.

(Power used: Section 106A Local Government & Rating Act 1997)

201. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM PRIORY ROAD ALLOTMENT SITE HOLDER TO ERECT CHICKEN HOUSE/RUN
Cllr Palframan read from the letter requesting permission to erect a chicken house/run at Priory Road, as required in the allotment site rules.  Discussion followed and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of granting permission for a construction suitable for four chickens, on condition that no cockerels were included.

RESOLVED: That permission is given to erect a chicken house/run suitable for four chickens, but that no cockerels are included.

202. DISCUSS CHRISTMAS LIGHTS COMPETITION 2007
An article had been included in the December edition of the ‘Newshound’ newsletter, that Councillors would start judging the displays in the Parish week commencing 17 December 2007.  The results would then be referred to the meeting to be held on Monday 7 January 2008 and certificates would be awarded to the residents who had provided the most outstanding Christmas lights outside their homes.  Cllr Palframan agreed to judge the Ingleside area and Cllrs Mrs Crotty & Parker would look at the Old Netley displays.  Cllr Mrs Crotty also agreed to judge the displays in Netley Abbey with Cllr James and Cllr West volunteered to look at Butlocks Heath.  Councillors were asked to make their submissions to the Deputy Parish Clerk in time for the certificates to be signed at the meeting to be held on 7 January 2008.

203. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM THE MAYOR OF EASTLEIGH TO ATTEND A MEETING OF HOUND PARISH COUNCIL IN 2008
The Mayor of Eastleigh, Cllr Roger Smith had expressed a wish to visit all of the parish and town councils in Eastleigh during his term of office and the Mayor’s Assistant had asked for dates of Hound Parish Council’s meetings.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of inviting the Mayor of Eastleigh to attend a meeting on the New Year.

RESOLVED: That The Mayor of Eastleigh Cllr Roger Smith be invited to attend a Hound Parish Council meeting in the New Year.

204. RECEIVE HAMPSHIRE ASSOCIATION OF LOCAL COUNCIL (HALC) ADVICE RE: SOUTHAMPTON UNIVERSITY HOSPITAL FOUNDATION TRUST
Cllr Palframan read from the Hampshire Association of Local Councils (HALC) Friday Update inviting member councils to participate in the hospital’s consultation prior to its application to become a foundation trust.  Due to the complex nature of the demarcation of hospital trust boundaries, it was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of Hound Parish Council not participating in this consultation process.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council does not participate in the Southampton University Hospital Foundation Trust consultation process.
205. RECEIVE LETTER FROM HAMBLE-LE-RICE PARISH COUNCIL RE: SUGGESTED PARISH BOUNDARY CHANGES
Discussion took place regarding Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council’s request for its Chair to make a presentation to Hound Parish Council regarding rearranging the boundaries for Bursledon, Hamble-le-Rice and Hound, particularly the area around Hamble Community Sports College, Mercury Marina and Wessex Manor.  It was noted that a presentation had already been made to Bursledon Parish Council by the Chair of Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council, before the approach to Hound Parish Council.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of writing to Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council to advise that Hound Parish Council has no intention to enter into negotiations with Hamble-le-Rice and Bursledon Parish Councils to alter the parish boundaries and that the status quo should be maintained.

RESOLVED: That a letter is sent to Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council to advise that Hound Parish Council has no intention to enter into negotiations with Hamble-le-Rice and Bursledon Parish Councils to alter the parish boundaries and that the status quo should be maintained.

206. DISCUSS HAMPSHIRE MINERALS & WASTE DEVELOPMENT PLAN – GRAVEL EXTRACTION

Cllr James had produced a précis of the consultation document provided by HCC and this was referred to in conjunction with the Parish Clerk’s resume of the workshop event held at Wildern School on 19 November 2007.  It was noted that no decisions would be made regarding the five identified sites in southern Hampshire at this stage.  Pickwell Farm, Old Netley and Hamble Airfield were included in the consultation document.  The Parish Clerk was asked to respond to the consultation document on behalf of Hound Parish Council.  After lengthy discussion about how Hound Parish Council could raise awareness of this issue, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the consultation response form supplied by HCC to be reproduced, with a covering letter and distributed to homes within Butlocks Heath, Old Netley and some roads in Ingleside.  Councillors offered to help photocopy the response forms, which would then be distributed by Hound Parish Council’s Grounds staff.  It was noted that the LAC would be holding a special meeting to discuss this issue on Tuesday 4 December 2007 at Hamble Community Sports College, commencing at 6.00pm.

