Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 28 January 2008 at Abbey Hall
PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs Mrs Crotty, Jackson, James, Parker & West.  Also present: twelve members of the public, PCSO Donna Kay and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
Mrs Sharp, representing the parents of children attending the Station Road Recreation Ground Pavilion Pre-school, spoke about Hound Parish Council’s decision to close the pavilion building and the impact envisaged for the Pre-school.  A query was raised why the building was allowed to deteriorate to require a minimum of £16,000.00 to be spent to bring the building to acceptable standards.  The Chair explained the background to the decision to close the building and that the original consultation invited the Pre-school to join in a project to replace all of the buildings located at Station Road recreation ground.

Mrs Sharp raised concerns on behalf of the parents that relocating to Abbey Hall would be unsuitable for the Pre-school, as only seven sessions would be available.  It was noted by the Chair that it may be possible for the Pre-school to re-locate to the Netley Abbey infant school, which would be a decision for the Headteacher, the Board of Governors and HCC.  

A query was raised whether Hound Parish Council would permit parents to conduct the works required, the Chair responded by advising that a surveyor’s report had been commissioned in 2007, a copy of which had been sent to the Pre-school Supervisor.  It would not be possible to guarantee that any work conducted to make the minimum improvements would extend the life of the pavilion.

The Chair also referred to the deeds for Station Road recreation ground, which state the area must be for the enjoyment of all parishioners and was for the use of sport.  Although the Pre-school has been in situ at the pavilion for many years, it could be argued that this was contrary to the legal document in place.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Neither of the Borough Councillors was present at the meeting and a written report had not been submitted in advance.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
As a Borough Report had not been received, no questions were raised.

Enquiries were raised regarding the electricity accounts for Abbey Hall and Old Netley pavilion. The Parish Clerk and Cllr James had met with Annette MacNamara EBC, Sgt Golding and PC Kat Smith to conduct an environmental assessment of the Queens View and Station Road recreation ground area, in preparation for the proposed Crime Reduction Environment Days (CRED) to be held on 29 February and 1 March 2008. Cllr Parker spoke about the current condition of Priors Hill Copse and the future management, the Parish Clerk advised she had recently met with a representative of the Hampshire & Isle of Wight Wildlife Trust, who anticipated drawing up a replacement management plan in the near future, for subsequent referral to Council.

(iv) Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: Hound Market.  Cllr Parker had made enquiries regarding booking Abbey Hall for the Hound Market and would confirm the date in due course.
