Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 31 March 2008 at Hound Parish Hall
PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, Jackson, McNulty, Palframan (Vice-Chair), Parker & Mrs Wyse.  Also present: Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk and three members of the public.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
No questions were received from the public.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Airey opened his report with information that PS Mel Golding would be moving from Hedge End Police Station on 11 April 2008, to the Custody Centre at Lyndhurst and would be replaced by PS Mark O’Hanlon, from Basingstoke Neighbourhood Team.  Inspector Shona Hood would also be leaving Hedge End on promotion and be replaced by Inspector Patrick Holdaway from the Community Safety Team in Winchester.  

The internal audit team at EBC will work in partnership with Gosport Borough Council with effect from 1 April 2008 and Graham Sparks would be retiring after many years service.  The new Chief Internal Auditor will be Chris Davis from Gosport Borough Council.

Wendy Tuppenney LAC Co-ordinator for Bursledon, Hamble-le-Rice & Hound had retired after many years service to the community on 31 March 2008 and her retirement lunch was attended by Cllr Airey and the Parish Clerk.  A card had been sent to Wendy to thank her for her valuable contribution to the three parishes.  Richard Baker the Conservation Architect at EBC was also retiring.

Another partnership arrangement but with SCC, follows the retirement of Geoff Walker EBC Building Control unit leader.  

The concessionary travel pass scheme is due to start on 1 April 2008, but there have been some difficulties experienced with the distribution of bus passes.  However bus companies have agreed to accept the current Hampshire bus passes until 30 April 2008, until new smart card type passes have been issued.

Cllr Airey concluded his report by commenting on the First bus service 15 and the no: 16 service, which will revert to its traditional route to access Tesco Bursledon Towers, with effect from 27 April 2008.

In addition, Cllr McNulty commented that he had met with the owner of ‘Cavalaire’ and confirmed that the enforcement appeal process would be followed through.

The Chair thanked Cllrs Airey and McNulty for the information provided and invited questions from the issues raised.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
Cllr Jackson noted that a questionnaire survey had been conducted at Blackthorns health centre earlier in the day and Cllr Airey advised that this was in connection with the turning circle issue and had been conducted by EBC officers.

Cllr Parker queried the new partnership working arrangements with both Gosport Borough Council and SCC and the wider implications of this situation.  Cllr Airey advised that this was in line with central government policy and was due in part to the difficulties experienced in recruiting staff.  There are advantages to make best use of the similarities between the partner councils, but there were no plans for the local authorities to merge.

313. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Mrs Draper and West, due to domestic circumstances.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

314. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Declarations of Interest were received from the Chair in item 318 Accounts as her nephew co-owns SCE Ltd and Cllr Airey in item 324 Station Road recreation ground, as he is Chair of the LAC and item 328 as the applicant is a known to him personally.  Cllr Mrs Wyse also declared her interest in item 328, as she is an allotment holder at Priory Road allotment site. 

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s94)

315. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 10 MARCH 2008 
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy and a number of observations were made.

(298) Matters Arising – Cllr James’ observation that although the agenda for the meeting had been hand delivered on the Wednesday preceding the meeting, insufficient time had been for Councillors to consider the items to be discussed, should be included in the narrative.

(301) Cllr Mrs Crotty’s resignation – it was noted that the resolution should read ‘the vacancy to be filled by election.

(308) Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party – the resolution should be re-worded to ‘the Assistant Parish Clerk contacts Michael Weakley’.

(309) Councillors’ Resolutions – the resolution should be re-worded to read ‘ That the planning application submitted to EBC for the proposed addition to the Station Road changing rooms project is withdrawn’.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 10 March 2008, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

316. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING (FOR INFORMATION ONLY UNLESS ITEM IS ADVERTISED ON AGENDA FOR MEETING)
Cllr Parker vigorously voiced his view that Councillors had insufficient opportunity to raise enquiries regarding the progress of ongoing issues at Council meetings.  Cllr Parker had requested by e-mail to the Parish Clerk that eighteen issues be included in the agenda for discussion, to which she had replied by e-mail as to how these items would be reported, other than by agenda item.  The Parish Clerk reiterated that issues can be raised under Matters Arising or the Project Monitoring Document for progress, but that issues may not be voted upon and resolutions made, due to not being advertised on the agenda.  The Chair also explained there had been extenuating circumstances which had recently prevailed in the Parish Office, which would hopefully soon be remedied.  

(160) (15 October 2007) Abbey Hall outside lights – Cllr Parker had received the paperwork as requested for this issue and the Parish Clerk explained that the option costing £625.00 had not been selected, as the Chair, Vice-Chair and the Parish Clerk had agreed that the vandal resistant option costing £1080.00 represented better value for money.

