Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 3 September 2007 at Hound Parish Hall

Present: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllr Palframan (Vice-Chair), Cllrs Airey, Mrs Crotty, Mrs Draper, Jackson, James, McNulty, Parker and West.  Also present: Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
No members of the public were present.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Airey spoke about the temporary closure of Portsmouth Road Bursledon, which will take place week commencing 22 October 2007, for drainage work to be conducted and a diversion via Hamble Lane, Windhover roundabout and Providence Hill will be created.

The LAC meeting held on 30 August 2007 included the refusal of the retrospective planning application for ‘Cavalaire’, Grange Road.  Developers' Contributions were allocated to Eastleigh & Hamble Valley Heritage Guides and towards the provision of two bus shelters and raised kerbing at Hamble Lane/Satchell Lane, at the stops located nearest to the medical centre.  A further allocation of £1700.00 was made towards the Station Road changing rooms project and £3000.00 to fund the Priory Road allotment taps project.  In addition, the LAC would meet the cost of producing School Travel Plans for Netley Junior & Infant schools.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
Cllr Airey was asked why the application for ‘Cavalaire’ was refused, this was due to the air conditioning units being of an industrial model, in addition to the dimensions of the building not being in accordance with the submitted plans.  The garage was being dealt with as a separate issue.

Cllr Airey was also asked if there was a target date for the bus shelters to be installed and this has been set for November 2007.

The Chair thanked Cllr Airey for his report.

103. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllr Williams, due to work commitments.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

The Chair proposed that item 116 be moved to the next item on the agenda, in order that Mrs Draper and Mr Jackson could participate in the proceedings of the meeting.  The proposal was seconded and voted unanimously in favour.

RESOLVED: That item 116 be moved to the next item on the agenda in order that Mrs Draper and Mr Jackson may participate in the proceedings of the meeting.

104. RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE OF TWO CANDIDATES ELECTED UNOPPOSED FOR NETLEY ABBEY WARD AND ONE CANDIDATE ELECTED UNOPPOSED FOR OLD NETLEY WARD, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ELECTION TIMETABLE AS ADVISED BY EBC
The Chair advised Members that Mrs Carolyn Draper had been elected unopposed to serve the Old Netley ward and Mr Peter (Jack) Jackson the Netley Abbey ward.  Cllrs Mrs Draper and Cllr Jackson signed their Declarations of Acceptance of Office, which were witnessed by the Parish Clerk.  Mr Tickner had offered his apologies, as he was on holiday.  

As Hound Parish Council had adopted the revised Code of Conduct, EBC Legal Services had advised that all Councillors would be required to complete and return new Register of Interests forms.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs Mrs Draper and Jackson are elected to serve as Members of Hound Parish Council for the remainder of the Council term.

105. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
No Declarations of Interest were received.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s94)

106. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 16 JULY 2007
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy.  Cllr Parker queried item 82 regarding a planning application for land at the rear of 67 Station Road, highlighting that he had himself undertaken a great deal of research into this issue prior to the meeting.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendment, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 16 July 2007, together with the amendment, be accepted.

107. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING (FOR INFORMATION ONLY UNLESS ITEM IS ADVERTISED ON AGENDA FOR MEETING)
(51) (iv) Litter bins – phase two of the litter bin installation at Butlocks Heath and Old Netley recreation grounds had been completed in July 2007.

(51) (vi) War memorial refurbishment – the war memorial had been cleaned on 9 August 2007 and the paving re-laid week commencing 20 August 2007.  An application had been made to the War Memorials Trust for financial assistance with the cost of this project, but a reply had been received advising that the application could not be considered further due to the requirement for three competitive quotations.  The War Memorials Trust also specified that work must also not be carried out in advance of the application being approved and as there had been difficulty in obtaining quotations from an approved conservator and there were time constraints to ensure the work was conducted before the end of 2007, this was not possible.  Cllr Parker had also requested that the future maintenance of the war memorial should be referred to the Burial Ground working party for consideration.

