PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

No members of the public were present.

RECEIVE PCSO RHONA STEVENS’ REPORT

PCSO Stevens informed Council that she has been trying to organise a reward scheme for youths to encourage safe cycling.  A lot of companies have expressed an interest in offering prizes for the scheme, but it is proving difficult finding somebody to take on the running of the scheme.  After a short discussion Cllrs suggested that Rhona should contact Cllr Keith House at EBC and Trish Sillence (the organizer of safe cycling activities at Netley Abbey Junior School).

PCSO Stevens stated that the Co-op store in Victoria Road and the Station Road pub site are ongoing problem areas

A new police operation is being carried out.  Entitled Operation Harvest, its aim is to compile a list of vulnerable people within the community who can be visited and offered advice on crime prevention. 
QUESTIONS TO PCSO RHONA STEVENS FOLLOWING REPORT

In response to a question from Cllr Parker, PCSO Stevens said that she felt additional lighting at the Co-op stores would not improve the problems with youths.
The Chair thanked PCSO Stevens for her attendance.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey had passed his report to the Parish Clerk in advance of the meeting as he was unable to attend.

Atlantic Housing Garage Court Planning Applications - At the last LAC meeting on 27 November 2008, the Committee were asked to determine three applications to redevelop garage courts, one at Moore Crescent and two in Hamble.  All three were refused.  Members were unhappy with the level of information provided, especially with regard to vehicle displacement and its impact on the local roads.  They felt that not enough work had been done into the impact on other local roads or the impact of the schemes and how that could be alleviated.  Alternative parking proposals seemed to be distant and some of the alternatives were shown as on sites that had already been redeveloped (Grange Road) or that were, potential redevelopment sites.  Members wanted to be able to judge knowing the full future position for each village.

A meeting was held on Tuesday 9 December attended by Cllrs Airey, McNulty and Sue Ingram along with officers from EBC and AHA.  This proved to be very useful with constructive outcomes, AHA is to carry out further research on the impact and displacement issues (this will include some limited local consultation).  AHA is to withdraw outstanding applications and re-submit on an area basis so members can consider the complete picture in each locality.  All Netley applications will be considered at one LAC meeting.  Before submitting new applications AHA will attend the BHH informal Team Meeting; March 18th to report on progress with the issues that members raised, regarding the redevelopment of the garage courts.
