Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 7 January 2008 at Abbey Hall

PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllr Palframan (Vice-Chair), Cllrs Airey, Mrs Crotty, Mrs Draper, James, McNulty, Parker, West & Mrs Wyse.  Also present: One member of the public, Paul McLeod HCC and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
The public were admitted to the meeting at 7.40pm, after the Confidential Matters had been discussed from 6.30pm onwards.  The Chair welcomed all present to the first meeting of the Parish Council in 2008 and wished everyone a Happy New Year.

The member of the public enquired whether it was possible for a pedestrian crossing to be installed at the junction of Station Road and New Road, outside the Co-Op store.  It was noted that this had been requested repeatedly over recent years and the site did not meet the criteria for this to be installed.  The Parish Clerk was asked to write to HCC again and provide a copy of the letter for the resident.  

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Airey opened his report by referring to the agreement EBC has with Netley Central Sports & Social Club (NCS&SC) to lease part of the car park, negotiations for which are ongoing.

Cllr Airey proceeded to speak about the two recent planning appeal decisions for 29-31 Seaview Estate, Netley Abbey, which was dismissed and the former brickworks off Priors Hill Lane, Old Netley, which was upheld.  Both documents would be referred to the Planning Committee meeting to be held on 14 January 2008.  

The Red Rocket ‘A’ bus service will be de-registered by Solent Blue Line with effect from 25 February 2008, after which HCC will enter into an emergency contract for up to five months to enable HCC and EBC to re-tender the route.

The burger van at Hound Road has been granted a Street Trading Consent for a further year, on condition that the terms of the Consent were adhered to and this had been subject to observations received from the Police and other consultees.

Cllr Airey concluded his report by advising that St Mary’s Road would be closed west of the junction with Hound Way to a point west of the railway bridge, on 3 February 2008, for coloured surface laying.  

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
The Chair enquired if there was a minimum number of car parking spaces NCS&SC required to accommodate the Club members, which it was thought unlikely to be available, as the Club has been in existence for many years.

Cllr West asked for confirmation of the opening hours permitted for the burger van, which were confirmed to cease at 0130 hours.  

Cllr McNulty commented that EBC Development Control officers had advised that if the plan was amended for 29-31 Seaview Estate, it was possible that the application could be approved, as the previous application had referred to a highway-standard access road.

235. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM PAUL MCLEOD AREA YOUTH WORKER HCC FOR SUPPORT TO RE-OPEN THE HYPE YOUTH FACILITY ON FRIDAY EVENINGS
The Chair invited Paul McLeod to speak about his report and request for financial assistance tore-open The Hype centre on Friday evenings.  An approach had been made to the LAC and Bursledon Parish Council, both of which had given support in principle.  The HYPE is a popular facility which is very much in demand. 

Concern was raised that HCC provides the one of the lowest levels of funding for youth provision in the country and only ten workers are employed on similar projects, yet if there is a demand for the facility to re-open, this should be provided by HCC.  The HYPE is open to all young people, not only those who have difficulties or problems.  It was also highlighted that Hound Parish Council contributes £2000.00 towards the Detached Youth Worker provision and that if the request was for funding towards a particular evening session, this should be the responsibility of HCC Youth Service.

With this in mind, a query was received as to the perceived benefit to Hound Parish Council being a partner to provide financial assistance for the Friday evening session.  After lengthy discussion, it was suggested that a strategy for youth provision should be discussed in the future, in connection with the work undertaken by the PCSOs and that the LAC joint meetings should be revived.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of referring this issue to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

RESOLVED: That the issue of providing financial support to the Friday evening sessions at The HYPE is referred to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

(Cllr Mrs Draper left the meeting at 8.45pm.)

236. RECEIVE NOTES OF FINANCE WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD ON 12 DECEMBER 2007
A comment was received that due to the lack of members attending the Finance Working Party meeting, it may not be quorate.  The Parish Clerk advised that as this was a working party meeting and not a Committee with delegated authority, recommendations only would be made for the Council as a whole to resolve.  The Chair invited Cllr Palframan as Finance Working Party Chair to guide Councillors through the recommendations made at the meeting held on 12 December 2007.

Recommendation 1: That Hound Parish Council defers obtaining a credit card for the purpose of making online purchases until the Accounts & Audit Regulations have been amended and published.  The Parish Clerk advised that internal auditors and Clerks were invited to participate in the consultation process currently being undertaken by the Society of Local Council Clerks (SLCC), which was due to close in mid-January 2008.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council defers obtaining a credit card for the purpose of making online purchases until the Accounts & Audit Regulations have been amended and published.

