RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Station Road Loading Bay- Councillor Airey began his report with the loading bay outside the Netley Central Club and Co-op in Station Road. It has been incorrectly painted by the contractors and requires to be re-painting.

BP Planning Application- The LAC granted planning permission for the construction of 3 storage tanks for bio-ethanol, with storage capacity for 12000 metre cubed, together with ancillary structures including small storage tank for bitrex /methanol, one additional strip including arm and jetty head, associated pipework, two new gantries, blending pumps and associated equipment, drainage facilities and binding. All is contained within the present BP site. It is required to meet the ‘Renewable Transport Fuel Obligation Order’ which came into effect in April 2008. Suppliers of fuel will be obliged to supply 5% of all UK fuel sold on forecourts from a renewable source by 2010, ie. 5% of all road fuel will be required to comprise bio fuel. Construction is expected to start this month and take 12 months with predicted year of operation being 2009.

Hound Parish Council Hard Project-The LAC have allocated £45,000 from Developers Contributions to the Hound PC project to improve The Hard, Victoria Road.

Hamble Lane/Satchell Lane- Approval was given for a series of measures in the vicinity of the Hamble Lane/Satchell Lane junction. The measures include an additional section of footway, a pedestrian refuge near the junction of the two roads and associated lighting and drainage works. The purpose is to aid pedestrians accessing the Blackthorn Surgery in Satchell Lane and improving safety for school children walking and cycling to Hamble School. What these measures are not able to achieve are improvements for those wishing to cross Hamble Lane and wanting to reach the surgery. The measures in effect, mean the end of the proposed ’turning circle’ project- certainly for the foreseeable future. This project, without active and positive HCC support is, at present, not possible to achieve. 

Improvements to access to the rail station from St.Mary’s Road – For 10-15 years residents have been campaigning for improvements to the St Mary’s Road access to Netley Station. Ownership and responsibility being a difficult problem to overcome – householders, Network Rail, S.W Trains, EBC and HCC all denied ownership and responsibility. Clearly the access was dangerous and difficult for those accessing the station. The LAC decided to fund improvements, which have now been completed. Network Rail also decided after a lot of gentle persuasion from Kevin Dearing EBC to contribute.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT 

Cllr Parker asked the Borough Councillor about grass cutting on the estate. Cllr Airey agreed that it is terrible but that serious problems with the weather have meant extra growth and less time to do the work.

Cllr Palframan referred to the hedgerows in Grange Road and in particular the ‘Slow Down’ sign which has become overgrown. 

The Borough Councillor stated that requests have been sent to HCC via Martin Coulson, but that EBC staff are overwhelmed with the amount of work.

108. DISCUSS LETTER RECEIVED FROM INSPECTOR BOYLES RE: FUTURE PCSO FUNDING AND RECEIVE NOTICE OF HAMPSHIRE ACTION TEAM MEETING 9 SEPTEMBER 2008, TO DISCUSS COMMUNITY SAFETY ISSUES (COPIED TO ALL COUNCILLORS 23 JULY 2008)

There was a short discussion relating to the service provided by PCSOs and a comment was received that ‘parishioners are not happy at the recent lack of visibility of PCSOs’. Further discussion about the amount of funding continued with some Councillors agreeing that a 16% increase to £7,000 .00 pa is justified. It was proposed, seconded and agreed that Hound Parish Council agree in principle to the increase in funding.

The notice of HAT meeting on 9th September was received, when this issue would be discussed.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council agree in principal to the increase in funding for PCSOs to £7000.00 pa. 

109. DISCUSS FURTHER ACTION TO OPPOSE IDENTIFICATION OF HAMBLE AIRFIELD AS A PREFERRED SITE FOR THE HAMPSHIRE MINERALS PLAN & CORE STRATEGY 

The Clerk informed Council that the HAT meeting scheduled for the 15 September 2008 had been cancelled as there are legal issues to be resolved before it the core strategy can be implemented. 

Cllr Airey spoke about the need for joint responses from Parish Councils in addition to the need for individual responses from each council. He stated that the planning committee should take an active role in action to oppose local sites. After discussion it was agreed that the planning committee should meet to discuss opposition plans 

RESOLVED :That the planning committee meets to discuss opposition plans.

110. DISCUSS INFORMATION RECEIVED FROM HALC RE: LISTING OF RED BT TELEPHONE KIOSKS (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 30 SEPTEMBER 2008)

The Chair advised that the three red telephone boxes in Hound are to continue to be maintained by BT, but that others in the borough are up for take over by local councils. The Clerk clarified that she had spoken to Tim Dyer EBC Conservation Officer and that listing of red telephone boxes will be included in his upcoming Netley Conservation Area report.

111. RECEIVE EBC CONSULTATION LETTER RE: PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS TO PEDESTRIAN FACILITIES AT JUNCTION OF HAMBLE LANE AND SATCHELL LANE (COPIED TO ALL COUNCILLORS 1 SEPTEMBER 2008, RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 12 SEPTEMBER 2008)

The consultation letter was received. The Borough Councillor had already spoken about the improvements in his borough report.

RESOLVED: That the consultation letter from EBC regarding proposed improvements to pedestrian facilities at junction of Hamble lane and Satchell Lane is received.

112. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 28 (A)

(i) Cllr Parker: ‘That in view of the apparent reluctance of Eastleigh Borough Council to service the recycling bins located at the Abbey Hall car park, that Hound Parish Council withdraws from the agreement to have them sited at this location’

Cllr Parker spoke about his resolution and stated that bins are often not emptied for weeks on end, causing unsightly piles of papers. Cllr McNulty offered to look into the issue and report back to Council, before Council makes any decision to withdraw from the current agreement.

(i) Cllr Parker: Public Rights of Way (to include request from Bursledon Rights of Way & Amenities Preservation Group to dedicate footpath 13 at Cunningham Gardens, Old Netley and invitation from HCC to Paths to Partnership conference 9 October 2008)

After short discussion it was proposed that Cllr Parker’s report be referred to the Finance Working Party. This was seconded and agreed.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Parker’s report is referred to the Finance Working Party

The invitation to the Paths to Partnership conference was received. Cllrs Parker and Mrs Queen requested copies.

(ii) Cllr Parker: Bins at 38B Victoria Road, Netley Abbey.

Cllr Parker spoke about the bins that are constantly left on the pathway outside 38b Victoria Road. 

Cllr Airey confirmed that the 4 flats have no rear access and that therefore there is no alternative place to keep the bins. He added that residents have now been given clear bags for recycling, which should reduce the amount put into the bins and ease the situation somewhat. It was suggested that Councillors monitor the situation.

It was pointed out that on 11 November 2008 the QE2 will sail from Southampton for the last time, which is likely to result in extra visitors to the waterfront area. It was suggested that the scouts or similar organization be given the opportunity to raise funds by selling burgers in the Abbey Hall car park.

The Co-Op in Station Road has been refurbished, but no longer has a cash machine outside.
