1. ELECTION OF CHAIR

15. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 23 APRIL 2007 

The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy. 

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 23 April 2007 be accepted.
17. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

Borough Report item 1 Coastal defence strategy study exhibition. The Councillors who had attended the exhibition suggested that a second exhibition be held at Abbey Hall and that the organisers should be contacted to try and arrange this. It was also suggested that if timing allows the exhibition should be advertised in the “NEWSHOUND”.

Borough Report item 2 the future of Old Netley recreation ground pavilion redevelopment. Cllr West asked if there is a time limit on the allocation of £13,789 from Developers Contributions. The Clerk responded that there is no time limit but suggested that at the next Developers Contribution working party meeting the redevelopment is discussed and any recommendations then put to Council.

Borough Report item 3 BHH teenage health drop in centre. Cllr Williams informed Council that the teenage drop in centre is now intended to be a family drop- in centre. 

(292) (250/236) The Clerk read from a letter received from Inspector Shona Hood. In summary the Inspector stated that use of premises by PCSOs would be beneficial. Council suggested that the PCSOs be given access to the Parish Office when staffed, if convenient. A comment was made that before Hound Parish Council had agreed to part fund a PCSO, Chief Inspector Wakefield had assured Councillors that transport would not be an issue and would be carried out by the police.

(292) (287) The Chair read from an acknowledgement received from Chief Constable Paul Kernaghan regarding the issue of the barrier entrance to the Police Training College in Hound Road.

Cllr Parker expressed his thanks to the Clerk for her work in finding the documentation proving Hound Parish Council has ownership of the Hard area in Victoria Road. The Hard is in desperate need of repair and the Clerk informed Council that as part of her degree course she is working on a funding project for this.

In answer to a question from Cllr Williams the Clerk stated that she would investigate the copyright on Hound Parish Council’s title deed plans before issuing copies to all Cllrs.

(298) Cllr West asked that Woolston Road be added on to the roads suggested for speed reduction from 40mph to 20mph. The Deputy Clerk informed Council that she had filled in the online response form with Councils requests.

(301) Cllr Parker informed Council that he had sent a response on behalf of Hound Parish Council as requested, stating that any improvements would be welcomed.

(304) The Chair informed Council that an EBC response has not yet been received.

(306) “Downwind”- Cllr Parker had attended a site meeting with Mark Fletcher (EBC). Cllr Parker thanked the Clerk for having obtained a copy of the site plans from the Land Registry and stated that he would have further discussions with Mark Fletcher regarding the site plans.

The Chair read from a HATS letter received from Derek Goodchild  at (EBC) re: the appointment of a Parish Councillor as a highways liaison. Cllr Parker agreed to take on this role and the Clerk was asked to inform Derek Goodchild.

The Chair read from an email received from Hedge End Police Station regarding a site visit to the refreshment van at the Hound Road layby. The officer visited at 2:15am and found a lot of litter around. 

The owner of the van did start picking up the rubbish when approached. The officer informed him that the Parish Council has received complaints and that he has responsibilities and due to the sensitive location keeping the area tidy is vital. The Clerk was asked to find out the hours that the van is licensed to operate to check that he has permission to be there until 2:15am.

The Chair read from an email received from PCSO Kay regarding speed camera training. Only the roads policing unit have the authority to carry out this sort of activity and PCSO Kay is trying to arrange an operation with them in Netley. The Clerk was asked to enquire from PCSO Kay as to whether PCSOs have the authority to move people on who are parked on double yellow lines.

The Chair read from a letter received from EBC reference Hound Parish Councils planning application for the demolition of the existing sports pavilion at Station Road recreation ground and the erection of a new sports pavilion. The application is scheduled to be determined at the Local Area Committee meeting on 24 May 2007. The Clerk was asked to contact Michael Weakley and ask him to attend on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

The Chair read from a letter received from NALC reference the Reading Rooms, Portsmouth Road, Old Netley. They have advised Hound Parish Council to retain a solicitor and obtain a valuation of the premises. The Clerk was asked to contact the archivist at the Hampshire Records office to enquire as to the potential work involved in searching for the freehold agreement for the Reading Rooms.

As a point of accuracy the minute 273 from 23/4/07 should have been resolved. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the payment to Playground Services being made as outstanding issues had been rectified.

RESOLVED: That the outstanding payment to Playground Services be paid.

19. RECEIVE NOTICE OF HAPTC CORE TRAINING FOR COUNCILLORS EVENT 27 JUNE 2007

The Chair read from a letter received offering dates for “Core training for Councillors” on Wednesday 27 June 2007 at Eastleigh Borough Council. The Chair Cllr Mrs Queen, Cllr Mrs Crotty and Cllr Palframan all wish to attend the course. The Clerk was asked to inform Cllrs not present of the training opportunity.
20. RECEIVE NOTICE OF HAPTC ‘PUBLIC & THE MEDIA’ AND ‘CONDUCT & OTHER CHALLENGING ISSUES’ CHAIRMANSHIP SKILLS TRAINING EVENTS 23 MAY 2007 AND 26 JUNE 2007

The Chair agreed to consider the benefits of these training events on behalf of Hound Parish Councillor.
21. DISCUSS PROVISION OF NETTING OR FENCING FOR STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND MUGA

The Chair read from an email received from Cllr Airey. Having met with two of the residents of the Crescent Cllr Airey suggested some potential solutions to resolve the problems residents are having since the hedge has been cut. The Clerk was asked to contact EBC to enquire if they had any suggestions for a long-term solution regarding MUGAs. 

