Minutes of the meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Monday 10 March 2008 at Abbey Hall

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

No members of the public were present.

INTRODUCE MAYOR OF EASTLEIGH COUNCILLOR ROGER SMITH

The Chair welcomed the Mayor to the meeting and invited him to say a few words.

 The Mayor began by saying that he has thoroughly enjoyed his term in the role so far and in particular he finds visiting the schools within the Borough and meeting the children very rewarding. Part of the Mayoral role is to raise funds for his chosen charities and for the two charities that he supports (Naomi House and Liberty Children) a figure in the region of £30,000 has so far been raised. The two largest charity events will take place on the weekend of the 15th of March 2008 the 10K run and the Mayors charity ball and these should generate an even greater amount for the Mayors charities. The Mayor also spoke of his visit to the Buckingham Palace Garden Party where he met Prince Michael of Kent. Another role the Mayor played during his term was visiting the United States of America (this is a duty carried out every six years by the Mayor appointed in that Mayoral year). These were just a few of some 350 visits that the Mayor carries out during the year.

The Chair thanked the Mayor Cllr Smith for his attendance and talk on his role within the Borough.
RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Councillor Airey informed Council that the grass-cutting season has begun as of the 25 February 2008.

A leaflet which sets out the qualifying criteria for England’s 2008 bus concessions and answering some of the most frequently asked questions is currently in the production process and should be available the beginning of April.

Eastleigh Borough Council has been awarded Beacon Status for the third time. The award is based on the Council’s work towards tackling climate change and Eastleigh is one of only six Councils nationwide to have achieved Beacon Status. Local Government Minister Parmjit Dhand said ‘I would like to congratulate Eastleigh for being awarded Beacon Status and tackling climate change. The authority is leading the way and their use of new ideas and methods is ideally placed to drive change throughout the sector, helping to improve public services for everyone! The tackling climate change category requires the Council to show its commitment to reducing the causes and adapting to the effects of climate change. The Council submitted its work on School Travel Plans, the combined heat and power plant at Fleming Park Leisure Centre, a wind turbine at Itchen Valley Country Park, the Windy homes project, the installation of solar panels on several Council buildings, grants and community advice to community groups for energy efficiency work on their buildings. Further community work included the payment of fees for planning applications installing renewable energy equipment, work with schools to provide teaching packs on sustainable energy and the recent Pilands Wood project to encourage recycling in an area where the recycling performance was very low.

The Netley Infant and Junior school travel plan was launched on 28 February 2008,  by the Mayor of Eastleigh Councillor Roger Smith, this was an excellent event despite the poor weather. Many benefits of the travel plan are already visible such as the 20’s plenty signs, barriers at the end of the path from the “blue bridge”, dropped/tactile kerbs/crossing points and the cycle shelters.

Planning Inspectorate reports – reports have been received in respect of “Cornerwise”, 6 Kelvin Grove – appeal dismissed. “Cavalaire”, Grange Road – appeal dismissed. Cllr McNulty added that he would be contacting Andy Granfield week commencing 17 February 2008 to make further enquiries as to how “Cavalaire” is to be dealt with. 

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

In response to a question from Cllr West regarding the large amount of roadworks currently in the village Cllr Airey informed Council that the roadworks were being carried out by Scottish and Southern Energy and are necessary to upgrade the electrical power to Hamble.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendment, as a true record of the meeting.

298. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MEETING (FOR INFORMATION ONLY UNLESS ITEM IS ADVERTISED ON AGENDA FOR MEETING)

Netley Court School (agenda item 164 Council 27/11/06) receive letter from Southampton City Council regarding sale of site.

The Chair read from a letter received from Neville Payne, Head of Property services at Southampton City Council regarding the Netley Court School site. The letter states that they are hopeful of the site being marketed shortly and that it will be marketed subject to planning permission, that is to say it will be the responsibility of the selected purchaser to obtain a satisfactory planning permission before completion of the sale takes place. Formal consultation will take place as part of any planning application process and that Southampton City Council will expect any purchaser to undertake public consultation prior to the submission of any application. The letter states that Neville Payne would be happy to attend a Parish Council meeting in the future when there is more information.

