Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 14 December 2009 at Hound Parish Hall, Woolston Road, Butlocks Heath, Southampton, SO31 5FA, commencing at 7.00pm

PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs Forder, Hawkins, Jackson, Parker,.  Also present: Mrs Jackie Cunningham, Deputy Clerk

241. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies were received from Cllrs Airy, McNulty, West and Mrs Queen and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the apologies received.

242. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
Cllr Parker declared an interest in item 260. Cllrs Forder and Palframan declared an interest in item 258, as they are allotment holders.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Paul McLeod introduced himself and thanked the Council for the invitation to speak. He outlined his role as Hampshire County Council Youth worker for Bursledon, Hamble and Hound and explained that he works on youth projects in the area. He Continued :-

The BHH, street talk detached team; consists of myself and two  part-time workers.  We work three evenings a week for 3 hours, between 6.30pm and 10.00pm.talking to young people in the 3 parishes.  Funding from the 3 local parish councils, which is crucial, pays the wages of 2 part-time members of staff, my time and management is free.

The main area of  our work in Hound continues to be Station Road, Queens view and the recreation ground and Winchester close, due to the fact we know young people hang around at these places.  As many of you know we have started a three-month drop in at the Tankerville sports pavilion on a Monday night from 7-9pm, we have a regular group, which consists so far is just young men.  These young men are well known for causing trouble in the area and include the only 4 young people currently on ASBO’s in the village.  They welcome us being there and are pleased the council have given them the opportunity.  While they comment on the facilities  being a bit small they appreciate it as before they had nothing.  Not all young people want to use youth centres or building-based provision, through our detached team young people have the opportunity to receive information and advice, go on trips out and have access to sports provision.

Young people from hand continue to account for a large number of users at a hype youth Centre at Hamble sports College.  The attendance figures there continue to be very good.  It remains one of the busiest youth centres in the county.

Since I last saw you we have run a group for young people living in care-this included a few local young people and they took part in a varied programme from scuba diving to power boating to 5 days on a narrowboat.  We have started a special-needs evening at Hype which again includes local young people, as do the generic evenings.

Last year along with the Bursledon and Hamble parish councils you kindly agreed to fund an extra  2 nights for Hype to open, I'm pleased to say we are finally beginning to get more applicants for vacancies across the district and soon will have new staff at hype.  This was so we could open on Thursday and Friday nights.  While our work is to help young people, part of that process includes challenging young people about their behaviour and actions, we have continued to incorporate challenging antisocial behaviour as part of our role.  As usual the team have had discussions and provided literature about a whole host of issues young people face.

On a positive note I attend monthly meetings where people in Eastleigh who are on ASBO’s are discussed, there are only 4 young men in Hound currently on ASBO’s, their behaviour hasn't got worse and they are on ASBO’s for petty nuisance.  There have not been any new names added to that list for about a year, this is pretty good, considering the bad press young people get. I was asked last week at the Bursledon parish council meeting what funding we were asking for I replied the on-going yearly funding of the  BHH detached work and an additional funding for approximate politely £2000-£2500 for the extra 2 nights for Hype 

As some of you know I started up a youth council last Easter, many of the members left school in the summer, therefore we don't see them at hype quite so often, some have said they're still interested I aim to re-establish this in January 2010. I support the borough youth Council, the local one has much more focus and the group discussed their views on trees being felled  behind their houses last time we met. They were dismayed that the trees were felled and remains just left.  Should anyone wish to contact me they can get my details from any of the parish clerks.  Whilst I can guarantee that we will continue to respond to any area we are told about, I can't always promised an instant response.

Cllr Jackson asked Mr McLeod if he works with the local PCSOs at all and was advised that there have been several very successful events held this year with PCSos and the Police in general.

The Chair thanked Mr McLeod for coming and making his presentation.
