Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 14 July 2008 at Hound Parish Hall

PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllr Jackson (Vice-Chair), Cllrs Airey, Parsons, Parker, Mrs Queen & West.  Also present: Alun Brown EBC, four members of the public and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
As representatives from Hamble RAGE and Refix Maintenance were present and wished to speak about items 74(7) and 85(i), the Chair permitted them to make their representations to Members.  No other questions were received from the members of the public present.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Airey opened his report by highlighting industrial action by UNISON members was due to take place on 16 & 17 July 2008, with refuse collection by Direct Services at EBC expected to be most affected.  Collection of refuse could be delayed until 19 July 2008, or into the following week, although bins would need to be put out as normal.

Ticket office opening hours at Netley station were under review by South West Trains (SWT) and Cllr Airey had asked the Parish Clerk to write on behalf of Hound Parish Council, to object to the reduction in hours, SWT had indicated that more tickets are being bought on line, rather than over the counter.

Bus service changes were to be introduced from September 2008, following the withdrawal of the Red Rocket services, but temporary six-month contracts have been created to provide continuous service provision.  A new three-year contract has been awarded to First and the current service change from bus number 16 to 15 will change to the 16A service, to avoid confusion for passengers.  

Cllr Airey advised he had attended a meeting with the Blackthorn Surgery Patients Panel to provide updated information regarding the turning circle at Satchell Lane, which is becoming more difficult to achieve.  A further meeting will take place between HCC and EBC, with Cllr House and Cllr Airey attempting to pursue this issue to a satisfactory conclusion.

There will be changes to the Concessionary Fares Scheme with effect from 1 September 2008, which follows a review of the extended National Bus Pass Scheme.  Since 1 April 2008, 89.5% of applications have opted for the National Bus pass, 6.8% for rail vouchers and only 3.7% for travel tokens.

(Cllr West left the meeting at 6.40pm.)

Cllr Airey attended the HCC Minerals Plan meeting on 10 July 2008, when Members voted in favour of identifying the Hamble Airfield site as a preferred site under the Minerals Plan, but this will be finally decided by a public inquiry conducted by the Planning Inspectorate in 2009.

Cllr Airey concluded his report by advising that he had attended an informal meeting for Atlantic Housing bungalow tenants, each tenant’s property will be surveyed and individual meetings will be held to discuss the condition of each property and the tenants’ needs.  This project is to comply with the government’s Decent Homes Standards by 2010.

PCSOs Donna Kay and Rhona Stevens arrived at 6.50pm and provided a written report, which would be reproduced and distributed to all Councillors after the meeting.

The Chair thanked Cllr Airey for his Borough Report and invited questions from Councillors and members of the public present.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT
The Chair noted that there were many rumours that the bungalows would be subject to redevelopment and that Atlantic Housing had not written directly to Borough and Parish Councillors regarding the refurbishment of properties.  Cllr Airey did not know the reasons for the apparent lack of communication with residents and Councillors.

A member of the public noted that the bus services for the area were much improved and were of great benefit to senior citizens traveling to Southampton.

PRESENTATION BY ALUN BROWN EBC ENGINEERING RE: SHINGLE DREDGING AND BEACH REPLENISHMENT OF BEACH AT NETLEY ABBEY
The Chair introduced Alun Brown, who gave a brief outline of the investigations he has made as to the feasibility of dredged material replacing lost material on the beach at Netley Abbey.  Mr Brown had also been involved in the Coastal Protection Strategy, which was pursuing options with regard to ‘retreat’ and ‘hold the line’ policies for the coastline.  There was a lead time of some three years anticipated for decisions to be made and hence Mr Brown did not believe that this would adversely impact on the remedial works Hound Parish Council was investigating at The Hard and Beach Lane-Netley Castle waterfront areas.  

Mr Brown continued his verbal presentation by advising that Associated British Ports (ABP) was planning to undertake the dredging to improve access to the Port of Southampton, which as the port authority, would not be required to apply for planning consent from EBC.  However an Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) would need to be approved by the Marine & Fisheries Agency, to which EBC is a consultee.  It was anticipated that the EIA would be ready for approval by the end of 2008 and ABP would be able to provide further information regarding this issue or more details could be obtained from the website there was the likelihood of significant impact on the local environment and wildlife habitats, so further assessments had been requested as the coastal ‘squeeze’ would have an effect on nature reserves, Sites of Specific Scientific Interest (SSSIs), Special Protection Areas (SPAs) and Ramsar sites.  Information was also required for conservation work and EBC’s Biodiversity Action Plan.  Mr Brown advised that EBC had responded to consultation documents on behalf of residents.  

Some 200 cubic metres of material was proposed to be dredged from the Nab Tower in the English Channel, as large ships are currently required to time their passage to allow them to pass through Southampton Water and the likely depth of the shingle deposits is approximately one metre.  The wall at the Royal Victoria Country Park would be affected and a cost benefit analysis of removing or retaining the wall and providing a new storm beach would be conducted, with a strategy being agreed by the end of 2008.

