Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on 16 July 2007 at Abbey Hall

PRESENT: Chair Cllr Mrs Queen, Cllr Mrs Crotty, Cllrs Parker, Palframan, West, James, Williams, Airey, McNulty. No members of the public were present. Also present the Assistant Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

No questions were received from the public.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey read from his report:

County Public Transport Map

The 2007/08 public transport map which provides a County wide map of all bus and rail routes outside Southampton & Portsmouth and includes main links within the unitary areas, has now been published.

Street lighting community safety initiative 2008/09

HCC has requested bids against the 2008/09 community safety initiative for new street lighting, which has to be match funded by the Borough or Parish Council. £1000 per light column is the guide price and bids must be submitted by the 7 December 2007 (but be with EBC by the beginning of November 2007) as public consultation will be needed before the bid is submitted to HCC. Cllr Airey is putting forward Queens View.

Point Young People’s Theatre – “A Midsummer Night’s Dream”

This event was held at Netley Abbey from the 8 to the 10 June 2007. The event was a sell out success and attracted a new audience from the Netley Abbey area.

Cycle Strategy 2006-2011

This document has now been published.

(Items from the 5 July 2007 LAC meeting)

Character area appraisal – Supplementary Planning Document

The purpose of this document is to provide guidance to Development Control staff/prospective applicants to ensure new development is appropriate to its surroundings and help retain the character that gives each area its identity (should be considered in relation to policy 59BE). Conservation areas aren’t included and more recent estate areas such as Ingleside are mentioned only in summary terms. However it is a working document, which can be upgraded. A 6 week consultation period which will include Planning officers meeting with Parish Councils will be followed by an exhibition at Hamble Memorial Hall on 2 August 2007 from 2pm – 8pm. Consultation results will be considered by the LAC on 8 November 2007 and the Cabinet on 10 December 2007.

Street trading – Burger/kebab van, Hound Road Church layby

The LAC has granted the above applicant permission to trade for a further six months with its current trading hours remaining (19.00-00.30 Sunday to Thursday and 19.00 – 01.30 Friday & Saturday). As members had some concerns regarding reports of trading outside of permitted hours the applicant was reminded of his responsibilities and warned that a different outcome could be possible if strict adherence to the terms of the Street Trading Consent are not kept.

Members motions

A motion from Cllr Airey regarding the upgrade of the bus stops near Hamble Lane/Satchell Lane junction used by people attending the Surgery was supported.

Proposed traffic regulation orders- various locations

Moore Crescent (near the school entrance and the corner of Alan Chun House)

Station Road – in the vicinity of the Catholic Church and former Surgery

Station Road – at the New Road junction to move lorry unloading further away to provide better sight lines

Victoria/New road – various locations to free corners from parking 

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

In response to a question regarding the location of the Burger/kebab van outside the Burial Ground not being part of the consideration of trading being allowed to continue Cllr Airey said that there is no ideal location for a burger/kebab van.

Cllr Airey in response to a question stated that the Burger/kebab van does need a separate hot food selling licence outside of hours to operate after 11pm.

No apologies were received.

Cllr Airey declared an interest in minute 79 Petty Cash vouchers. Cllr Williams declared an interest in recommendation 6 of the Station Road Working Party notes.

76 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 25 JUNE 2007

The Chair itemised the minutes and asked for points of accuracy.

Minute 57 accounts - Cllr Parker stated that he was not happy for the Wessex Memorial account to be paid and that some of the works originally quoted for have yet to be carried out as per the photographic evidence he had given to the Deputy Clerk on the 25 June 2007. The Assistant Clerk was asked to ensure an update be given at the meeting on 3 September 2007 on remaining works and also to find out if a contribution to the works would be made by Winchester Diocese. 

Cllr Parker stated that he had not informed Council in minute 70 that the Clerk awaits replies from the Hamble Groundsman and the RNLI risk assessment. 

Cllr James stated that in minute 70 it does not mention the slipways at the old rented boat compound and the Assistant Clerk should find out who has ownership of these.
