Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on 17 December 2007 at Hound Parish Hall 
Present: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, Cllr Mrs Crotty, Cllr Jackson, 

Cllr James, Cllr Palframan, Cllr Parker and Cllr West.  

Also present Mrs Jackie Cunningham, Deputy Parish Clerk, Donna Kay PCSO and one member of the public. 

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

There were no public questions. 

PCSO Donna Kay reported on latest crime figures for the area and explained that antisocial behaviour is not a crime. She went on to say that Halloween had been good in comparison with last year with far fewer incidents. She stated she is still working on the ‘Horses on recreation grounds’ issue that was brought up at the last Council meeting she attended. She identified Queens View and RVCP as crime hotspots. 

The PCSO also spoke about a Crime Reduction Environment Week which is currently being organised and will take place in the New Year and outlined some of the features being arranged. 

Cllr West asked the PCSO for an update on the Burger Van in Hound Road, and was told that as far as the PCSO is aware the van operator is conforming with restrictions. Cllr Parker advised that at LAC on 13 December 2007, a further 12 month license was agreed for the 2 local vans. 

The PCSO finished her report by stating that the PCSO’s now have their bikes and kit and are using them.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

The Chair read from the report sent by Cllr Airey:- 

1. Hamble Lane – Satchell Lane Junction. I have received a report from HCC stating that they have had a turning count carried out at the junction. The report showed that there is not a particularly high number of vehicles exiting out of Satchell Lane but that the length of time it took to make the manoeuvre was highlighted. Consequently HCC has commissioned a queue length survey (the length of time it takes a vehicle from joining the back of the queue to exiting the junction). This is scheduled to take place in early January when the schools have returned from the Christmas break. Accident statistics for the junction show one injury accident over the last three years – one slight casualty involving two cars. A patient survey has also been requested to establish the actual and latent bus use to the surgery. This work will be carried out by EBC. EBC have also produced a plan and some estimates for the provision of a pedestrian refuge at the junction. 
2. Planning decisions made by the LAC – Mallards Moor, change of use to showman’s quarters = refused, Rotary Court = Delegated to Head of Development Control in consultation with Chair & Vice Chair. A few loose ends to tie up but Members were supportive of the application eg the 106 agreement; garage court at Monks Road = application withdrawn. I expect a revised application early in the new year.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT

As the Borough Councillor was not present there were no questions.

212. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs Draper, who had recently had a baby and Cllr Airey who had Borough Council meetings to attend.

(23 June 07)(70ii)  HCC Village 30 Project/ Road Safety at Hamble Lane and Satchell Lane. – A briefing report is currently being put together by Les Coupe at HCC which will form the basis for the business case for the Satchell Lane/Hamble Lane scheme.

A queue survey has been commissioned and this should take place in the New Year. A patient survey has also been requested to establish bus usage.

218. DISCUSS NETLEY ABBEY YOUTH CLUB

219.DISCUSS DOG CONTROL ORDERS (PROCEDURES) REGULATIONS2006/CLEAN NEIGHBOURHOODS & ENVIRONMENT ACT 2005

The Chair read emails from Jon Brown EBC and from Steven Lugg relating to bye-laws, dog control orders and PCSOs. The email from Jon Brown stated that a colleague is doing a substantial piece of work on the new Act and there will be more information available once complete. The other email referred to how Ringwood had dealt with arranging for PCSOs to issue fixed penalty notices.

After short discussion it was proposed that further advice is sought from Jon Brown after his colleague has completed his work. This was seconded and unanimously agreed.

RESOLVED: That further advice is sought on Dog Control Orders (Procedures) Regulations2006/Clean Neighbourhoods & Environment Act 2005 at a later date. 

220. DISCUSS LETTER FROM CHRIS DANIELLS REGARDING READING ROOMS.

Councillors had received copies of the letter from Chris Daniells which gave options for the sale of the Reading Rooms, after short discussion it was proposed that the Reading Rooms be marketed as an existing building with development potential. This was seconded and unanimously agreed. 

RESOLVED: That the Reading Room be marketed as an existing building with development potential. 

221. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)

There were no resolutions.

222. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS

A) Discuss Junior Football incident at Butlocks Heath Rec. (item requested Cllr West). Cllr West confirmed that the incident in which a local football team had been fined for the conduct of its supporters had not taken place on Butlocks Heath Recreation Ground, but had been a team that usually uses the ground. He asked if Council would like to take any action against the team to reinforce the FA’s desire to stamp out such behaviour. After short discussion it was felt that no action should be taken.

B) Discuss disabled access from Beach Lane, Netley Abbey, onto the waterfront footpath, Castle recreation Ground. (item requested Cllr Parker). Cllr Parker reviewed his report and spoke about the response received from Derek Goodchild at Hampshire Highways, which suggests that approximately 1 metre of concrete block wall could be removed to relay the path to meet Beach Lane which would make it easier for wheelchairs and pushchairs to use. 

It was proposed that Cllr Parker’s recommendation to seek technical advise from Derek Goodchild and seek funding for works to the wall and pathway from the LAC be accepted. This was seconded and a unanimous vote taken.

RESOLVED: that Hound Parish Council seek technical advice from Derek Goodchild HCC and seek funding for works to the wall and pathway from the LAC. 

C) Discuss Playground Safety (item requested Cllr Parker). Referring to concerns raised to the Parish Office about safety surfacing at Station Road Recreation Ground, Cllr Parker stated that he is disappointed to have been told repairs have been done, when they have not. He stated that reports of matters concerned with health and safety, need to be treated with more urgency. There was discussion relating to staff training and monitoring of Groundsmans work and it was felt that this issue should be watched closely.
