Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on 2 April 2007 at Hound Parish Hall

PRESENT: Chair Cllr Mrs Queen, Cllrs Airey, Parker, Palframan, West, James, McNulty. Chris Huhne MP. Also present 5 members of the public, the Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs and the Assistant Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair invited questions from the public. Mrs Yvonne Tate a resident of Grange Road wished to have her objection which she had raised with EBC planning department concerning the retrospective planning application for the building of a double garage at ‘Cavalaire’ in Grange Road noted. The Chair expressed concerns that EBC does not appear to be forwarding planning objections to Hound Parish Council, which would provide more information to Hound Parish Council’s Planning Committee when making their observations on applications. Cllr Airey informed Council that he had reregistered Mrs Tate’s complaint on her behalf and that the Planning Enforcement Officer visited the site in January 2007 and is due to visit again this week. The recommendation put to the LAC by officers concerning the retrospective application for the garage at ‘Cavalaire’ is to refuse “by virtue of design, scale and location of the garage development would introduce a feature of unwelcome prominence which would be at odds with the prevailing character of the area to the detriment of the character and appearance of the locality and the conservation area, as such is contrary to policies UB3 and E17of the Hampshire County Structure Plan Review, 1.CO, 9.CO, 59.BE and 1679>LB of the Eastleigh Borough Local Plan Review 2001-2011 and guidance set out on PPG 15.”

INTRODUCE CHRIS HUHNE MP 

The Chair introduced Chris Huhne to all members present and invited him to speak on the subject of the ongoing situation between Portsmouth City Council and Southsea Town Council. Chris Huhne informed Council that he doesn’t know about this particular case and suggested that if Council required more information that they should contact the local MP for that area Mike Hancock. Chris Huhne explained that the Liberal Democrat policy would decentralize many powers and they would be entrenched at local level. In the House of Commons the Liberal Democrats are in favour of strengthening a proposal in favour of local devolution and accountability as budgets and the local health service are currently restricted by government policy. 

The Chair asked Mr Huhne for his viewpoint on the problems with finding an NHS dentist in the Eastleigh area. Mr Huhne responded that he feels the lack of available dentists is an appalling situation and has been for a long time and believes that local contracts for GPs, dentists and consultants would be far better than centralized ones. 

Regarding Hound Parish Council’s concerns on the subject of development in Hound and the impact on the infra structure Mr Huhne said that the government is pressing for more houses to be built in the South East region and an impact on infrastructures was inevitable particularly in areas like Hound where there is an old style sewage system. Climate change is also proving to have an impact as more frequent heavy downpours of rain add further pressure to systems.  Mr Huhne suggested that Hound Parish Council informs him in writing as to all of its concerns regarding the infra structure in Hound and stated that on receipt of this he would further investigate this matter on the Council’s behalf. Cllr James added that the sewage is not the only area of the infra structure being overstretched by new development and that the gas and electric supplies cannot cope either. Cllr Parker stated that Hound Parish Council has been expressing its concerns for some time but the response from Southern water is that it has to join up new properties by law and at a meeting attended by Cllr Parker, EBC and Southern Water, Southern Water stated that they will not act until the system is completely overwhelmed.
QUESTIONS TO CHRIS HUHNE MP 

Cllr James raised concerns about the NHS regarding the problems with Government Targets and healthcare. It seems that particular areas of healthcare are targeted and if your treatment is within one of the targeted areas you will be dealt with but many areas of healthcare, which do not have targets set are leaving people on very long waiting lists. Mr Huhne responded that in his opinion if both Health & Social Care were made accountable at local level the system would work much better.

In response to a question concerning dentists and postcode lotteries from a member of the public Mr Huhne said that he feels “not enough dentists were consulted by the government”, particularly in the Southern Region before the new contracts were issued to dentists. Therefore things like the cost of living variances between areas were not taken into account and this means that many dentists cannot afford to operate as NHS dentists in the South and has left a shortfall. The Chair informed Council that she is aware of a new dentist, which has opened on the 2 April in Sullivan Road, Sholing and that by contacting the Primary Care Trust Hound residents will be given the details and spaces permitting are eligible to visit this dentist. 

