PUBLIC QUESTION TIME  

Mr Doe  asked the Parish Council what could be done about the lack of signage, on the slip road to the M27 from Windover Roundabout, as he and others have narrowly avoided collisions when drivers are unsure which lane they should be in and change lanes at the last minutes, often dangerously. It was suggested that the Clerk write to HCC and the highways department about this.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr. McNulty’s report was based on the meeting of the Resources Scrutiny Panel that he had recently attended. 

EBC STAFF SURVEY 

The Council aims to ensure it has the right people in the right places with the correct skills to deliver improved services. The council carried out a staff survey and some 64% of staff responded, the highest ever response rate. However, the lowest response was from weekly paid staff and efforts will be made to improve results for the next survey in 2008. INVESTORS IN PEOPLE

The ‘Investors in People’ national lead assessor has told the Council that since the standard changed in 2005, becoming more stringent, only 15%of organisations passed all 10 standards the first time round.  Eastleigh was one of the 15%.

The assessor met with a large number of staff seeking their views and opinions. It was from this feedback (and not management) that she made her judgement and unreservedly awarded Eastleigh Borough Council its ongoing I.i.P Status. The full report was made available to staff on the internet.

EQUAL PAY

This was assessed by an external consultant. His results stated:-

“I examined the establishment records of all staff employed and concluded that at Eastleigh B C there are overall, no overt inequalities of treatment between permanent, part time or casual staff, or on the basis of ethnicity or disability. 

PAY AWARDS

2006 saw the last round of the 3 year pay deal. National negotiations are still ongoing for the April 2007 award. There is a significant gap between union demands and what employers say they can afford in line with the governments line on public spending this year.

The Chair read from the letter from Homestart Eastleigh, which stated that 7 families from Hound currently use their services. After short discussion it was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that a section 137 donation of £350 be made.

62. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM YOUNGSTARS DRAMA REGARDING HIRE OF ABBEY HALL.

The email from Ms Hart, requesting a special hire rate during the school holiday had previously been copied to members. The Deputy Clerk clarified Abbey Hall hire rates and after short discussion, it was proposed, seconded and a vote taken, that Youngstars Drama be offered the hire of the Abbey Hall, for the sum of £300 for a week in August 2007, this would be a one off arrangement. 4 in favour, 3 against

The Chair reviewed the estimate from Shawyers and it was generally felt that this was excessive. A Hard copy of a quote is still awaited from Mr Moore, so it was agreed that this item be referred for a decision, to the next meeting.

65. RECEIVE NOTES OF STATION ROAD WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD 20 JUNE 2007. 

Cllr. West, Chair of the working party reviewed the notes of the meeting and made the recommendations:-

Recommendation 4: That Financial Regulation 11(C) is waived, in order to allow Michael Weakley to seek tenders for the project, due to his specialist knowledge and expertise.

There was short discussion about the tendering process and Cllr. Parker stated he was ’strongly against waving the regulation’. It was suggested that the Council see Mr Weakley’s list before it is sent out. A vote was taken 6 in favour, 1 against the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That Financial Regulation 11(C) is waived, in order to allow Michael Weakley to seek tenders for the project, due to his specialist knowledge and expertise and that HPC should approve the list or companies approached..

Recommendation 5: That Cllr. Williams provides a prioritised list of the items within the Surveyor’s report, which require attention in the near future.

After short discussion, it was suggested that this recommendation be referred back to the working party.

Recommendation 6: That the Chair & Vice-Chair of the Working Party meet with the Pre-school representatives, to discuss the issues of the remedial work required to the pavilion, a more realistic rent payable and to establish the Pre-school’s long-term plans. After short discussion the recommendation was amended : That the Chair & Vice-Chair of the Working Party meet with the Pre-school representatives, to discuss the Daniell’s Harrison report, a full repairing lease, a more realistic rent payable and to establish the Pre-school’s long-term plans.

This recommendation was seconded and agreed unanimously.

Cllr. Parker asked about the planned alarm system and was advised that it had been fully discussed at the working party. 

66. RECEIVE CLLR. MCNULTY’S REPORT ON NETLEY YOUTH CLUB

Cllr. McNulty informed Council that a meeting had been held and all requested paperwork had been forwarded to the Parish Office. He clarified that the paperwork did pre-exist the meeting. The Councillor stated that he is happy with the situation and added that the Youth Club is financially stable. There will be a financial audit carried out by September 2007.

At the youth club meeting a post box on the outside of the hall was requested by the club committee, the Chair stated that it is not HPC policy to have mail delivered to the halls and that hirers should ensure their mail is not addressed such. After short discussion it was suggested that the Parish Office redirect any hirers mail that arrives at the office or Parish Hall.

A further request that cheques from the Parish Council be sent at the beginning of the month, was agreed providing invoices be sent to the Parish Office mid-month.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council facilitates a detailed technical and sociological survey of the sea defences, erosion, fixtures and assets on land now known to be owned by Hound Parish Council at the hard Netley Abbey, in order that a financial review of the cost of any required remedial work can be established for precept forward planning, and to prevent even further deterioration of this hugely popular section of the parish estate

ii) Receive Cllr. Parker’s resolution dated 15 June:-‘That Hound Parish Council draws the attention of Hampshire County Council, Eastleigh Borough Council, BHH Local Area Committee and Blackthorn Health Centre, to their responsibilities regarding the provision of public transport direct to the Blackthorn Health Centre Satchell Lane, together with the provision of a ‘bus turning circle and modern, seated well lit, safe and convenient shelters on Satchell Lane before the onset of winter 2007’ Further, that whilst this is being done, the existing 2 bus stops on Hamble Lane be provided with temporary shelters. There was short discussion and Cllr Airey stated that this is a complex issue. A request for bus shelters will be on the LAC Agenda for the next meeting. The shelters have been delayed because it had been expected that a turning circle would be built within the year, however this is now unlikely to be in the near future. Obstacles are being raised and officers want a feasibility study. An alternative is not available. It was also confirmed that temporary shelters are not kept in stock and the policy is to order when required. 

It was suggested that a letter be sent to The Chair of HCC, Leader of EBC, Chair of LAC, Dr Wilson, PCT and the MP.
