PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair invited questions from the public on any subject other than planning applications to be received at this meeting. A member of the public introduced herself as Margaret Roberts a resident of New Road, Netley Abbey. Mrs Roberts explained that she would like to find out more about Hound Parish Council at which point all Council members present introduced themselves. Cllr Airey also informed the gentleman that speed humps are not always the best preventative measure as they themselves can create noise nuisance to residents.

218. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

200 Cllr Parker enquired as to whether a response had been received from MP Chris Huhne regarding the issue of Portsmouth City Council’s absolute power to abolish Southsea Town Council as a result of a clause in the Local Government bill published on 12 December 2006. The Assistant clerk informed Council that to date a response has not been received. Cllr Parker said that he had been doing a great deal of research into the matter and would discuss with the Clerk before bringing to Council. Cllr James informed Council that he had written to MP Chris Huhne personally regarding the matter and had received a response which stated that the Liberal Democrat Party will be opposing the Bill at the second sitting.

205 In response to a question from Cllr West the Assistant Clerk said that Michelle Adams had not yet replied to the Council’s letter raising concerns over the increased usage of the barrier at the Hound Road entrance to the Police training college. 

205 Cllr Parker enquired if a reply from Jenny Rees has been received regarding the parking problems at the Hound Road entrance and also the parking problems on the hill at the junction of Hound Way/Woolston Road, Butlocks Heath. The Assistant Clerk replied that a response has not yet been received.

In answer to an enquiry from Cllr Parker concerning the issue of landfill at ‘Downwinds’, Hound Road still being infilled Cllr Airey said that the enforcement team is currently investigating the situation and a list of key holders has been received.

The Chair informed Council that a letter had been received from the Planning Inspectorate informing Council that the Appeal by Atlantic Housing Limited re: the site at the rear of 13-16 The Crescent, Netley Abbey has been allowed and planning permission granted (subject to conditions).

The Chair read from a letter received from HCC regarding the Hampshire Minerals & Waste Development Framework ‘core’ Planning Strategy. The letter informed Council that HCC have now published a ‘Schedule of Suggested Minor Changes’ which is now available on the County Council’s website.

The Chair informed Council that an email had been received informing Council that road works for the laying of cable for Cooper Vision which will include crossing Hamble Lane into the substation are due to start in January 2007 and will not be completed until the end of April 2007.

The Chair read from a letter of acknowledgement to Hound Parish Council’s response to the Shaping Southampton Local development Framework.

Currently the cover is for £242,780.00, but the Audit Commission guideline level is the yearend balance plus 50% of the Precept, which as at 31 March 2006 would total £352,640.00. The Chair informed Council that this was a guideline and not mandatory and that the matter would be referred to the next Finance Working Party meeting.

Cllr James informed Council that the Shore erosion problem seems to have been particularly severe over the last few weeks, particularly at the Springwell School site in Victoria Road. Cllr Airey said that he would find out when the results of the Coastal Erosion Defence Strategy survey would be available.

Cllr James informed Council that since he reported the Silver Birches being broken near the railway bridge shrubbery has been planted. Cllr Airey stated that Swaythling Housing had carried out the planting.

Cllr A Williams expressed concern over the large pothole in Sellwood Road. Cllr Airey stated that this had been temporarily patched and would be permanently repaired on the 14/15 February 2007.

Cllr West informed Council that the lower half of the sea path at Victoria Country park has been closed since 22 January 2007 which now means the stairs are the only exit option along the sea edge concrete path.
