Minutes of the Meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Monday 4 June 2007 at Hound Parish Hall

PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs Palframan (Vice-Chair), Airey, Mrs Crotty, James, McNulty, Parker, West & Williams.  Also present: Wendy Tuppenney EBC LAC Co-ordinator, Paul McLeod Hampshire Youth Service and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
No members of the public were present.

RECEIVE REPORT FROM PAUL MCLEOD HAMPSHIRE YOUTH SERVICE
Paul McLeod opened his report by highlighting the work of the Bursledon, Hamble-le-Rice & Hound ‘Street Talk’ Detached Youth Work team.  The detached Youth Workers continue to focus on activity in Station Road recreation ground, but also include Butlocks Heath recreation ground, the Royal Victoria Country Park and Winchester Close in their targeted areas.  The team consists of Mr McLeod and two part time workers, who are part funded by the three parish councils and works three evenings per week, for three hours between 6.30pm and 10.00pm.

The government target is for youth workers to work with 25% of the young people in their area and HCC has set a target of 15%, the BHH team is currently working midway between those figures.

Reports of anti-social behaviour has diminished somewhat in the recent past and Paul McLeod had not received any reports from local residents since his last visit to a Hound Parish Council meeting in November 2006.  However, there are still problems with young men from the older age group, who drive inconsiderately in the vicinity of Station Road recreation ground and groups coming from Sholing.

The Detached Youth Workers have also teamed up with the PCSOs to arrange litterpicking and graffiti removal events, which have proved successful.

QUESTIONS TO PAUL MCLEOD HAMPSHIRE YOUTH SERVICE
It was noted that the problem with inconsiderate drivers in the Queens View area had recently abated and that the young people who used to be a problem, appear to be better behaved.

Cllr West recalled an incident which occurred at the Royal Victoria Country Park in April 2007, when a couple of dog walkers were assaulted and also that the burger van situated outside Hound Burial Ground seemed to attract groups of people.  Paul McLeod noted that this group did not consist of the same young people as those in Station Road and that the Detached Youth Workers would continue to work in the area.

Cllr Parker noted that there was some graffiti at Abbey Hall and Paul McLeod agreed that the team would include the Hall in its visits.

The Chair thanked Paul McLeod for presenting his report to Members.

(Cllr Williams arrived at 6.50pm.)

RECEIVE WENDY TUPPENNEY EBC LAC CO-ORDINATOR’S REPORT RE: NETLEY YOUTH CLUB MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 1 JUNE 2007

Wendy Tuppenney advised that she had been invited to attend a meeting with the Netley Youth Club Management Committee on Friday 1 June 2007, when she had been encouraged by the Committee’s enthusiasm and commitment.  Ms Tuppenney noted that the functions performed by Hound Parish Council, the Committee and the playworkers should be kept entirely separate and that she hoped to be invited to attend the Committee meetings on a regular basis, to maintain her support for the Club.

The Committee had raised the issue of the lack of a post box at Hound Parish Hall.  The Parish Clerk responded that Hound Parish Council’s stance has always been that user groups are advised to request correspondence is sent to the home address of a key member of the organisation, but the Committee would be welcome to write to request that this arrangement be re-considered.

Ms Tuppenney advised that a number of fundraising options are being discussed by the Committee, to take into consideration Hound Parish Council’s gradual withdrawal of financial support.

QUESTIONS TO WENDY TUPPENNEY EBC LAC CO-ORDINATOR
Cllr West enquired if the meeting held on 1 June 2007 was formally run, to which Wendy Tuppenney responded that the Committee has a Chair and Vice-Chair, but that the formal roles and skills of Committee members needs to be further developed.

The Chair thanked Wendy Tuppenney for attending the Committee meeting, especially as it was held on a Friday evening and for reporting the issues raised to Members.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
Cllr Airey opened his report by commenting that the LAC would be providing financial support to bus service 16, for two buses per hour and First would provide for one service.  From 2008 – 2009 financial year, the contribution would be funded centrally from EBC’s transport budgets.

