Minutes of the meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Monday 19 April 2010 at Abbey Hall, Victoria Road, Netley Abbey, Southampton

PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs West, Airey, Forder, Jackson, Parker and Hawkins.Also present one member of the public, Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk and Mrs Zoe Brogan Assistant Parish Clerk 

387. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 

Apologies were received from Cllr McNulty and Cllr Mrs Queen for personal reasons. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the apologies received.

RESOLVED: That the apologies received be accepted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)

388. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

No declarations of interest were received.

389. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That standing orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

At the invitation of the Chair the member of the public introduced himself as Chris Douglas, a resident of York road in Netley Abbey. Chris informed Cllrs that his property has been included in the EBC character appraisal document, which stipulates certain maintenance of the property be carried out sympathetically. However Chris is concerned as to the impact of coastal erosion on the properties and feels that conservation concerns over the properties in York Rd are fruitless if the coastal erosion problem is not addressed.

Cllr Airey stated that the types of gravel ABP were going to use in the erosion improvement programme was deemed unsuitable due to potential ecosystem damage. New Forest District Council are leading the shoreline management plan which is currently still in the consultation process and Alun Brown on behalf of EBC is working on a new grant application.

Cllr Jackson stated that he was concerned about the possibility that the RVCP wall will naturally erode.

Cllr Hawkins expressed concerns over the lack of solutions to the erosion and the indefinite time frame as to when works will be carried out. He also questioned what “holding the line “ meant.

The member of the public enquired as to why money received from Developers Contributions is not being used for protection against coastal erosion. Cllr Airey responded that he is unaware of any local authorities using Developers Contribution money in this way and that there are very stringent legalities involved in the uses of the money.

TO RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey opened his report by informing Cllrs that following requests from parishioners and Cllrs at a meeting of HPC in January 2010 Hound Road has been moved to the top of the priority list for BHH traffic studies 2010/11. The case officer will be Tracy Haskitt and she will commence work on the study once works in her current programme have been completed. Cllr Airey advised that he has informed Tracy of the key issues of concerns Hound Rd residents have and has also given her photographic evidence that residents have emailed him. Additionally RVCP and the Police Authority are fully informed and updated regarding the issue. The double yellow lines in the turning circle at the top of Hound Road and HCC have been informed that the “Keep Clear” sign needs to  be reinstated. 

Cllr Airey informed Cllrs that the Hound road Cycle Way is almost complete.

During the consultation process for Traffic Restriction Orders for Victoria Road from Grange Road HPC suggested extending to cover residential frontages and entrance alongside number 1 Victoria Rd. The TRO was advertised and public consultation took place between 28/10/09 and 19/11/09 but no comments were received. The TRO was confirmed at the LAC on 7 January 2010. 

Within the under £25,000 minor works HAT schemes for 2010/11 are:

Installation in Grange Road of kerb carriageway edge from Ingleside bus stop to the railway-bridge and drainage works.

A and B road speed limit review is programmed to be done by 2011 – Portsmouth Road, Old Netley. The priority routes are currently being assessed. The rejected 30mph proposals are being reviewed under this title.

Speed limit changes on Grange Road as per traffic studies report are expected in the Autumn/Winter 2010.

Main road surface dressing will be carried out as follows

Hound Road –Hamble Lane – Hound Way and church lay by expected June.

Hound Way – Hound Road – St. Mary’s Road rail bridge expected June.

Feasibility work – Portsmouth Road/Kelvyn Crescent footway provision




      National Cycle Network two improvements through RVCP



      Ingleside pedestrian refuge.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Hawkins commented that the 30mph speed limit in Hamble does not appear to be adhered to by the majority of drivers.

Cllr Palframan informed Cllrs that speed traps have been in operation in Ingleside.

390. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

391. TO RECEIVE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 29 MARCH 2010

An amendment was noted that Cllr Airey had declared an interest in item 364 due to his area of borough work including the cleaning of public toilets. Additionally minute 378 should name New Forest Hire as the contractor. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments as a true record of the meeting held on 29 March 2010.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 29 March 2010 be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

392. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

(6) Transfer of EBC functions – The Clerk informed Cllrs that all legal documentation has now been completed and we are awaiting land registry documentation.

(8) Disabled access doorbell or electrification of door – The Clerk advised Cllrs that she had spoken to the contractor who carried out the office frontage works and he advised that the subcontractor who installed the door would be in touch to arrange a site visit.

(21) RVCP barrier & gates – It was agreed that this item be removed.

(24) Cunningham Gardens Cycleway – Cllr Parker advised that he had spoken to Eric Reed at EBC who confirmed that the site is a public footpath and not a bridleway. As this item is now concluded it was agreed that it be removed from the report.

