PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

 

The Chair invited members of the public to ask any questions on matters not on the agenda. There were no questions.

Cllr Cross referred to the incident during construction of the Tankerville Pavilion. He explained the difference between a near miss and an accident. He stated that it is most important that the architect is involved and that he should have stopped the builders using the access .He stated that any future project should be more hands on with the architect and recommended that the Clerk go on a risk assessment course.

 

324. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

 

325. RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

The Chair invited Cllr Airey to make his report, which he opened by introducing Diccon Bright Area Coordinator. He stated that LAC members have welcomed Diccon as their new Area Coordinator following the retirement of Martin Coulson. Diccon has already met the 3 Parish Clerks, some Parish members, mainly the Chairs and has had a tour of the three Parishes. Diccon comes from Surrey County Council. 

Other staff changes at the Borough – Next month sees Gail Grant start as our new Head of Direct Services following David Burton's departure for Rotherham M BC. Gail comes to us from Havant Borough Council. In addition to local authority experience Gail has run her own engineering business. 

Eastleigh Borough Council has also said ‘goodbye‘ to Christine Holloway who as Deputy Chief Executive was a member of the Council’s management team. She is taking a job dealing with climate change in Winchester.

EASTLEIGH CINEMA COMPLEX.- The new Cinema complex has now opened. Initial use is very good and suggests that it will be very successful. The Bowling Center is also open, having opened a few weeks earlier. This too has proved to be popular.

CONCESSIONARY TRAVEL – recent press reports have highlighted changes to the provision of the national free bus pass. Press reports seemed to be suggesting that that the aim was to cut back on the ability of older people to travel free across England.  The changes were few and minor and bought clarity to the original provision of the use of the National Free Bus Pass, e.g.  Use could not be made of National Express services, rail replacement services and special tourist style links. In essence no real change.  

POUND ROAD TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER (TRO) – A question was asked by Carolyn Draper at the Planning Committee meeting, regarding the TRO for Pound Road, Old Netley at the junction with Hamble Lane. The yellow lines for this junction will be included in a TRO covering parking restrictions in a number of roads throughout BHH and work preparing the order will be undertaken shortly. Depending on whether any objections are received the order should be in place during the autumn.

HAMBLE LANE – 

i) It is intended to start construction of additional section of footway leading into Satchell Lane plus the pedestrian refuge in late July when the School holiday starts.

ii) Surface patching repairs plus surface dressing to the majority of its length will take place over the summer.

iii) Repairs will take place to the Hound Corner roundabout to address problems with the granite inlay. Minor amendments to assist reduction in speed passing through the roundabout will also take place.

iv)  Revised road marking will also be introduced below the roundabout past the school with a view to encouraging lower speeds to enable a 30mph limit to be introduced from the roundabout all the way down to the village. 

326. QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT
 

Cllr West enquired if the Hamble lane 30mph speed limit would apply before the roundabout and Cllr Airey stated that it would need to be reviewed. The new limit will be after the roundabout.

Cllr West advised Cllr Ingram that there were additional points to those mentioned in the memo she had received: 

Item 2 should be replacement bollards.

No planning applications for some gates & barriers and car parking within Royal Victoria Country Park.

Parking in Hound Road.

End of cycle lane and Hound Way junction.

Cllr Ingram noted these points.