RESOLVED: That the consultation response form supplied by HCC is to be reproduced, with a covering letter and distributed to homes within Butlocks Heath, Old Netley and some roads in Ingleside.  

207. DISCUSS PROPOSED CLOSURE OF POST OFFICES
Concern was raised that people signing petitions may have been misled into believing that their support would help prevent local post offices being closed, as the only method accepted by the Post Office would be by letter.  A copy of Hound Parish Council’s letter of objection had been distributed to all Councillors prior to the meeting, for information.  It was also noted that there would be no public consultation during the ‘purdah’ period of local elections, which would take place between 7 April and 2 May 2008.  A letter acknowledging Hound Parish Council’s copy response to Postwatch (The Consumer Council for Postal Services) had been received, which reiterated that this organisation ‘does not have the power to overturn Post Office Limited’s final decision on any closure or outreach.’

208. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
No resolutions were received.

209. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Cllr James commented that the Abbey Hall barrier had been re-installed, but required more concrete to make the posts secure.  

(ii) Cllr James also commented about a recent enforcement issue.  The Parish Clerk advised this had been included in the enforcement list to be presented under Confidential Matters.

(iii) Cllr Mrs Crotty enquired if it would be possible to request double yellow lines to be painted at the base of Seaview Estate.  The Parish Clerk was asked to approach Cllr Airey to request that this issue be raised with EBC.

(iv) Cllr West advised that a recent article in the Daily Echo reported on an incident where a junior football team using Butlocks Heath recreation ground had been fined £100.00 due to poor behaviour by parents and asked that this issue be included in the agenda for the meeting to be held on 17 December 2007.

210. CONFIDENTIAL MATTERS 

(In view of the confidential/special nature of the business about to be transacted, it is in the public interest that the public and press be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw)
(i) Receive resolution to exclude members of the public and press from Confidential Matters to be discussed

Cllr Palframan read from the advice provided from SLCC as a result of the Assistant Parish Clerk’s feedback from her CiLCA submission.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the public and press being excluded from Confidential Matters to be discussed.

RESOLVED: That the public and press be excluded from Confidential Matters to be discussed.

(Power used: Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 ss(2))

(ii) Receive and sign Confidential minutes of meeting held on 5 November 2007

Cllr Palframan itemised the Confidential minutes for accuracy.  It was noted that the date of the meeting should read 5 November 2007.  Cllr Parker again noted that his name had been omitted as being present at the meeting.  

It was also noted that item 172 (Station Road Pavilion) was not discussed due to lack of time and that under item (181)(iv), no Enforcement List was received.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Confidential minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the Confidential minutes of the meeting held on 5 November 2007, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

(iii) Matters arising from previous Confidential minutes

(181)(iii) Station Road Pavilion – the issues regarding Station Road Recreation Ground Pavilion would be discussed at the Station Road Working Party meeting to be held on 3 December 2007.

(iv) Receive updated information re: Burial Ground reservation issue

Cllr Palframan read from the letter received from the solicitor, advising that his client would be happy to accept the offer of a refund.  This was subject to receipt of confirmation of from the other interested party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour refunding the fee and a letter of confirmation from the other interested party.

RESOLVED: That the offered amount is refunded and confirmation is sought from the other interested party confirming that this situation is satisfactory.

(v) Receive notes of Personnel Working Party meeting held on 7 November 2007

Cllr Palframan invited Cllr West as Personnel Working Party Chair to guide Councillors through the recommendations of the Personnel Working Party meeting held on 7 November 2007.

(Cllr Palframan left the meeting.)

Recommendation 1: That the revised and reviewed Lone Worker Policy be accepted.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Lone Worker Policy.

RESOLVED: That the revised and reviewed Lone Worker Policy be accepted.  

(Cllr Palframan rejoined the meeting.)