(164) (27 November 2007) Netley Court School – the Parish Clerk confirmed no further information had been received since the previous meeting.

(209) (26 November 2007) Abbey Hall barrier – the barrier had been removed after the second recent incident of damage and reinstatement was anticipated week commencing 31 March 2008 

(222) Disabled access at Beach Lane – Hampshire Highways had advised that a scheme would be created and sent to the Parish Office as soon as practicable, after highways obligations had been fulfilled.

(236) (21 January 2008) Insurance cover for Councillors – Fidelity Insurance and Personal Accident cover is already in place.

(243) (7 January 2008) Priors Hill Copse – the Parish Clerk advised that the new management plan has been received from Hampshire & Isle of Wight Wildlife Trust and she would report to a Council meeting in the future regarding further progress.

(246) (28 January 2008) Council vehicle – this issue would be referred to the next Finance Working Party meeting.

(259) (28 January 2008) Skateramp at Butlocks Heath recreation ground – this would be referred to the next Developers' Contributions Working Party meeting.

(262) (28 January 2008) The Hard – this issue would be referred to the next Developers' Contributions Working Party meeting.

(291) (18 February 2008) Benches – Painting of the old seats is underway and Cllr Parker’s report on replacement seating would be referred to the next Developers' Contributions Working Party.

(310) (10 March 2008) Playground maintenance – the Parish Clerk had arranged a meeting with a representative of a playground supplier company to discuss the possibility of a maintenance contract.

317. RECEIVE CLLR JAMES’ RESIGNATION 
Cllr James had tendered his resignation in writing, following his verbal resignation at the meeting held on 10 March 2008.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Cllr James’ resignation, writing a letter of thanks for his past service and to advertise the vacancy to be filled by election.

RESOLVED: That Cllr James’ resignation be accepted, a letter of thanks be sent for his past service and to advertise the vacancy by election.

319. APPOINT TWO MEMBERS TO PLANNING COMMITTEE
Cllr Mrs Wyse volunteered to become a member of the Planning Committee. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Mrs Wyse being appointed to the Planning Committee.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Wyse is appointed to the Planning Committee.

320. APPOINT ONE MEMBER TO PERSONNEL WORKING PARTY
No Councillors volunteered to become a member of the Personnel Working Party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of offering the vacancy to a new Councillor in the future.

RESOLVED: That membership of the Personnel Working Party is offered to a new Councillor in the future.

321. APPOINT TWO MEMBERS TO STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND WORKING PARTY
Cllrs McNulty and Mrs Wyse volunteered to become members of the Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllrs McNulty and Mrs Wyse being appointed to the Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs McNulty and Mrs Wyse are appointed to the Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party.

322. APPOINT ONE MEMBER TO BURIAL GROUND WORKING PARTY
Cllr Parker volunteered to become a member of the Burial Ground Working Party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Parker being appointed to the Burial Ground Working Party.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Parker is appointed to the Burial Ground Working Party.

323. APPROVE RESOLUTION FOR CLLR MRS WYSE TO ACT AS SIGNATORY TO HOUND PARISH COUNCIL’S FINANCIAL ACCOUNTS (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 18 FEBRUARY 2008)
The Parish Clerk advised that although Cllr Mrs Wyse had agreed to become a signatory to Hound Parish Council’s financial accounts at the meeting held on 18 February 2008, the resolution to this effect had been omitted from the minutes and this issue had been referred to Council to rectify this point of accuracy.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Cllr Mrs Wyse as a signatory to Hound Parish Council’s financial accounts.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Wyse becomes a signatory to Hound Parish Council’s accounts.

324. RECEIVE NOTES OF STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD ON 26 MARCH 2008
Recommendation: That the Station Road Changing Room project is postponed whilst funding is applied for, with a view to starting as soon as possible after receiving replies from all grants applied for, subject to Michael Weakley negotiating for price to be held by the builder for six months.  

In Cllr West’s absence, Cllr McNulty commented on the recommendation made.  A letter had since been received from Mr Weakley advising that the contractor would attempt to maintain the tender figure for the next six months but this was dependent on whether increases from the company’s sub-contractors were imposed.

Discussion followed whether it would be possible for Hound Parish Council to seek an alternative contractor if the prices were not guaranteed.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of a letter being sent to Mr Weakley, regarding the lack of information received for grant funding applications, the possibility of the cost of the project increasing and that if the tender price cannot be guaranteed, that Hound Parish Council will investigate the possibility of seeking an alternative contractor who could build the project for the tender price quoted.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of making further application to the Local Area Committee in respect of the projected shortfall of £40,000.00 for the project.  Cllr Airey declared his interest as Chair of the LAC and abstained from the vote.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllrs Palframan and McNulty, together with the Parish Clerk, meetings with the football clubs to expand the information received in respect of development plans, to be sent with the grant funding applications and also with Mr Weakley to discuss the way forward for the project.