(PQT) Road markings on the slip road from Windhover roundabout to M27 – a response had been received from Keith Bignell EBC, which had been forwarded to Cllr Parker as Hound Parish Council’s HAT representative.  Cllr Parker had sent an e-mail on 6 August 2007, advising that he had conducted an informal survey on a Sunday morning between 0710 and 0800 and it appeared that all slip and access roads in the vicinity were gridlocked due to the Hamble Lane car boot sale.  Cllr Parker had made some suggestions to adjust the signage in the area to make directions more clear for visitors wishing to travel either east towards Portsmouth or west towards Bournemouth.  However, a response from EBC indicated that these suggestions and any additional road markings would not be considered appropriate at this location.  Cllr Parker asked for Mr Doe to be informed of the progress of this issue.

(279) (2) Closure of St Mary the Virgin churchyard – A letter had been received from the Ministry of Justice Coroners Unit, providing a draft of the newspaper notice advertising the closure and asking for representations to be submitted within 21 days of the date of the letter (23 July 2007).  A copy had been sent to the Chair and Vice-chair for comments, due to Hound Parish Council being in recess until 3 September 2007.

(287) Fish & chip van, The Hard, Netley Abbey - Cllr Parker had been in contact with the EBC Environmental Health, who had advised that he had received an application to trade at the site, but that the vendor had been notified that he must cease trading at this location until the consultation process was complete.  The vendor would also be required to seek consent to trade on Hound Parish Council’s property, as at 23 July 2007, the vendor continued to trade at the site.  A further e-mail had been received from Environmental Health advising that EBC has refused the applicant Street Trading Consent and as trading has continued, legal action can be taken via the magistrate’s court and a fine of up to £1000.00 could be imposed.

(17) Hound Road Barrier – A response had been received from Cllr Jacqui Rayment, Chair Hampshire Police Authority, advising that the delays in rectifying the defective rear gate have been almost entirely due to investigations into a vandal-proof installation.  Three gate and two control system changes have proved very costly, but a new gate was due to be ordered by the beginning of August 2007 and installation as soon as possible thereafter.  Cllr Rayment also advised that Hampshire Constabulary reserves the right to use Hound Road, should major delays on Hamble Lane prevent operational police staff from entering or leaving the Headquarters site.

A letter had also been received from Chris Huhne MP, advising that he had been in contact with HCC, but was unable to forward correspondence as reference had been made to a resident.  Mr Huhne wished to make Hound Parish Council aware that he had made efforts to help resolve the barrier issue.

Cllr West noted that if preventative maintenance had taken place, the current problems with the barrier could have been avoided and suggested that when the new barrier is installed, that a representative of Hound Parish Council meets with the Business Manager at the Police HQ to discuss the use of the same.  Cllr West also asked for this issue to be included in the agenda for the meeting to be held on 24 September 2007.

(44) Model Code of Conduct – EBC Legal Services had placed a joint advertisement in the local press to notify the public that Hound Parish Council and the other Eastleigh parish & town councils, with the exception of Bursledon, had adopted the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007, to include paragraph 12(2).  No charge would be made to Hound Parish Council for the advertisement.

(67) HCC Village 30 Project – letter received from HCC advising that a meeting with Parish Council representatives would be arranged in July or August 2007.  A copy of the letter was passed to Cllr Parker as Hound Parish Council’s representative to arrange a mutually convenient date to meet and discuss proposed boundaries of the new speed limit, consultation with local residents, the Traffic Regulation Order process and proposed programme for implementation in Old Netley.  Cllr Parker had subsequently been invited to attend a site meeting on 10 September 2007.

(68) The Boat House, Netley Abbey – the final report and certificate had been received from Barron & Partners Limited, regarding the foundation work conducted in 2006.