Recommendation 2: That Hound Parish Council’s Fidelity Guarantee Insurance cover is increased to £353,013.00 with effect from 12 December 2007 and that no increase in premium is applied.  This issue will be reviewed at the end of each financial year.  Cllr Palframan noted that this amount is likely to reduce in the next financial year, due to the commencement of the Station Road changing rooms project, which will be part funded from ear marked reserves.  The Fidelity Guarantee Insurance premium is based on the balance held as at 31 March plus 50% of the annual precept and is most appropriate for the month of April, when councils hold the most money, to guard against fraudulent activity.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council’s Fidelity Guarantee Insurance cover is increased to £353,013.00 with effect from 12 December 2007 and that no increase in premium is applied.  This issue will be reviewed at the end of each financial year.  
Recommendation 3: That Hound Parish Council starts negotiations with the landlord for a new lease for the Parish Office at 22 Station Road, Netley Abbey.  A comment was received the current location for the Parish Office was unsuitable due to being cramped, there is a lack of natural ventilation, a rear fire exit and a wish for value for money to be achieved.  A further comment was received that the Landlord was offering a nine year lease with two rent reviews, as opposed to the current lease which was for a ten year term with one rent review.  Alternative locations had been explored and costs obtained where possible and the refurbishment and moving costs discussed and compared to the costs of maintaining the status quo.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr McNulty and the Parish Clerk investigating the cost of alternative premises, a realistic rent for the current premises from Daniells Harrison Chartered Surveyors and to negotiate with the landlord of 22 Station Road when this information had been received and to subsequently report to a future Council meeting.

RESOLVED That Cllr McNulty and the Parish Clerk investigate the cost of alternative premises, a realistic rent for the current premises from Daniells Harrison Chartered Surveyors and negotiate with the landlord of 22 Station Road when this information had been received and to report to a future Council meeting.

Recommendation 4: That Netley Christian Fellowship is approached to ascertain if it wishes to renew the lease of the small office at Abbey Hall and that Daniells Harrison Chartered Surveyors are engaged to assess a recommended rent payable, with a contribution towards the cost of utilities to be considered. Discussion followed regarding the wide disparity of quotations and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of obtaining references for the three most local Internal Auditors and referral to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

RESOLVED: That references for the three most local Internal Auditors are obtained and referred to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

Recommendation 7: That RBS Accounting be approached to undertake the VAT assessment for 2008 – 2009 at a cost of £400.00 - £800.00 and that this is reviewed annually.  Cllr Palframan advised that the construction of the Station Road changing rooms project would have a significant impact on Hound Parish Council’s VAT assessment, which is a specialised task to ensure full compliance.  RBS Accounting has advised that this could be undertaken between July and September, after the year end accounts have been processed for audit purposes.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That RBS Accounting be approached to undertake the VAT assessment for 2008 – 2009 at a cost of £400.00 - £800.00 and that this is reviewed annually.  
Recommendation 8: That a quotation is sought for a Ford Fiesta van.  The Parish Clerk advised that the lease for the large vehicle was due to expire in December 2008 and the Grounds staff no longer needed such a large van, two smaller vans being a more flexible and possibly cost-effective option.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of referring this issue to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

RESOLVED: That the issue of van provision is referred to the Special Precept Meeting to be held on 21 January 2008.

Recommendation 9: That the proposed grants application pack is approved, subject to any amendments received from Councillors at the Council meeting to be held on 7 January 2008. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of approving the grants application pack, as presented.

RESOLVED: That the grants application pack as presented is approved.

Recommendation 13: That the Burial Ground fees increase by 5% for parishioners and 10% for non-parishioners for 2008 – 2009.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That the Burial Ground fees increase by 5% for parishioners and 10% for non-parishioners for 2008 – 2009.  
Recommendation 14: That the suggested hall hire fee increases of 10% for non-parishioners, a 33% discount on the non-parishioner rate and a 10% increase on the youth/senior citizen group rate is accepted.  A query was received why the charging structure should be changed, which was due to Age Discrimination legislation coming into effect.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That the hall hire fee increases of 10% for non-parishioners, a 33% discount on the non-parishioner rate and a 10% increase on the youth/senior citizen group rate is accepted.  
Recommendation 15: That Butlocks Heath allotment site rents are set at £1.50 per rod and £1.80 per rod for Priory Road.  Having declared their interests in this item, Cllrs Palframan, James and Mrs Wyse abstained from voting on this issue.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That Butlocks Heath allotment site rents are set at £1.50 per rod and £1.80 per rod for Priory Road.  
Recommendation 16: That a juvenile football team rate of £250.00 per season is introduced and a one-off match rate of £10.00 + VAT is charged.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.