In the interim it was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to let the hedge grow upwards to six feet (but not to be allowed to grow outwards and intrude on path) and fill in the gapped areas with planting (as has previously been carried out in Bembridge).
RESOLVED: That the hedge be allowed to grow upwards to six feet (but not to be allowed to grow outwards and intrude on path) and fill in the gapped areas with planting (as has previously been carried out in Bembridge).

The Clerk was also asked to arrange for the footpath to be swept its full length.
22. RECEIVE UPDATED INFORMATION RE: REGISTRATION OF BUTLOCKS HEATH VILLAGE GREEN

The Clerk has written to Kevin Warren at EBC to ask for a response to her previous correspondence. The Chair read from a letter that a Woolston Road resident has received from Cllr Keith House (Leader of the Council Ward – Hedge End Wildern). In the letter Cllr House stated that the green space in Woolston Road is land fully protected from development as it is designated as public open space in the Council’s Local Plan. In light of this letter the Clerk was asked to write to Cllr House enclosing a copy of his letter to a resident and the letters the Clerk has sent to Kevin Warren as well as a copy of the objection letter we had received from Maureen Field the Assistant Head of Legal & Democratic Services at EBC and ask for a definitive explanation as to the lands status. The Clerk was also asked to copy these documents to Tony Knight at HCC.

RESOLVED: That the Clerk write to Cllr House and enclose a copy of his letter to a resident and the letters the Clerk has sent to Kevin Warren as well as a copy of the objection letter we had received from Maureen Field the Assistant Head of Legal & Democratic Services at EBC and ask for a definitive explanation as to the lands status. The Clerk is also to copy these documents to Tony Knight at HCC.

23. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM NETLEY CENTRAL SPORTS FC FOR CONTRIBUTION TOWARDS ELECTRICITY ACCOUNT FOR STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND FLOODLIGHTS

The Assistant Clerk explained to Council that NCFC  are requesting that Hound Parish Council take on the payment of the sports pavilion electricity (excluding the floodlights). As of 2006/07 football season NCFC are now paying for two adult teams to hire the pitch and therefore feel they should no longer be liable for the electricity account other than the floodlights. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that when the new pavilion is built two separate electricity meters should be installed so that the responsibilities for the bills are clearly divided at source between the floodlights and the remaining useage. In the interim the Clerk and Assistant Clerk have delegated authority to assess the bills provided and reimburse the football club for any monies paid from the 2006/07football season with the exclusion of any floodlight costs.

RESOLVED: When the new pavilion is built two separate electricity meters should be installed so that the responsibilities for the bills are clearly divided at source between the floodlights (NCFC)and the remaining useage (HPC). In the interim the Clerk and Assistant Clerk have delegated authority to assess the bills provided and reimburse the football club for any monies paid from the 2006/07football season with the exclusion of costs incurred due to floodlight usage.

24. DISCUSS NETLEY YOUTH CLUB ISSUES

The Clerk informed Council that a new Youth Club Liaison Cllr is required. No Councillors present wished to take on the role and the Clerk was asked to inform other Councillors of the vacancy. After a short discussion regarding other Youth Club issues the Clerk was asked to provide the Chair with a list of contact numbers for the Youth Club and the Chair Cllr Mrs Queen agreed to try and arrange a meeting with the Youth Club and Wendy Tuppeney and Jacqueline Rolls with the aim of creating a management team.

25. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)

No resolutions were received.

26. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS

(i)The Chair read from a letter informing Council of a Children’s Centre information event to be held on the 14 June 2007. The Chair agreed to attend and asked the Clerk to provide her with a timetable of all the events she has agreed to attend.

(ii)Cllr West asked the Deputy Clerk what the Planning Committees observation had been from the meeting 30/04/07 for 3 Hound Road as it has not been written on the list. The Deputy Clerk apologized for the oversight and informed Council the observation had been no objection.

(iii)Cllr West requested that the Clerk write to EBC again regarding the ongoing problems with parking at the top of Hound Road, expressing concern as to the speed of traffic at Hound Road and requesting the use of the 30mph flashing mobile sign at Hound Road. Cllr Williams requested that the ongoing problem with corner parking at Woolston Road also be mentioned.

(iv)Cllr Parker expressed his concern at the delay of the second phase of the rubbish bin installation project. The Clerk responded that it is necessary to wait for the yearend close down and the accounts confirmed before this can go ahead. The Assistant Clerk was asked to price up the second phase in order that the project can be implemented quickly as soon as finances allow.

(v)Cllr Parker asked when the works required for the war memorial at Hound Burial Ground would be carried out. The Clerk informed Council that a new quote has been obtained and would be brought to Council on the 4 June 2007. Unfortunately there has been an unavoidable delay as the person who provided the previous accepted quote failed to carry out the works.

(vi)Cllr Parker informed Council that the attendance of Saxon Weald at the Planning Committee meeting on the 30 April 2007 to discuss the proposals for Rotary Court were interesting and suggested that Hound Parish Council could provide the front office window space to allow them to display information relating to the project for Parishioners.

(vii)The Clerk was asked to contact EBC to inform them of a possible land encroachment at “The Badgers” Hound Road near the railway station.

(viii)Regarding the latest issued Project Monitoring document the Clerk informed Council that she is still waiting to hear from Coast Net as to whether they have received the lottery funding which would help towards the costs of renewing the waterfront path. The Clerk was asked to investigate whether Developers Contributions would be available for this project.

(ix)The Clerk informed Council that the works carried out at Priors Hill Copse by the community services team have left a huge problem of debris as they didn’t adhere to the original agreement which was to shred as they went. The Clerk informed Council that although we have hired a shredder and our Groundsman have spent a lot of time trying to clear the site it is proving to be a huge job. The Assistant Clerk is trying to source an alternative machine with bigger capacity and Council will be kept informed.