Cllr Parker raised concern that his question regarding the account for D&M electrical at the meeting held on 18 February 2008 had not been answered. The Assistant Clerk passed on the information she had verbally received from the Clerk that the quotation had several options and the Clerk, Cllr Mrs Queen and Cllr Palframan having being given delegated authority with regards to choosing from the quotations had opted for the more expensive vandal proof lights. Cllr Parker stated that he would still like to see the original three quotations.

Cllr Parker informed the Assistant Clerk that the street light at the top of the Abbey Hall car park is not working. 

Cllr James suggested that the minutes from previous meetings should be sent out in advance of the agenda for the next meeting to enable Cllrs to review the minutes and provide items for the next agenda if they wish.

In response to a discussion concerning the new format for matters arising the Assistant Clerk advised all Cllrs that questions may still be raised in matters arising but no decisions can be made and resolved.

Cllr Mrs Queen reiterated to the Assistant Clerk that in response to Cllr Parker’s concerns raised at Council on the 18 February 2008 regarding the Fire Safety of the Parish Office the Clerk had said that she would look into the possibilities of moving the photocopier in order to improve fire exit access for staff.

307. RECEIVE THE NEW DEFINITIVE MAP OF PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY FOR THE COUNTY OF HAMPSHIRE FROM HAMPSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL

The new definitive map of Public Rights of Way for the County of Hampshire from Hampshire County Council was received. Cllr Parker has independently been walking the footpaths within the Parish recently and will shortly be meeting with the local Rights of Way Officer. Cllr Parker will provide a report to Council as a follow up to this meeting at a later date.

308. RECEIVE NOTES OF MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 28 FEBRUARY WITH HAMPSHIRE FOOTBALL ASSOCIATION REPRESENTATIVE SASHA NICHOLSON ATTENDED BY THE DEPUTY CLERK AND CLLR WEST

Cllr West gave an outline of the meeting and raised concerns regarding funding application time scales. Cllr McNulty stated that he was concerned by the amount of £1570.11 that had been spent applying for planning permission for Phase 2 of the project and following a short discussion a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Assistant Clerk contacting Michael Weakley to arrange a Station Road Working Party meeting to be held in advance of Council on the 31 March 2008 and that the results of this meeting be an agenda item for Council on 31 March 2008. The Assistant Clerk should also obtain a Schedule of Works in advance of next Full Council as well as a full costing breakdown.

I request that this matter and the decision to apply for planning permission is brought back to full council for discussion at the full councils next meeting and the decision is reviewed being accepted and is an agenda item at the next Council meeting on the 31 March 2008. In addition the Assistant Clerk was instructed to contact EBC to withdraw the planning application.

Cllr Parker read from his report on The Hard.

 Cllr Parker has established the following:

 EBC would be happy to act as consultants.

 EBC have a list of approved contractors

EBC would draw up detailed drawings and designs

EBC would consult with English Heritage & other agencies re replenishment of the beach

EBC would investigate requirement for planning permission but if like-for-like it probably wouldn’t be required. Cllr Parker summarized that the way forward is to contact the LAC with regards to funding. Cllr Parker also suggested that a Developers Contributions working party should be held in the near future.

(i) Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: Playgrounds 

Cllr Parker read from his report on maintenance required for Parish playgrounds. The majority of the work could be completed in house but some areas would require professionals such as the re-painting of all the markings for the MUGA and a section of the MUGA fence being refitted. Cllr Parker stated that there is still a large amount in the current years budget, which would more than cover all works required. The Assistant Clerk informed Council that the Annual Inspection reports for Parish playgrounds would be received shortly and that this could be used in conjunction with Cllr Parkers report to assess work required.

(iii)Receive Cllr Parker’s report re: appraisal of recreational seating (copies to all Cllrs 14/2/08)

Cllr Parker read from his report on recreational seating in the Parish. In summary Cllr Parker is of the opinion that all of the benches (with the exception of one at the Hard are repairable but that they require urgent attention. Cllr Parker also raised the question as to who holds ownership of the 2 seats on the lookout point at the Hard.