QUESTIONS TO ALUN BROWN FROM PRESENTATION

Cllr Jackson enquired whether ABP would be able to compensate local councils for the work required.  Future major dredging could replenish the beach, although annual dredging is already conducted.

The previous use of dredging material placed in No:6 dock in Southampton was touched upon and it was noted that Natural England was not expected to object to the planning application.

Cllr Parker enquired as to the expected lifespan of the dredged material, to which Mr Brown responded that a consultant was currently studying the wave action to estimate the lifespan of the shingle and the results were anticipated to be submitted to DEFRA at the end of July 2008.

A further question was received as to whether there were plans to reduce the size of the SSSIs and Mr Brown highlighted that the ABP Port of Southampton is the richest in England and it would be in the company’s interest to make the required improvements, not least because of its status as a major employer in the area.

The Chair thanked Mr Brown for the updated information provided.

67. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs McNulty due to work commitments and Mrs Wyse due to domestic circumstances.

68. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA
No declarations of interest were received.  Cllr Airey advised that as the Pickwell Farm site had been removed from the list of preferred sites from the Hampshire Minerals & Waste Development Framework, he was no longer required to declare his interest in this issue.

69. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 23 JUNE 2008 
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy.  Cllr Parker queried item 52 regarding the pitch work required and asked for this issue to be included in the agenda for the meeting to be held on 8 September 2008.

Cllr Parker also queried whether the refrigerator from the Reading Rooms would be transferred to the Old Netley pavilion, to which the Parish Clerk responded that the portable appliance testing for equipment at all of Hound Parish Council’s premises was due to be conducted in the near future and advice would be sought regarding the effectiveness of the existing refrigerator.

An enquiry was received regarding the outcome of the meeting detailed at item 61 regarding the devolution of services from EBC to parish & town councils, to which the Chair replied that there had been insufficient time to provide a report, but it was anticipated more information would be available from EBC in the near future.

Cllr Airey noted that at item 64(ii), there are three and not two red telephone boxes within the Parish, the third being located at Netley railway station.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes of the meeting held on 23 June 2008, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 23 June 2008, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

Item 58 Hound Parish Hall canopy – the Chair read from an e-mail received from OFSTED, advising that there was no requirement for a covered area for children to play when attending Pre-school.  As Hound Parish Hall is located immediately adjacent to the recreation ground and infant play area, there was no requirement for the canopy to be installed.

Item 64(ii) Listing of red BT telephone boxes – advice had been received from EBC Conservation Officer that listing is conducted by English Heritage and that further enquiries would be made during the future review of the Netley conservation area in the near future.

The Chair thanked Cllr Jackson for his briefing.

77. DISCUSS TERMINATION OF PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT WITH NETLEY JUNIOR YOUTH CLUB MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
The Chair advised that the Netley Junior Youth Club Management Committee had provided audited year end accounts as at 31 March 2008.  AS the audited accounts had been received within the timeframe specified by Cllr McNulty’s resolution to Hound Parish Council at the meeting held on 2 June 2008, the monthly grant owing to the Youth Club could be paid.  The monthly grant was usually paid on settlement of the outstanding invoices for the hire of Hound Parish Hall.

The Partnership Agreement entered into between the Youth Club and Hound Parish Council was due to terminate on 31 July 2008, after which the Council would no longer formally financially support the Club.  It was noted however, that the Club may wish to make an application to Hound Parish Council in the future for a Section 137 grant.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Parish Clerk writing to the Youth Club to advise that the Partnership Agreement was formerly terminated, that the monthly grant would be paid on settlement of the invoices outstanding and to wish the Club every success for the future.

RESOLVED: That the Parish Clerk writes to the Youth Club to advise that the Partnership Agreement is formally terminated, that the monthly grant would be paid on settlement of the invoices outstanding and to wish the Club every success for the future. 

78. RECEIVE UPDATED INFORMATION RE: THE HARD PROJECT, VICTORIA ROAD, NETLEY ABBEY
The Parish Clerk advised that in view of the information provided by the grant funding officer at Veolia in respect of the Station Road changing rooms project, she had made enquiries as to whether The Hard project and the coastal footpath works between Beach Lane and Netley Castle would qualify for funding.  Advice was received from Veolia that both projects would appear to be acceptable for consideration, provided only one application for funding was made in any twelve month period and that the application in respect of Station Road changing rooms was withdrawn.  Alun Brown EBC had advised earlier in the meeting that The Hard project would not be hampered by the prospective dredging of shingle on the beach at Netley Abbey.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of a grant funding application being made to Veolia for this project.

RESOLVED: That a grant funding application is made to Veolia for The Hard project.

79. DISCUSS FEASIBILITY STUDY REPORT RECEIVED FROM EBC RE: COASTAL FOOTPATH IMPROVEMENTS BETWEEN BEACH LANE AND NETLEY CASTLE, NETLEY ABBEY (COPIES TO ALL COUNCILLORS 7 JULY 2008)
The report included budget costings for the improvement to the path in sections from Beach Lane to the path at the end of Castle recreation ground, from there to the boundary with Waterside House and a final optional section from Waterside House to the boundary with Netley Castle.  The project was estimated to cost £67,000.00 in total and discussion followed regarding the various sources of funding which may be available for this project, including ABP.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of making grant funding applications with either Veolia or SITA and making enquiries with ABP as to whether a contribution may be available.