Cllr West asked Mr Huhne if he had any knowledge of any future gravel extraction in the peninsular area as this would have an impact on traffic. Mr Huhne said that he wasn’t currently aware of any plans but suggested that Hound Parish Council include this in its letter to him and he would make some enquiries on behalf of the Council.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

The Coastal Erosion exhibition, delayed from December last, is expected to take place at the Royal Victoria Country Park on 25th May – probably in the afternoon. Exact timing will be sent out by Alun Brown as soon as the detail is known. 
Planning application (retrospective) at “Cavalaire,” Grange Road for a double garage. This has been referred to the LAC for a decision by myself plus two other Councillors. 
I have placed the following Notice of Motion on the agenda for the next LAC Meeting: “That Officers consult with the appropriate bodies (Network Rail, South West Trains, Hampshire County Council, the Parish Council and local residents) to achieve the raising of the standard of the section of Road from St. Mary’s Road, Netley Abbey to the rear of the Portsmouth bound platform at Netley rail station to That of an “adoptive standard” in the interests of the safety of the present users of the station and to encourage greater use of public transport.”

The Clerk responded that she had discussed the matter with PCSO Kay and is currently awaiting feedback from her to enable a written report to be produced. Cllr Airey suggested that the Clerk should speak to Inspector Hood regarding the matter.

The Clerk read from an email received from HAPTC regarding the situation between Portsmouth City Council and Southsea Town Council.

Having received a written response from Neville Payne at Southampton City Council the Clerk informed Council that SCC hopes to market the Netley Court School site shortly and  Mr Payne would be happy to attend an HPC meeting at a later date but feels that at this stage it would not be beneficial.

The Chair read from a letter received from the Audit Commission confirming the appointment of Alun Williams as the auditor to Hound Parish Council for the financial year 2006/07. Cllr Airey requested a copy of this letter.

Having received a letter from Peter Jones at Hampshire Constabulary the Chair informed Council that the Constabulary will no longer be running training exercises in Netley. Mr. Jones expressed his thanks to Hound Parish Council for the use of its offices during these exercises. 

The Clerk informed Council that Michael Weakley has written to confirm that he has now submitted the planning application for the new Pavilion at Station Road Recreation Ground.

Martin Coulson has sent an email to inform Council that £9,000 set aside in transport contributions for the Green Lane footpath cannot be used for a car park as transport contributions can only be used for car reduction measures.

Following a brief discussion on the subject a proposal was received, seconded and unanimously agreed that the Clerk should write a letter on behalf of Hound Parish Council expressing the view that for this matter to be discussed a meeting of all member councils should be held in a central location and more information should be given in order that a vote be taken.

287. Reports and Issues raised by Councillors 

Cllr James stated that the newly planted hedges at Abbey Hall car park would need watering weekly and asked that the Clerk inform the grounds staff of this.

In response to a question from Cllr West concerning the illegal siting of a Chip van on Hound Parish Council land opposite the duck pond in Victoria Road, Netley Abbey, the Clerk said that she has spoken to both EBC and the local PCSOs. Cllr West also asked that a further letter be sent to Michelle Adams regarding the problems with the barrier entrance to the Police Training Headquarters in Netley Abbey, as a  response to the letter sent as in January 2007 has still not been received.  

Cllr Parker informed Council that he is now in receipt of a report of the meeting of HATS that he attended on behalf of Hound Parish Council and would give this to the Clerk in order that all Cllrs receive a copy.

As a Governor of Netley Abbey Infant School Cllr Airey reported that the Governors held interviews on the 22nd and 23rd of March for the post of Head Teacher for the School. Cllr Airey reported that the governors have appointed Jonathan Le Fevre as the next Head. He will take up his post in September 2007 following the retirement of Sonia Underhill in July. Mr. Le Fevre is at present Acting Head at Froxfield Primary School near Petersfield. 

Cllr Airey also read from an email he has received from a local parent who has concerns about the number of children attending the Netley Youth Club. The parent has stopped their child from attending as have some others due to the fact that there appears to be too few staff members to supervise the large number of children who are attending. The Clerk was asked to contact the youth club liaison Cllr Kilshaw to attend a youth club session and report back to Council with her findings regarding this matter.

Standing orders were suspended for 30 minutes at 9.40pm. 

The Clerk informed Council that the local PCSOs together with the Youth Club are trying to arrange a ‘Netley Clean Up’ involving local youths litter-picking and all who take part will be rewarded with a disco and buffet at the end of the day. The Clerk confirmed she had advised the PCSOs that a barbecue would not be allowed due to Health & Safety.