Cllr Airey has been appointed as EBC representative to Hamble Sports & Community College Management Committee and Cllr Hugh Millar has been appointed as EBC representative to the Standing Conference on Problems Associated with the Coastline and Pilands Wood Community Association, which includes Cunningham Gardens.  Cllr Bill Pepper continues in his role as EBC representative to the Solent Sea Rescue Organisation and all of these appointments are for one year’s duration.  A new appointment to an outside body which is yet to be ratified by the LAC is to the North Solent Shoreline Management Plan and the elected member group is due to meet four times per year, representing landowners, residents associations, the public and parish & town councils.  Alun Brown EBC Engineering will provide officer support for this initiative.

Cllr Airey advised that the recent planning application for 29 – 31 Seaview Estate had been refused at the LAC meeting held on 24 May 2007.

Hound Parish Council’s planning application for the new changing rooms in Station Road recreation ground had been delegated to the Head of Development Control, the Chair and Vice-Chair of the LAC, subject to the views of the Ramblers Association and the Crime Prevention Officer, who had made some observations regarding the construction of the building and which had been satisfactorily answered by Michael Weakley.  Cllr Airey had therefore responded to the Head of Development Control that the application should be permitted.

Cllr Airey concluded his report by advising that a Local Area Community Safety Action Group meeting had taken place on 31 May 2007 and Hound Parish Council had been represented by the Deputy Clerk.  The meeting s are to be held every 6 – 8 weeks and representatives from Parish Councils, Hamble Fire Station, Neighbourhood Watch, the Police and Housing Associations would be invited to attend.

(Cllr Mrs Crotty arrived at 7.05pm.)

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM BOROUGH REPORT
The Chair enquired about the road proposed in the plan for 29 – 31 Seaview Estate, Cllr Airey commented that EBC Development Control officers appeared to be in favour of the road and access into the orchard adjoining the site.  Cllr Airey advised that the LAC had taken the view that the planning application should not take into account the possibility that additional land would be developed in the future, which had implications on car parking arrangements for two of the dwellings.

Cllr West enquired if it was now a formality to approve the Station Road recreation ground changing rooms planning application, which Cllr Airey confirmed.

Cllr James enquired about the planning breach at St Mary’s Road, to which Cllr Airey replied that the case officer’s workload was extremely high and that new staff had been recruited to help relief the pressure.  The next enforcement liaison meeting would be held on 6 June 2007 and it was requested the Deputy Parish Clerk attend this meeting on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

29. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

No apologies were received.

30. DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

No Declarations of Interest were received.

31. RECEIVE AND SIGN MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 14 MAY 2007
The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy.  The numbering of the minutes was noted, with items 3 (apologies for absence) and 15 (minutes of previous meeting) being out of sequence.  Cllr Parker noted that item 17 (292) should refer to Chief Superintendent Wakefield and that item (301) should refer to improvements in transport infrastructure.  Cllr James also noted that he accompanied Cllr Parker at the site meeting with Mark Fletcher EBC.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 14 May 2007, together with the amendments, be accepted.

32. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES (FOR UPDATED INFORMATION ONLY)
(Chris Huhne MP) Sewerage & water supply infrastructure – Mr Huhne had sent an e-mail agreeing to discuss the sewerage & low water pressure issues with Southern Water, but noted that it would be helpful to know which residents within the Parish have experienced problems.  Cllr Parker suggested that an article be included in the next edition of Hound Parish Council’s newsletter ‘Newshound’.  It was known that Winchester Close, Priory Road allotment site and New Road have all proved problematic in the recent past.

(Chris Huhne MP) Gravel pits – Mr Huhne had written to the Leader of HCC, Cllr Ken Thornber and would forward the response as soon as possible.