(32) Reading Rooms Plaque – Cllr Parker informed Council that he has been in touch with the Vicar and when they find the plaque it will be returned.
393. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented to be paid.
RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

394. TO RECEIVED AND APPROVE MONTH END BALANCES FOR MARCH 2010 (COPIES TO ALL COUNCILLORS 12 APRIL 2010)

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the cashbook balances as at 31 March 2010.

The balance for cashbook 1 was noted as being £1000.00, cashbook 2 as £129,326.71, cashbook 3 as £464.83 and cashbook 4 as £94,334.21.

RESOLVED: That the balances for cashbooks 1, 2, 3 and 4 as at 31 March 2010 be approved.

395. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE PROPOSED PROTOCOL FOR HOUND PARISH COUNCIL (COPIES TO ALL COUNCILLORS 18 FEBRUARY 2010)

The Chair advised Cllrs that he had initially discussed the protocol with Cllrs Mrs Queen and Parker. The proposed protocol was worked on by the Chair, Clerk and Deputy Clerk. The purpose is to ensure good partnership working between Members and Officers. Cllr Parker suggested that under 12.2 of the protocol relating to correspondence that emails should be included. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of adopting the Protocol together with the amendment.

RESOLVED: That the protocol for member/officer relations together with the amendment be adopted.

396. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE QUOTATION FOR EXTENSION OF TARMAC FOR BUTLOCKS HEATH SKATERAMP (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 29 MARCH 2010)

Cllr Parker informed Cllrs that he and the Charge Hand had attended a site visit with David Ifould (OCS) at the new skate ramp on Butlocks Heath recreation ground. The skate ramp has proved very popular however as a result of this the original tarmac surface needs to be extended as the grass has become boggy and damaged. OCS as the original contractors have provided a quotation of £4131.76 +vat to excavate an area for tarmac surface including a kerbed area around the existing footprint. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation of £4131.76 from OCS to extend the tarmac area around the skate ramp at Butlocks Heath.

RESOLVED: That the quotation of £4131.76 from OCS be accepted to extend the tarmac area around the skate ramp at Butlocks Heath recreation ground.

397. TO RECEIVE REQUEST FROM NETLEY CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP FOR PERMISSION TO USE PORTABLE BAPTISTERY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 29 MARCH 2010, COPIES TO ALL COUNCILLORS 12 APRIL 2010)

The Chair informed Cllrs that this item required a discussion as the deputy Clerk had received the email request on the 12 November 2009 and no action had been taken. NCF have requested to be allowed occasional use of a portable baptistery. Cllrs asked that more information be made available. The Clerk was asked to contact NCF and ask where and how would the baptistery be filled and placed? What temperature would the water be heated to? How will the electricity and water usage be measured? What risk assessments would be carried out and what insurance cover would NCF have if it was permissible.

Additionally it was requested that the Clerk investigates whether the load on the floor at Abbey Hall would be viable and would there be any additional costs to HPC insurance.

398. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND RESOLVE TO NOMINATE REPRESENTATIVES FOR THE EASTLEIGH BOROUGH COUNCIL STANDARDS COMMITTEE (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 30 APRIL 2010, REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 29 MARCH 2010)

After a short discussion a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that HPC supports the nomination Chair of Hamble Parish Council Michael Davies as the representative for the Parishes of Bursledon, Hamble and Hound for the Standards Committee of Eastleigh Borough Council.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council supports the nomination Chair of Hamble Parish Council Michael Davies as the representative for the Parishes of Bursledon, Hamble and Hound for the Standards Committee of Eastleigh Borough Council.

399. RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE REPORT FROM FRIENDS OF PRIORS HILL COPSE RE: STORAGE CONTAINERS AT BUTLOCKS HEATH ALLOTMENT SITE (COPIES TO ALL COUNCILLORS 12 APRIL 2010)

Cllr Forder stated that heras style fencing should be used on the outside border, suitable protection should be put in place whilst the natural hedging grows to maintain allotment security and that planning permission would need to be sought.

Cllr Parker advised that Butlocks Heath allotment holders should be notified of the plans as should Hampshire & Isle of Wight Widlife Trust.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that Hound Parish Council passes on the comments to FOPHC and that planning permission is sought for the placement of two storage containers at Butlocks Heath allotment site.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council passes on the comments to FOPHC and that planning permission is sought for the placement of two storage containers at Butlocks Heath allotment site.

400. RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE JOINING THE FAIRTRADE IN EASTLEIGH CAMPAIGN

Cllr Parker informed Cllrs that the bins at the Hard were overflowing at the weekend and it was suggested that the temporary groundsman empty them before going home on a Friday afternoon to try and alleviate the situation. This problem is still under review by the Personnel working party in relation to staff not currently working weekends

(ii) Cllr Parker’s report re: Old Netley signage (copies to all Councillors 12 April 2010) The Chair advised that he would raise this issue at the next LAC meeting.