RESOLVED: That a letter is sent to Mr Weakley regarding the lack of information received for grant funding applications, the possibility of the cost of the project increasing and that if the tender price cannot be guaranteed, that Hound Parish Council will investigate the possibility of seeking an alternative contractor who could build the project for the tender price quoted.  The letter to also arrange a date for a Cllrs Palframan and McNulty, together with the Parish Clerk to meet to discuss the way forward for the project.
RESOLVED: That a further application to the LAC is made to request additional funding for the project, to make up the projected shortfall of £40,000.00.

325. RECEIVE UPDATED INFORMATION RE: PARISH OFFICE FIRE RISK ASSESSMENT
Further information had been sought from Griffin Fire and All Fire Matters, the companies providing fire extinguishers and fire risk assessments to Hound Parish Council and it was noted that there is adequate extinguisher provision in the Parish Office.  It was suggested however that a stand for the two extinguishers to be placed in a central location at a cost of £55.40 plus VAT could be provided and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of purchasing the same.

In addition, information was received from All Fire Matters that given the low occupancy of the Parish Office and the minimum access of 750mm provided by the counter was also within the recommended access guidelines, there is no requirement to re-locate the photocopier.  It was proposed, seconded and voted in favour of the Parish Clerk obtaining advice as to how the counter could be made easier to open for access.

RESOLVED: That a stand for the Parish Office fire extinguishers is purchased at a cost of £55.40 plus VAT and that advice is sought as to how the counter at the Parish Office can be made easier to open for access.

326. RECEIVE INFORMATION AND APPROVE RENEWAL OF STATUTORY DECLARATION OF DENIAL OF RIGHT OF WAY AT KING GEORGE V PLAYING FIELD 
The Parish Clerk reported that in 2003 a Statutory Declaration was made by Hound Parish Council to prevent a right of way being claimed over King George V Playing Field and that the renewal of the same had been highlighted during a recent site visit to Priors Hill Copse with Martin Coulson EBC.  The six year period of the Statutory Declaration expires in January 2009 and there is a requirement to renew, which will be valid for ten years.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Mrs Maureen Queen as Chair of Hound Parish Council making the Statutory Declaration in the presence of Hound Parish Council’s solicitors Dutton Gregory.

RESOLVED: that Cllr Mrs Maureen Queen as Chair of Hound Parish Council makes a Statutory Declaration to prevent a right of way being claimed over King George V Playing Field.

327. RECEIVE UPDATED INFORMATION RE: DISPOSAL OF THE READING ROOMS, OLD NETLEY 
The Parish Clerk advised that she had met with Andy Grandfield EBC Development Control and Richard Huffer of Daniells Harrison and it was confirmed that there was no architectural merit to the Reading Rooms, which could prevent its redevelopment.  Highways officers have raised no objection to a proposed redevelopment for residential use, but there was an expectation that two parking spaces should be provided for a single dwelling on the site.  Alternative community uses have been explored and no response was received to Hound Parish Council’s last consultation letter in this respect.  

The issue of a right of way over the path at the right side of the Reading Rooms was highlighted to be a potential problem when marketing the site and the Parish Clerk had sent copies of the Land Registry documents and original deeds to Mr Huffer, for specialist advice as to how this issue may be feasibly overcome to enable the site to be marketed.  When further information is received, this will be referred to a Council meeting in the future.

328. RECEIVE LETTER FROM RESIDENT REQUESTING ACCESS TO PRIORY ROAD ALLOTMENT SITE
A letter was received requesting permission for scaffolding contractors to gain access to the property via Priory Road allotment site, to enable construction work to be undertaken.  A letter had already been sent to the allotment holder who would be affected by this action and no adverse response had been received.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of granting permission to the resident for this purpose.

RESOLVED: that Hound Parish Council grants permission for the residents’ scaffolding contractor to gain access via Priory Road allotment site.

329. RECEIVE LETTER FROM SOUTHERN WATER RE: OLD NETLEY PUMPING STATION
The letter received from Southern Water appeared to have crossed with that received from Dutton Gregory, Hound Parish Council’s solicitors and which requested that amended instructions be given to transfer the pumping station site at no cost to Southern Water under the 1974 property transfer order.

In view of the costs incurred some years ago, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of writing to Dutton Gregory to request an outline of the likely costs to process this transfer and to ask if it would be possible to formulate a wayleave agreement over the path to the pumping station.

RESOLVED: That a letter is sent to Hound Parish Council’s solicitors Dutton Gregory, to request the likely costs to process the transfer of the pumping station site and if it would be possible to formulate a wayleave agreement over the path to the pumping station.