(70) (ii) Transport issues at Blackthorns medical centre, Satchell Lane – Letters of acknowledgement had been received from Chris Huhne MP and Cllr Ken Thornber, Leader of HCC, both advising that full replies would be sent in the near future.  Cllr Airey had provided a report, which advised that the LAC had supported his Members’ Motion to provide shelters for the bus stops on Hamble Lane nearest to Satchell Lane, which it was hoped would be in place before November 2007.  The problem of pedestrians finding a safe place to cross Satchell Lane and Hamble Lane was also being discussed with HCC officers.  In addition, it was thought that the provision of a turning circle for buses may be possible without the need for a compulsory purchase order, although additional funding for its construction may need to be secured.  Cllr Airey also noted that the speed limit for Satchell Lane was also under review, due to the location of Hamble Community Sports College and Blackthorns medical centre and the lack of suitable footway and crossing points.

A letter had also been received from Chris Huhne MP, noting Cllr Airey’s response and offering his assistance if the specific actions required were passed on to him.

A response had also been received from Cllr Ken Thornber, Leader of HCC, noting Cllr Parker’s report and advising that subsequent to the Inspector’s report, improved access could be possible by diverting the bus services via Satchell Lane and reducing the distance between bus stops and by providing shelters outside the surgery.  HCC’s Passenger Transport Group has been working with bus companies to achieve this and a planning application has been received from the new owner of the waste site in Satchell Lane, who has agreed to provide land to construct a turning circle.  EBC and the applicant are progressing this work, but as an alternative, EBC has considered use of Hamble Community Sports College and a more thorough investigation is underway.  Cllr Parker’s report also referred to Hound Good Neighbours transport scheme and Cllr Thornber advised that HCC makes grants to such schemes if they make a loss on their transport activities.

(70) Old Boat Compound slipways, Beach Lane – The Parish Clerk had checked the Deed of Surrender dated 1 October 2003, which stated that ‘the Landlords hereby jointly and severally covenant with the Tenant (Hound Parish Council) to indemnify the Tenant against all costs, liabilities, risks, claims, maintenance and repair, dilapidations, compensation damages and costs and responsibility for the slipways running from the demised premises to just below the high water mark.’

(Borough Councillor’s Report) Burger van at Hound Burial Ground – a letter had been received from a resident of Hound Road, detailing incidents of damage caused by vandals and which have been attributed to people patronising the burger van.  A copy of the resident’s letter had been forwarded to Cllr Airey as Chair of the LAC, the resident having sent copies to Hampshire Constabulary, EBC Environmental Health and Bursledon and Hamble-le-Rice Parish Councils.  Cllr Airey had responded to the resident, advising that LAC members were concerned about the anti social behaviour occurring in the vicinity of Hound Road, especially when the vendor had been trading outside the licensed hours.  However the Street Trading Consent was extended for a further six months, as it was felt there was insufficient clear and direct evidence the burger van was directly causing these problems.

A further copy letter had been received from a resident of Hound Close, originally addressed to Borough Councillor Cross, outlining the problems residents have recently experienced with incidents of vandalism in the vicinity of the burger van.

(71) PCSO surgery 19 June 2007 – A response hade been received from Acting Inspector Melanie Golding, advising that the failure of the PCSOs to attend the surgery was an isolated incident which occurred due to a breakdown in internal communication and assurance was given every effort would be made to ensure that this situation would not occur again. 

(76) Repairs to churchyard memorials – St Edward’s and St Mary’s Parochial church Council (PCC had reimbursed Hound Parish Council for the cost of the memorial repair work undertaken by Wessex Memorials and the queries raised by Cllr Parker at the meeting held on 16 July 2007 were in the process of being investigated.

(77) King George V Playing Fields (KGV) byelaws – a response had been received from the National Playing Fields Association (NPFA), which administers the KGV recreation grounds, advising that there are not byelaws as such for these areas, but the NPFA makes some recommendations which can be included in any local byelaws.  The review of byelaws is connected to the Clean Neighbourhoods & Environments Act 2005, for which training has been offered by HAPTC and would be obligatory for Parish & Town Council staff who would have the authority to issue Fixed Penalty Notices (FPN).

(78) Accounts – Zurich Municipal has reimbursed Hound Parish Council with a settlement of £819.56, which had taken the vandalism excess of £250.00 and VAT into account.