RESOLVED: That grant funding applications are made with either Veolia or SITA and enquiries are made with ABP as to whether a contribution may be available for this project.

80. DISCUSS LETTER RECEIVED FROM HAMBLE-LE-RICE PARISH COUNCIL RE: BOUNDARY CHANGES REQUEST TO ELECTORAL COMMISSION

The Chair read from the letter received from Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council and reminded Members that a preliminary letter had been received earlier in the year expressing Hamble-le-Rice and Bursledon Parish Councils desire to include the area around Badnams Creek in both parish councils’ boundaries, therefore Hound Parish Council would no longer retain the small area of waterfront on the River Hamble.  After a short discussion, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Parish Clerk writing to Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council to advise that Hound Parish Council would oppose the application to change the Parish boundary with the Electoral Commission.

RESOLVED: That the Parish Clerk writes to Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council to advise that Hound Parish Council would oppose the application to change the Parish boundary with the Electoral Commission.

In view of item 74(7) having been resolved that financial support should not be given to Hamble RAGE, but that practical support could be given, item iv) was not feasible.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting resolutions i) and ii), of seeking information from EBC in respect of resolution iii) and not accepting resolution iv).

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council notes the publication of the independent report by Adams Hendry evaluating the sites earmarked for gravel extraction in the Hamble area.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council notes that many of the areas of concern identified by the report, including traffic and environmental issues, were raised as concerns by Hound Parish Council in its response to the original consultation.

83. RECEIVE LETTERS FROM HCC RE: RIVER HAMBLE HARBOUR BOARD & RIVER HAMBLE HARBOUR AUTHORITY WORKS CONSENT POLICIES CONSULTATION

The Chair read from the letters received from HCC and the Parish Clerk was asked to respond to the letter inviting a representative of Hound Parish Council to attend a ‘Meet the Harbour Board’ meeting in the near future.  Cllr Jackson as Chair of the Planning Committee agreed to respond to the consultation letter on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

84. RECEIVE PROJECT MONITORING DOCUMENT
The Chair invited comments regarding the Project Monitoring Document and it was noted that the footpath adjacent to Station Road recreation ground had not been trimmed as agreed by EBC. The Parish Clerk was asked to send an e-mail to the Chief Executive of EBC to highlight that this work had been outstanding for some considerable time and that the path was now impassable to pedestrians. 

85. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Cllr Parker: New Road car park.  Mr Mansfield of Refix Maintenance had written to all Parish Councillors to raise awareness of this issue.  Cllr Parker had been in contact with Cllr Airey regarding its progress who had written to Kevin Warren EBC Property Services to request updated information, which had not been received to date.  Cllr Airey advised that a massive increase in rent had been requested from Netley Central Sports & Social Club, which was also required to give EBC on year’s notice of changes to the terms of the lease.  Mr Mansfield expressed his concern that increased parking on adjacent roads could result in friction with residents of neighbouring properties and a suggestion was received that the Netley library car park could be used as an alternative, should negotiations between EBC and the club prove unsuccessful.  The Parish Clerk was asked to write to Kevin Warren direct to ask for updated information to be provided as soon as possible.

(ii) Bottle bank at Abbey Hall.  Cllr Parker noted that the bottle bank at Abbey Hall was again in need of emptying and the Parish Clerk was asked to contact the recycling officer at EBC to request that the glass be collected as soon as possible.

(iii) Office closure on 17 July 2008.  The Parish Clerk had arranged for RBS to visit on Thursday 17 July 2008, to provide training in the use of the halls bookings computer package and as a consequence the Parish Office would be closed for the day.

(iv) Borough Councillors’ attendance at Hound Parish Council meetings.  Cllr Airey suggested that it would be more practical to send agenda for Council meetings to the Borough Councillors for Butlocks Heath and Old Netley, but not to expect them to attend on a regular basis, as many have commitments to their own parish councils.  However, the Borough Councillors would be more likely to attend Hound Parish Council meetings if issues particular to their ward were due to be discussed.

(v) Planning appeal for 24 Beverley Gardens, Old Netley.  The appeal would be dealt with by written representations, to be received by the Planning Inspectorate by 8 August 2008.  Hound Parish Council’s Planning Committee raised no objection to the planning application at the meeting held on 7 April 2008.

(vi) Sure Start Children’s Centres Consultation Event.  Notice had been given that a consultation meeting would be held on 21 July 2008, which would be hosted by the Hampshire Action Team (HAT) for Eastleigh at the d.@art Centre, Wildern School on 21 July 2008, commencing at 10.00am.

(vii) Highways Maintenance.  Extra money had become available for HCC to target potholes in the county and suggestions were requested for areas most in need of repairs.  It was suggested that the bridge adjacent to the Mill House public house and the bridge towards Newtown Road could be included in this programme of work.