(279)(i) St Mary’s churchyard memorial repairs – The Parish Clerk advised that a memorial mason had been engaged to repair the memorials identified by the Grounds staff and work had commenced on 29 May 2007.  The Parish Clerk had written to the Churchwarden to request consideration for a contribution towards the cost of the professional repairs and a reply was awaited.

(287) Schedule of HCC highways works – the schedule was received via EDAPTC and it was noted that remedial work was to be conducted in Shop Lane, Grange Road, Ingleside, Hound Way, Hound Road and Hamble Lane together with footway widening in Portsmouth Road.

(287) Fish & chip van – Cllr Parker commented that the van was again located at the Hard car park on the previous Sunday and that EBC Environmental Health have been visiting the site on Saturdays, the Parish Clerk was asked to advise EBC accordingly.

(299) Boat House foundations – a response was received from Barron & Partners that the planking acted as a support to the concrete and that a letter had been sent to Able Piling Ltd for confirmation that the installation was fit for the purpose, which would be forwarded to Hound Parish Council as soon as possible.

(3)(Borough Report) BHH Teenage Health Drop-in Centre – a query was received whether this was the same initiative as the Sure Start centre, it was thought this was a separate project.

(17)(Borough Report) Coastal Defence Strategy Exhibition – the Parish Clerk had asked Alun Brown EBC Engineering it would be possible to hold an exhibition at Abbey Hall on Monday 18 June 2007.  The Parish Clerk was asked to produce a publicity flyer for the event for distribution to homes within Netley Abbey and Ingleside.

(17)(292) Barrier at Police Training HQ – A reply had been received from Business & Property Services at Hampshire Constabulary, advising that the repair to the barrier would be attended to as a matter of urgency.

(17) Hampshire Action Teams – Cllr Parker agreed to act as liaison Councillor for the HAT, which the Parish Clerk would need to become a formal agenda item at the next meeting, to confirm this appointment.

(17) Burger van – Cllr Airey noted that the licence for the burger van located at Hound Road layby was due for review in the near future.

(17) Reading Rooms – Cllr James enquired about the possible re-location of the war memorial plaque when the Reading Rooms was sold, the Parish Clerk advised that Old Netley formed part of the Bursledon parish and that it may be possible to display the plaque in St Paul’s church.

(17) PCSO – the Parish Clerk had received an e-mail advising that further enquiries would be made whether PCSOs could move drivers from the highway if illegally parked.

(22) Butlocks Heath Village Green – the Parish Clerk had written to Cllr House to request clarification on whether the land was held under Housing Acts 1890 to 1919 or as public open space and a reply was awaited.  Cllr West had provided a copy of EBC’s notice of disposal of open space land in West End & Hamble-le-Rice, for a period of 35 years, which were advertised in the Daily Echo.

(26)(iii) Mobile speed signs – Cllr West noted that the mobile speed sign had been installed at Hound Road/Hound Way.

(26)(ix) Priors Hill Copse – The Parish Clerk advised that she had visited the site with a representative of BTCV, who had quoted £250.00 plus VAT for a team of NVQ students to dead hedge and burn the holly debris on site.  The Clerk had contacted EBC Environmental Health and the Fire Service, both of whom had advised that burning the holly debris on site would be acceptable, provided it was conducted under controlled circumstances and weather conditions and both offices were advised when this would take place.  The Parish Clerk was asked to seek quotations for the holly debris to be shredded by a contractor and for the holly stumps to be treated to prevent re-growth.  It was agreed that this issue should be delegated to the Chair, Vice-Chair, Cllr Parker and the Parish Clerk for further action to be taken as soon as possible.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes and the planning report of the meeting.

35. RECEIVE MINUTES OF PLANNING COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 21 MAY 2007
It was noted that the Planning Committee meeting held on 21 May 2007 was not quorate and could therefore only make recommendations.  Comments were raised regarding sewage and water infrastructure, but this was in general rather than specific terms for particular developments.  As a point of accuracy, it was noted that application no: F/07/59743 for ‘Caprice’, Kelvin Grove, should refer to Sellwood Road and not Sedgemead.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes of the meeting and the recommendations made.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the Planning Committee meeting held on 21 May 2007, together with the recommendations made, be accepted.