330. RECEIVE UPDATE ON STATION ROAD PAVILION FIRE DAMAGE
Cllr McNulty provided a verbal report regarding the incident of fire damage which occurred at approximately midnight on Saturday 22 March 2008, during the Easter weekend.  Cllr McNulty had met with the Assistant Parish Clerk on site on 27 March 2008, with Les Batten of EBC Building Control, who advised that there may be more structural damage to the building than initially anticipated.  The Parish Clerk also advised that an e-mail had been received from the Fire Investigation Officer, changing his initial assessment that the fire was caused by an electrical fault, to a 50% attribution to an electrical fault and 50% caused by arson.  Cllr McNulty and the Parish Clerk were due to meet with the loss adjuster appointed to work on Zurich Municipal’s behalf, on Tuesday 1 April 2008, to discuss the way forward.  It was noted that there is a quantity of material stored in the loft space and that the Pre-school Supervisor should be asked to remove the same as soon as possible.

331. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
(i) Resolution from Cllr West: ‘Due to the recent decision by Hound Parish Council to extend the Station Road Recreation Ground Pre-school deadline for leaving the pavilion to December 2008, I would like to propose that a further amount of £1000.00 (maximum) is allocated to cover any work/repairs that may be required.  This should be the maximum the Council is prepared to spend and any further costs (if necessary) are paid by the Pre-school.’

After some discussion following item 330, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Cllr West’s resolution.

RESOLVED: That a further amount of £1000.00 is allocated to cover any work or repairs that may be required to Station Road recreation ground pavilion, that this should be the maximum the Council is prepared to spend and any further costs, if necessary, are paid by Station Road Recreation Ground Pre-school.

332. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS


a) Report by Cllr Parker on Rose Bowl Liaison Panel Site meeting.  Cllr Parker read from his written report regarding a site meeting held on 13 March 2008, to discuss the traffic issues envisaged when the National Twenty/20 Cricket Final is held on 26 July 2008 and a variety of music concerts to be held during the year.  Cllr Parker advised he was due to attend a meeting of the Rose bowl Liaison Panel on 3 April 2008, when further details of the coming season would be provided.


b) Hampshire Action Team meeting.  A meeting would be held on Tuesday 1 April 2008, at Hampshire House, Eastleigh, to discuss the Hampshire Waste Plan.  Cllrs Airey and Mrs Wyse agreed to attend this meeting on behalf of Hound Parish Council.


c) Annual Parish Meeting 14 April 2008.  The PCSOs, Police Sergeants and Inspectors had been approached and had agreed to participate in a brainstorming event, which was anticipated to include feedback and information regarding the future financial implications for PCSOs, together with involvement with the Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinators.  


d) Cllr Mrs Wyse noted that there was a quantity of debris on the beach adjacent to Castle recreation ground, after recent bad weather.  The Parish Clerk was asked to advise the Grounds staff to remove the same.


e) Incident at Abbey Hall 30 March 2008.  Cllr Parker requested information regarding an apparent break-in, to which the Parish Clerk responded that the Police had been informed and it would appear that the culprit had a key to access the building, but that damage had been inflicted to the two doors to rooms used by Netley Christian Fellowship.  An insurance claim would be made to recover the cost of the repairs required.

333. CONFIDENTIAL MATTERS

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of excluding members of the public and the press from Confidential Matters.
RESOLVED: That the public and press be excluded from Confidential Matters to be discussed.

(Power used: Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 ss(2))

(ii) Receive and sign Confidential minutes of meeting held on 10 March 2008  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Confidential minutes as a true record of the meeting.
RESOLVED: That the Confidential minutes of the meeting held on 10 March 2008, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

(iii) Matters arising from previous Confidential minutes  

No matters arising were received.

(iv) Receive Parish Clerk & Cllr McNulty’s report re: re-negotiation of Parish Office lease 

The Parish Clerk read from the report, which had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation to accept the Landlords’ terms of the re-negotiated lease and to engage Hound Parish Council’s solicitors to enter into the new lease.

RESOLVED: That the Landlords’ terms of the re-negotiated lease is accepted and Hound Parish Council engages its solicitors to enter into the new lease.

(v) Receive Parish Clerk’s report re: Internal Auditor and approve appointment

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of appointing a substitute Internal Auditor to fulfil this function in the interim for the remainder of the 2007 – 2008 financial year.

RESOLVED: That a substitute Internal Auditor is appointed for the remainder of the 2007 – 2008 financial year.

(vi) Receive updated information re: Netley Youth Club (referred from Council 10 March 2008)

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Hound Parish Council suspending payment of the monthly grant until the audit had been conducted.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council suspend payment of the monthly grant to Netley Youth Club until the audit had been conducted.

(vii) Receive enforcements list.