(83) Station Road recreation ground changing rooms project – The Parish Clerk had enquired with EBC Development Control whether a site visit for residents objecting to the planning application had been arranged.  EBC had confirmed that a site visit took place, but this did not include the residents of The Crescent.  Cllr Airey noted that the residents were concerned mostly about the hedge being cut back which had had a detrimental effect due to the close proximity of the MUGA and not the building of the new changing rooms.  The Parish Clerk was asked to arrange a mutually convenient date for a site meeting with Councillors to take place.  Cllr Parker highlighted that the hedge had regenerated and that the sides should only be cut back and the height maintained to help provide screening for local residents.

(86) Priors Hill Copse – The Parish Clerk had arranged a site visit to take place on site at 10.00am on Monday 3 September 2007, which would be attended by representatives of Hampshire & IOW Wildlife Trust, British Trust for Conservation Volunteers (BTCV), EBC Countryside & Recreation Unit and Wendy Tuppenney EBC LAC Co-ordinator.

The two full-time members of the Grounds staff had been enrolled on training courses for pesticide, chainsaw and chipper use at Sparsholt College.  One has also been approached to undertake First Aid training, to assist the current First Aider.

(93) HCC Scrutiny Review of Transport in the Community – Cllr Airey had responded to the review on behalf of Hound Parish Council, noting that methods of engaging the wider community other than older persons, more co-ordination is between modes of transport and increased information availability were all required.

(95) Sewerage line from Vosper Thorneycroft site – a response was received from HCC Rights of Way advising that the department has no knowledge of the issue and that the department would only be consulted on a planning application if right of way was involved.  HCC Rights of Way are unaware of where the line will be sited.

108. MINUTES OF SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 6 AUGUST 2007
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the same as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the Special Council meeting held on 6 August 2007 be accepted.

(100) Year End Statement of Accounts Fidelity Guarantee – the Audit Commission recommends that the level of Fidelity Guarantee should equal the reserves held by the council at the year end, plus half of the Precept.  This is a recommendation and is not mandatory and any increase in the Fidelity Guarantee would result in an increase in insurance premium payable.

113. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 28 AUGUST 2007, TOGETHER WITH CLLR PARKER’S INTERIM REPORT DATED 28 AUGUST 2007 (COPY TO ALL CLLRS 29 AUGUST 2007)
It was noted that Cllr Mrs Queen and not Cllr James who reviewed the plan for 17A St Mary’s Road.  Cllr McNulty advised that a meeting to discuss the plan for the former Boat Compound site would be held at MrTickner’s home on 19 September 2007 at 7.00pm.  Cllr Airey advised that the plans for 27 Beverley Gardens and 17A St Mary’s Road would be delegated to planning officers and not referred to the LAC.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the planning report of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the report of the Planning Committee meeting held on 28 August 2007 be accepted.

Cllr Parker’s report was received and no questions arose from the same.  Cllr West noted that the purpose of introducing the Planning Committee was to reduce the time spent at Council meetings discussing planning applications.

114. RECEIVE AMENDED PLANS FROM ARCHITECT FOR HOUND PARISH HALL DISABLED LAVATORY
The amended plans were circulated to Members at the meeting and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the revisions and for planning permission to be sought from EBC.

RESOLVED: That the amended plans for the disabled lavatory at Hound Parish Hall be accepted and that planning permission be sought from EBC.

115. RECEIVE EBC PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDERS FOR VARIOUS LOCATIONS IN NETLEY ABBEY (FOR INFORMATION ONLY, DEADLINE FOR OBSERVATIONS 3 AUGUST 2007)
The Chair guided Councillors through the proposals for Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs) for Moore Crescent, adjacent to the infant and junior schools, Station Road/Denzil Avenue junctions and on the bend at the Roman Catholic church, the loading bay outside the Parish Office, Station Road and Monks Road/Chamberlayne Road/Victoria Road.  Discussion followed regarding the loading bay in Station Road and it was felt that this area is subject to considerable congestion due to the close proximity of the bus stop outside the Aqua Rio shop, the Co-op delivery vans and brewers’ drays delivering to Netley Central Sports & Social Club.  It was noted that enforcement of the use of the proposed loading bay would be useful in reducing the current level of congestion.  The LAC are exploring the parking options available at Monks Road/Chamberlayne Road/Victoria Road and are in the process of sending out a consultation letter to residents, as there have been a number of complaints about the sight lines being obscured.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of supporting the TROs received.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council supports the TROs for various locations in Netley Abbey.