36. APPOINT THREE MEMBERS OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)
Cllrs James and Parker agreed to remain as members of the Planning Committee, with the vacancy being offered to a new Councillor when elected.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs James and Parker remain as members of the Planning Committee and that the vacancy is offered to a new Councillor when elected.

37. APPOINT TWO MEMBERS OF THE FINANCE WORKING PARTY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)
Cllr Airey agreed to remain as a member of the Finance Working Party, with the vacancy being offered to a new Councillor when elected.

38. APPOINT TWO MEMBERS OF THE PERSONNEL WORKING PARTY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)
Cllr Airey agreed to remain a member of the Personnel Working Party, with the vacancy being offered to a new Councillor when elected.

39. APPOINT ONE MEMBER OF THE STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND WORKING PARTY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)
Cllr James agreed to remain a member of the Station Road recreation ground working party.  Cllr West advised that the next meeting would be held on Wednesday 20 June 2007 at the Parish Office, commencing at 7.00pm, which would also be attended by Michael Weakley.

RESOLVED: That Cllr James remain a member of the Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party and that the next meeting is held on 20 June 2007.

40. APPOINT ONE MEMBER OF THE BURIAL GROUND WORKING PARTY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)
Cllr James agreed to become a member of the Burial Ground working party.

RESOLVED: That Cllr James becomes a member of the Burial Ground Working Party.

41. APPOINT LIAISON COUNCILLOR FOR NETLEY YOUTH CLUB (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 14 MAY 2007)

Cllr McNulty volunteered to take over the role of Liaison Councillor to Netley Youth Club, Cllr Parker had expressed his interest but agreed to defer to Cllr McNulty.

RESOLVED: That Cllr McNulty is appointed as Liaison Councillor to Netley Youth Club.

42. APPOINT LIAISON COUNCILLOR FOR EASTLEIGH & DISTRICT ASSOCIATION OF PARISH & TOWN COUNCILS
Cllr Mrs Queen advised that she was happy to continue as Hound Parish Council’s representative to EDAPTC for the forthcoming year.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Queen continues as Hound Parish Council’s representative to EDAPTC.

43. RECEIVE PARISH CLERK’S REPORT RE: APPLICATION FOR QUALITY PARISH STATUS (COPY TO ALL CLLRS 24 MAY 2007)

The requirement to meet an electoral mandate of 80% of Hound Parish Council’s members to be elected was discussed.  It was confirmed by the Parish Clerk that as there are four wards within the Parish and there is one vacancy for Old Netley and two vacancies for Netley Abbey, ten electors of each ward would need to give notice in writing to EBC of their wish that an election should be held.  If three candidates were then to stand for election unopposed, the election would still be valid and would enable Hound Parish Council to pursue Quality Parish Status (QPS).

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of seeking potential candidates and the ten electors required to call an election in both Netley Abbey and Old Netley.

RESOLVED: That potential candidates are sought for the two vacancies in Netley Abbey and the one vacancy in Old Netley and the required ten electors to call an election in both wards are asked to make their wish in writing to EBC as soon as possible. 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Hound Parish Council applying for QPS as soon as practicable after meeting the electoral mandate of 80% of members being elected.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council applies for Quality Parish Status as soon as practicable after meeting the electoral mandate of 80% of members being elected.

44. RECEIVE THE LOCAL AUTHORITIES (MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT) ORDER 2007 (STATUTORY INSTRUMENT NO: 1159) AND DISCUSS PARAGRAPH 12(2) TO ADOPT THE CODE (COPY TO ALL CLLRS 24 MAY 2007)
The Chair read from the letter received from the Standards Board for England, advising of the new Code of Conduct for Members, which came into force on 3 May 2007 and is required to be adopted by parish councils by 1 October 2007.  After 1 October 2007, parish councils which have not adopted the revised code will be automatically covered by it.  Local additions to the revised Code are possible, but the Standards Board for England have advised that this should be adopted unamended, but for one exception under paragraph 12(2), which gives members with a prejudicial interest the same rights as members of the public, to speak to a meeting on the issue and then leave before the main discussion and vote.  