116. RECEIVE LETTER FROM EBC HEAD OF TRANSPORT & ENGINEERING RE: PROPOSED 40 MPH SPEED LIMIT IN SATCHELL LANE, HAMBLE-LE-RICE (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 16 JULY 2007)
As a consequence of the information provided by EBC at the Council meeting held on 16 July 2007, Cllr Airey had responded on behalf of Hound Parish Council and the LAC, to the proposal to reduce the speed limit in Satchell Lane.  Cllr Airey had suggested that a 30 mph speed limit would be preferable, due to the close proximity of Hamble Community Sports College and Blackthorn Surgery.  However, the reply received from EBC advised that a 30 mph speed limit would not meet the Department for Transport criteria and would not be supported by HCC or the Police.  Cllr Airey had subsequently suggested that this information be presented to Hound Parish Council and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of concurring with Cllr Airey’s view to agree with the reduction in the speed limit to 40 mph, but that a 30 mph speed limit would be preferable.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council supports the reduction in the speed limit at Satchell Lane to 40 mph, but notes that a 30 mph speed limit would be preferable.

117. RECEIVE INFORMATION RE: HCC COMMUNITY SAFETY INITIATIVE STREET LIGHTING (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 7 DECEMBER 2007)
The Chair read from the letter received from HCC, inviting bids for the installation of additional street lighting, which would attract a 50% contribution from HCC, with the remainder being met from EBC and/or Hound Parish Council in the 2008/09 financial year.  The Chair noted that the closing date for proposed installations was 7 December 2007 and Councillors were asked to pass on their suggestions to the Parish Clerk before the closing date.

Cllr Airey advised that new agreements would be introduced and new street lighting would be installed over a 25 year period, to improve the efficiency of this provision and become part of a Private Finance Initiative (PFI).

118. RECEIVE PROJECT MONITORING DOCUMENT
The Chair asked for comments regarding the Project Monitoring Document and it was noted that the Boat House inspection was due to take place in September 2007.  The Parish Clerk advised that a number of letters had been sent to the Sea Scout Leader, but no response had been received, possibly due to his current illness.  It was suggested that a letter be hand delivered to the unit when it meets at the Boat House on Friday evenings.

The byelaws for all recreation grounds were noted together with the information received under Matters Arising.  The Parish Clerk was asked to research this issue and a target date for referral to Council was set at October 2007.

The hedge at Station Road recreation ground was discussed under Matters Arising.

119. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
(i) Resolution from Cllr James ‘That Hound Parish Council abstain from all planning decisions for a period of no less than three months and no more than six months, to demonstrate the disquiet that was expressed after the Special Council meeting held on 6 August 2007, about the way EBC planning and enforcement departments have operated in the Parish over planning issues’ (Copy to all Cllrs 29 August 2007).

The motion had been seconded by Cllr Parker.  Discussion took place regarding the resolution and comments were received about the role of Hound Parish Council as a statutory consultee on planning applications.  A popular public misconception is that parish councils’ views are irrelevant and developers build whatever they wish irrespective of what is permissible.  It was noted that occasionally the LAC has more information about planning applications than parish & town councils, due to the time lapse between when a plan is received and then referred to the LAC for consideration.  A comment was received that Hound Parish Council has a good record of making correct observations on planning applications and the electorate has a right to expect the Parish Council to make comments on their behalf.  In support, a comment was made that some input into the planning process is better than none at all.

Cllr Airey advised that BHH LAC currently has over one hundred live enforcement cases and it was acknowledged that planning enforcement had until recently been difficult.  It is a national issue that central government policy is bureaucratic and there are proposals to relax the regulations for minor applications.  The new system at EBC was thought not to have helped the current situation, however this was imposed on EBC to improve the Development Control performance.