After a brief discussion, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of adopting the revised Model Code, together with paragraph 12(2) and amending Standing Orders to reflect this revision.

RESOLVED: That the Local Authorities (Model Code Of Conduct) Order 2007 (Statutory Instrument No: 1159) is adopted, to include Paragraph 12(2) and that Standing Orders are amended to reflect this revision.

45. RECEIVE PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER FOR WINDHOVER & BURSLEDON ROAD, BURSLEDON
Eastleigh Borough Council had requested comments on the Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) by 1 June 2007, but welcomed any observations after that date to regarding the reduction in speed limit to 40 mph at the Windhover roundabout.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of supporting the proposed reduction in speed limit.

RESOLVED: that Hound Parish Council supports the proposed reduction in speed limit to 40 mph at the Windhover roundabout.

46. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM VICTIM SUPPORT HAMPSHIRE & ISLE OF WIGHT FOR SECTION 137 DONATION
The Chair read from the letter received from Victim Support and it was noted that Hound Parish Council made a donation of £200.00 in December 2006.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of making a donation of £200.00.

RESOLVED: That a donation of £200.00 under the provisions of Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972, is made to Victim Support Hampshire & Isle of Wight.

47. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM HAMBLE VALLEY & EASTLEIGH HERITAGE GUIDES FOR SECTION 137 DONATION
The Chair read from the letter from the fundraiser for the Heritage Guides, recalling that a donation of £150.00 was made in July 2006.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted I favour of making a donation of £150.00.

RESOLVED: That a donation of £150.00 under the provisions of Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972, is made to Hamble Valley & Eastleigh Heritage Guides.

48. RECEIVE HCC COUNTRYSIDE ACCESS PLAN FOR THE SOLENT AREA – DRAFT FOR PUBLIC CONSULTATION (COMMENTS REQUIRED BY 30 JUNE 2007)
Cllr Airey advised that he would be responding to the HCC Countryside Access Plan for the Solent Area on behalf of Eastleigh Borough Council and would also respond on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Airey responds to the HCC Countryside Access Plan for the Solent Area on behalf of Hound Parish Council.
49. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 10 (B)
No resolutions were received.

50. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)
(i) Cllr Williams enquired if it would be possible to reduce the speed limit in Grange Road to 30 mph, as there had been three serious accidents at this location in the recent past.  Cllr Airey advised that this area was a top priority for the 2007 – 2008 financial year.

(ii) Cllr Mrs Crotty noted that the traffic control in place at Grange Road on Saturday 19 May 2007 was very poor, with an ambulance driver experiencing great difficulty in negotiating the cones placed in the road.  Cllr Airey advised that this should be brought to the attention of Derek Goodchild HCC Highways, as Balfour Beatty/Raynesway were responsible for providing adequate traffic control measures during road works.

(iii) Cllr Parker advised that he had received a letter from EBC advising that the mobile speed limits signs which had been installed at Portsmouth Road, would be moved to other locations within the Borough and had recently been installed at Hound Way/Hound Road.

(iv) Cllr Mrs Queen & Cllr Williams had both noted that there had been horses from Abbey Equestrian Centre ridden on the highway, Cllr Airey agreed to report this issue to the EBC Enforcement Officers.

(v) Cllr Williams noted that large road signs for the Park & Ride site at Windhover roundabout had been covered over, which Cllr Mrs Queen noted had been installed for ‘The Who’ concert held at The Rose Bowl on Saturday 2 June 2007.

(vi) Cllr Mrs Queen highlighted that travellers were still in the vicinity of the Parish, requesting all Councillors and staff to be vigilant and to ensure that all barriers were locked.