The Chair asked for a vote for the proposal which did not receive any votes in favour, seven votes against and three abstentions, hence the resolution was not carried.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council continues to make observations on planning applications as a statutory consultee.
120. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Receive Cllr West’s request for the introduction of an issues monitoring document.  Discussion took place regarding the monitoring of ongoing issues and the Parish Clerk advised that this was the first meeting for which a Matters Arising report had been produced in advance and issued to all Councillors.  This report would then be included in the minutes of the meeting.  Cllr West stressed that the purpose of the document should be to track how long an issue has been outstanding.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Matters Arising report being produced in an easy to read format to include the date issues are first raised.
RESOLVED: That a Matters Arising report is produced to track the date issues are raised.

(ii)
Cllr James noted that some allotment holders at Priory Road allotment site had been given notice to quit their plots, due to being in an unsatisfactory condition.  The Parish Clerk had previously advised that any queries should be made to the Parish Office.

The Chair proposed that Standing Orders be suspended at 9.00pm to enable the meeting to continue, which was seconded and voted unanimously in favour.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended to enable the meeting to continue.

121. CONFIDENTIAL MATTERS 

In view of the confidential/special nature of the business about to be transacted, it is in the public interest that the public and press be temporarily excluded and they are instructed to withdraw

(i) Receive and sign Confidential minutes of meeting held on 16 July 2007.  The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Confidential minutes as a true record of the meeting.
RESOLVED: That the Confidential minutes of the meeting held on 16 July 2007 be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(i) Matters arising from previous Confidential minutes.  There were no Matters Arising.
(ii) Receive report from Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement Officer re: previous enforcement issue.  The Chair invited the Enforcement Officer to speak about the progress of the issue and a short discussion followed.  The chair thanked the Enforcement Officer for providing the updated information.
(iii) Receive enforcements list.  The Chair read from the enforcements list, which was noted.
(iv) Receive legal advice from National Association of Local Councils (NALC) re: Burial Ground issue.  The Chair read from the advice received from NALC, together with the Parish Clerk’s letter dated 9 August 2007 and the response received from the solicitor.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of drafting a response to the solicitor and referring the same to NALC Legal Services for advice.
RESOLVED: That a response to the solicitor is drafted and referred to NALC Legal Services for advice.

(v) Receive advice from EBC and quotation for survey at The Hard, Victoria Road, Netley Abbey.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of engaging EBC Engineering to conduct an appraisal of the site which would include a short report suggesting what work is required.
RESOLVED: That EBC Engineering is engaged to conduct an appraisal report of the works required at the site.

(vi) Receive quotations for Abbey Hall & Hound Parish Hall weekend cleaning contract.  Discussion followed and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation received from the quotation received from Dolphin Cleaning Services.
RESOLVED: That the quotation received from Dolphin Cleaning Services for weekend cleaning at Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall is accepted.

(vii) Receive updated tree survey report and quotation for Priority 1 works required.  The tree survey report had been prepared and distributed to Members in advance of the meeting and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation from Shawyers Ltd for the Priority 1 works required and for the removal of the ash tree in Station Road recreation ground.
RESOLVED: That the quotation received from Shawyers Ltd for the Priority 1 works required and the Priority 2 trees at Abbey Hall and the removal of the ash tree in Station Road recreation ground is accepted.

(viii) Receive Criminal Records Bureau check report for Groundsman.  The Chair read from the report received from Harwin Associates Limited, confirming that no adverse information is held on the systems interrogated.
(ix) Receive Assistant Clerk’s report re: Completion of CiLCA qualification.  Discussion followed regarding training arrangements for staff and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of increasing the Assistant Clerk’s salary one point pro rata in recognition of passing the Certificate in Local Council Administration (CiLCA) and part of the requested time in lieu is reinstated.
RESOLVED: That the Assistant Clerk’s salary is increased one point in recognition of passing the Certificate in Local Council Administration CiLCA and 20 hours of the requested time in lieu is reinstated.
