Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 30 March 2009 at Hound Parish Hall, Woolston Road, Butlocks Heath, Southampton, SO31 5FJ, at7.00pm
PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllr Jackson (Vice-Chair), Cllrs Airey, Mrs Draper, Forder, McNulty, Parker, Mrs Queen, West and Mrs Wyse.  Also present: Eastleigh Borough Councillors Cross and Millar, Sgt Mark O’Hanlon, four members of the public and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

296. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
No apologies were received.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)
297. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

No declarations of interest were received.

(Power used: Local Government Act 2000 as amended by the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct Order) 2007)

298. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair invited Mrs Diane Andrewes of the Bursledon Rights of Way and Paths Action Group (BROWAPG) to speak about the proposed Boundary Review currently being undertaken by EBC, as she had to attend another meeting.  Mrs Andrewes spoke about the Group’s opposition to the Boundary Review changes proposed by Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council.  BROWAPG believed that if the proposed changes were approved, that this would affect the decision not to permit the planning application for showmen’s quarters in Satchell Lane and that the area at Badnams Creek and Copse would be adversely affected.  It was believed that Bursledon residents would be most concerned at the prospect of any changes and would support opposition to the same.  A member of the public passed around a portfolio of photographs showing the areas which would be most affected and spoke about the footpath around the landfill site in Satchell Lane, reinstatement of which would be welcomed.

(Cllr Mrs Draper arrived at 7.10pm.)

Mr James spoke about the proposed development of The Station public house site and expressed his concern that if a retail outlet was included in the plan for a convenience store, this could adversely affect other local businesses.  Mr James spoke of his concern at the likely increase in traffic movements for the proposed development.  As the planning application would be received at the next Planning Committee meeting to be held on 6 April 2009, the Chair recommended Mr James attend the meeting to express his views.  Cllr Airey noted that the planning application would be referred to the LAC for determination.

Mr James also enquired whether Hound Parish Council was satisfied with the service received during the recent construction of the Tankerville Sports Pavilion (TSP).  The Chair advised that a meeting of the Station Road recreation ground working party had met on 25 March 2009 and the TSP project had been discussed at that time.

(Cllr Mrs Wyse arrived at 7.15pm.)

The Chair invited Sgt O’Hanlon to speak, who provided an update of the activity in the Parish at the end of the year in relation to the Key Performance Indicators (KPI).  Vehicle crime in the RVCP was significantly down over the last year, as was crime overall in the area.  There had recently been a spate of 25 arson incidents in Netley Abbey, which included a number of incidents in Station Road recreation ground.  Sgt O’Hanlon was working closely with colleagues covering Weston and the senior management team had been approached for additional resources.  The Police have also liaised with contractors and local businesses working adjacent to Station Road recreation ground and an arson awareness campaign will commence in the near future.

Cllr Jackson spoke about an arson incident at the site of the former doctor’s surgery in Station Road, in which the gas supply was tampered with and could have been potentially catastrophic.  Sgt O’Hanlon advised that the fire report was awaited for this incident.

Cllr West also commented on the fire incidents which had occurred over the weekend, to which Sgt O’Hanlon advised that CID were investigating.

The Chair also spoke about the youth problems experienced in the parish, particularly around the Station Road recreation ground and Sgt O’Hanlon commented that some of the young people in the area have very little parental guidance, but the majority are law abiding.  Five people will go before a panel in the near future to have Acceptable Behaviour Contracts (ABCs) applied.  A recent suggestion had been received that the TSP could be used as a base for a ‘drop-in’ venue for young people and which was supported in principle by Paul McLeod HCC Youth Service and the Police, but which was yet to be formally discussed by Hound Parish Council.  If approved, this could complement existing projects in operation in the area.  Cllr McNulty commented that the suggestion had been made for the TSP to be used for this purpose at the Station Road recreation ground working party meeting held on 25 March 2009 and asked for this issue to be included in the agenda for the next Council meeting.

Cllr Mrs Wyse enquired as to the most suitable telephone number to use to contact the Police, to which Sgt O’Hanlon advised to use 999 for emergencies, for non-emergencies, the 0845 045 45 45 number was to be used, but the 101 number could still be used in Hampshire to report incidents which were occurring at the time of the call.  Shift patterns for the Police have recently changed and there is currently a recruitment drive for uniformed staff, but in the interim, there may be gaps in Police staffing levels.

The Chair thanked Sgt O’Hanlon for the information provided.

299. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

300. RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
The Chair invited Cllr Airey to make his report, which he opened by advising that the LAC had hosted a Business Lunch at the Royal Southern Yacht Club in Hamble-le-Rice earlier in the day, which was attended by members of the local business community, and Julia Pearson SEEDA Area Manager Hampshire.  

The kitchen waste collection scheme would be extended across Eastleigh borough after the success of the pilot scheme and that a ‘drop-in’ session would be held at the Parish Office on 3 April 2009, to answer any queries about the scheme.

On 27 March 2009, the official launch of the Centenary of Flight 2010 was held at the Concorde Club, the event being led by BAA.  Whilst celebrating the centenary, the emphasis of the event is to encourage the economic and employment impact of the industry in southern Hampshire.

Cllr Airey commented on the reporting of potholes and the new programme of repair by HCC, the Parish Clerk having provided Members with contact details to report areas where repairs are required.  Cllr Airey suggested that reports are sent to the Parish Office, to forward to HCC as quickly as possible.

At the Hampshire Action Team (HAT) Highway meeting on 24 March 2009, Cllr Airey enquired if the restrictions to the footway at Abbey Hill had been removed and was advised that the overhanging hedging had been cut back, the width of the footway has yet to be revealed.

Carriageway surface dressing of Portsmouth Road will probably be conducted during summer 2009.  A countrywide review of ‘A’ and ‘B’ road speed limits commenced in February 2009 and any changes will be phased in over the next 2-3 years, completing in 2011.  Portsmouth Road, Old Netley has been proposed as a priority for assessment.  Speed and traffic volume surveys have been undertaken at Hamble Lane with a view to reducing the present 40mph speed limit between Hound Road and the terminal point near Hamble Primary School.  This is in advance of the review programme and will be included in the traffic management works to be conducted by HCC Transport Team South in 2009 – 2010.

Concluding his report, Cllr Airey advised that changes to the Planning Appeal process will come into effect from 6 April 2009.

Cllr McNulty advised that the enforcement order for ‘Cavalaire’ was due to be sent out by the EBC Legal Services, however it would still be possible for the owner to appeal against the order.

301. QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr West enquired if Cllr Sue Ingram EBC could be encouraged to attend a meeting of Hound Parish Council in the near future, as she has yet to attend a meeting since being elected.  Although Cllr Cross was in attendance and Cllr Airey was always willing to deal with enquiries, it was hoped that as Member representing Butlocks Heath, Cllr Ingram would attend the next meeting on 20 April 2009.  

302. TO SIGN AND APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 9 MARCH 2009

The Chair itemised the minutes for accuracy, it was noted that the page numbers were to be included in the copies provided to Members.  

Cllr McNulty wished to have his thanks noted for the Deputy Parish Clerk’s work on the energy assessment project for the halls at item 291.  Cllr Parker queried the definition of ‘holistic’, which was taken to mean a ‘joined-up’ approach to the project.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 9 March 2009, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

303. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

(195) Cllr Mrs Wyse enquired as to the progress of the marking out of the disabled car parking bays at Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall, to which the Parish Clerk responded the Deputy Parish Clerk was in communication with the car park officer at EBC.

(114)(vii) IT support – a draft Service Level Agreement had been received from EBC Legal Services, which required amending before being presented to Council for approval.  

(310) Playground equipment maintenance – Cllr Mrs Wyse enquired as to the progress of this issue, the Parish Clerk advised that the Assistant Parish Clerk had been dealing with this area of work.  The replacement of the play equipment at Castle recreation ground was nearing completion by Playground Services Limited, SAS Playgrounds Limited had undertaken the repair work for all play areas and OCS had been contracted to undertake monthly inspections which would include photographic evidence of the equipment inspected.

(268)(i) Hound Parish Hall footway – Cllr Mrs Draper enquired if there had been any progress with this issue, which the Parish Clerk advised had been passed to the Deputy Parish Clerk to include with the disabled parking issue.

(338) Hound Parish Hall disabled lavatory – the completion of this issue would be included in the agenda for the next meeting to be held on 20 April 2009.

(268) RVCP new parking area – Cllr West enquired if a response had been received from the Park Manager, to which the Parish Clerk advised there had not to date.  It was requested that a further e-mail be sent.

(262)(3) Burial Ground Tree Preservation Orders – the Parish Clerk advised she had met with the EBC tree officer with Cllr Parker on 16 March 2009 and received confirmation that TPOs were not necessary, but EBC would be able to provide advice if major tree works were required.

(262)(8) Removal of memorial – a response had been received from NAMM to advise that the mason was due to reinstate the memorial by the end of March 2009 and the Parish Clerk advised she would visit the Burial Ground to ensure that this action had been taken.

(257) Centenary of Flying event – Cllr Parker advised that he had attended the launch event on 27 March 2009, on behalf of hound Parish Council.

(190) Hound Parish Hall courtyard canopy – Cllr Mrs Draper advised that an e-mail from Woolston Road Playgroup would be sent to the Deputy Parish Clerk in the near future to update Councillors.

The Chair explained the account payable for County Locksmiths was to provide three keyed-alike locks for the main doors and again highlighted the account for Hands Free Computing could be claimed back from the government for the Assistant Parish Clerk’s equipment, when her training had been completed.  The account for Lankester & Crook was a quarter in advance, but it was noted the damp issue at the Parish Office was yet to be addressed by the landlord.  A new hot water urn had been purchased for Abbey Hall.

Michael Weakley’s account was the penultimate payable, the penultimate account for Tildan Construction Limited would be presented to the next Council meeting on 20 April 2009.

Cllr Parker queried whether Mr Weakley had helped with the grant funding applications, which it had been noted were quite difficult to achieve.  The Parish Clerk agreed to check the contract with Mr Weakley to ascertain if this aspect of work was included.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 section 151)

305. To receive and approve February 2009 month end balances for Hound Parish Council’s bank accounts (copies to all Councillors 20 March 2009)
The new Internal Auditor had advised the Parish Clerk that there was a requirement to report the month end cashbook balances to Council and that the Chair should countersign the bank statements.  Hound Parish Council has four cashbooks, Cashbook 1 being the current account and Cashbook 2 the deposit account, between which there is an arrangement in place to transfer funds to maintain the former’s balance at £1000.00.  Cashbook 3 is the petty cash account, which is already reported to Council quarterly and Cashbook 4 the EBC reserves account.  The latter account earns a slightly higher rate of interest and contains the reserves from the sale of the Reading Rooms and non-specific reserves.  

A query was received that Hound Parish Council’s precept was the highest in Eastleigh for 2009 – 2010 and whether the current financial position would allow residents to receive a rebate.  The Chair commented that the precept for 2010 – 2011 could be set to modify this situation.  The Parish Clerk advised that EBC has approached all parish & town councils to transfer its assets and a meeting will take place on 24 April 2009 to discuss this proposal.  

It was highlighted that as Hound Parish Council meets three weekly, it would not always be possible to report the month end balances at every meeting, as the accounts are closed each calendar month.   In addition, the large transactions in respect of the TSP would currently not show on the bank reconciliation, as they had only recently been paid.  A clearer indication of Hound Parish Council’s financial position would be available when the year-end closure takes place on 14 April 2009.

The cashbook balances were noted to hold £1000.00 for Cashbook 1, £112,845.50 for Cashbook 2 and £164,083.79 for Cashbook 4 as at 28 February 2009.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the balances for the three cashbooks as presented.

RESOLVED: That the balances of £1000.00 for Cashbook 1, £112,845.50 for Cashbook 2 and £164,083.79 for Cashbook 4 as at 28 February 2009 are accepted.

306. To discuss action required to oppose gravel extraction within parish of Hound
The Parish Clerk advised that an e-mail had been sent to Hamble-le-Rice and Bursledon Parish Councils to arrange a meeting between the three parishes, to discuss the strategy required to oppose gravel extraction at Hamble Airfield.  Councillors expressed their concern at the delay in the joint meeting being arranged and the Parish Clerk was asked to organise a date for the meeting to take place as soon as practicable.  Cllr McNulty agreed to contact Cllr House for further information.  It was noted that the opposition could be made by the parish councils individually or jointly, but thought to be preferable for the three parishes to approach this issue in unison.  Cllr Airey also suggested that contact was made with the Residents Against Gravel Extraction (RAGE) for further information.

307. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CLLR PARKER’S VERBAL REPORT RE: STANDING ORDERS AND THE GOOD COUNCILLORS GUIDE
Cllr Parker spoke regarding the length of recent Council meetings and that Hound Parish Council’s existing Standing Orders specify that meeting s should take no longer than two hours, but may be extended by up to half an hour by resolution.  It was noted the new NALC Model Standing Orders were due to be published in December 2009.  A group of Councillors had met in July 2008 to discuss possible revisions to Hound Parish Council’s Standing Orders, but had delayed presenting them to a Council meeting, as the NALC Model document was originally anticipated in January 2009.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the group meeting again to discuss the way forward in the near future.

RESOLVED: That the group meets again in the near future to discuss Hound Parish Council’s Standing Orders in the near future.
308. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CLLR PARKER’S VERBAL REPORT RE: PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY

Cllr Parker spoke about the footpaths within Hound parish, but mostly regarding footpath 12 adjacent to Station Road recreation ground, especially the problems experienced during the recent construction of the TSP.  The Chair responded that this issue was discussed at the Station Road recreation ground working party meeting held on 25 March 2009, the notes of which would be referred to the Council meeting to be held on 20 April 2009, which would include reference to the lessons learned during the construction.  Cllr Parker also spoke about the initial request to EBC for access over the old garage site being refused, this was due to the possibility of the site being redeveloped at the same time as the TSP project.  Access over the old garage site was not formalised between EBC and the contractors and the problems experienced was acknowledged as being one of the lessons learned during the project.

(Cllr Mrs Draper left the meeting at 9.10pm.)

309. TO APPOINT COUNCILLOR TO ATTEND EDAPTC MEETING ON 16 APRIL 2009 ON BEHALF OF CLLR MRS QUEEN
The Chair agreed to attend the meeting on 16 April 2009 at The Botley Centre in place of Cllr Mrs Queen.

310. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION FROM CLLR MCNULTY AND DEPUTY PARISH CLERK’S MEETING WITH BEVERLEY DRAIG EBC SUSTAINABILITY OFFICER ON 25 MARCH 2009

The Chair invited Cllr McNulty to update Councillors regarding the progress of grant funding applications for Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall.  A grant of £1000.00 was available from the Borough of Eastleigh Energy Project (BEEP) for the Abbey Hall suspended ceiling, £1000.00 for the Hound Parish Hall heating system.  A CarbonFree grant for cavity wall insulation may not be possible for either hall, but a grant may be available for other insulation at both halls.  Cllr McNulty highlighted that Hound Parish Council is the only local council in Eastleigh to have followed through the environmental surveys to apply for grants from the borough council.  The grant forms need completing and sending off to the Sustainability Officer at EBC as soon as possible.  A suggestion was received regarding thermal warming systems and new glazing for the two halls, to which Cllr McNulty responded that it would be feasible to make applications for EBC grant funding next year, for further energy saving measures.  Cllr Jackson concluded by advising that he and the Deputy Parish Clerk were due to meet with a representative from Earth Energy on 3 April 2009, to discuss the feasibility of a Ground Source Heat Pump installation at both halls.

311. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION FROM CLLR JACKSON RE: REPLACEMENT HEATING SYSTEMS FOR ABBEY HALL AND HOUND PARISH HALL
The Chair invited Cllr Jackson to brief Councillors on the progress of obtaining quotations for the replacement heating systems at Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall, to compare like-for-like specifications, which was expected to be received in the near future.  A new boiler is required at Hound Parish Hall and a pressure clean of the whole system is recommended, individual thermostats, lockable valves and digital time clocks were also preferred.  It was noted that the Butlocks Heath changing rooms were always cold, as the system did not work effectively to heat that area.  There are two boilers and heating systems at Abbey Hall, the gas supply at these premises were reduced, which also needs addressing.  Similarly, lockable valves, individual thermostats, and digital time clocks were recommended.  Quotations for the suspended ceiling had been received, but it was thought practicable to consider these quotations in conjunction with the heating system works.  It was also noted that the public address system equipment would also need adjusting and a quotation would be required for this work to be conducted at the same time.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of referring this issue to the next meeting on 20 April 2009, for a further update.

RESOLVED: That this issue be referred to the next Council meeting on 20 April 2009 for a further update.

312. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CLLR MCNULTY’S REPORT RE: TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION

The Chair invited Cllr West to speak as Chair of the Station Road recreation ground working party, a meeting of which had been held on 25 March 2009 and the notes from the meeting would be referred to the Council meeting on 20 April 2009.  The meeting had focused on lessons learned regarding Health & Safety issues and applying for grant funding for future projects.  Cllr West highlighted that the TSP project had been the first undertaken by Hound Parish Council in some twenty years and that the Council should be proud of the new building, although it was acknowledged that there would be snagging problems which required resolution.  

Cllr McNulty had distributed a report of the complaints received from local residents, including a complaint which resulted in a letter to Chris Huhne MP and that during the building period, the development appeared on the EBC enforcement list.  Hound Parish Council had given tacit agreement to the contractor to allow vehicles to use the entrance from The Crescent to the pavilion building site, despite being told by EBC, who owned the land, not to use this entrance for the purpose of allowing goods to be transported to the pavilion site.  Hound Parish Council did not insist on a risk assessment being produced by the project supervisor of the contactor and therefore no risk assessment was produced.  A risk assessment document could be used as a performance indicator for contractors.  Cllr McNulty brought to the attention of Councillors that the next project at The Hard should be produced to a better standard, having taken note of the issues raised during the TSP project and that public safety should be paramount.  Cllr McNulty also advised Councillors that the incident reported to the Health & Safety Executive had not been pursued due to the lack of an independent witness being willing to come forward.  

Cllr McNulty also spoke about the handing over of the keys to Hound Parish Council after the site meeting with the Project Supervisor on 10 March 2009 and queried whether this should have occurred when snagging items would need attention.  Cllr McNulty had visited the site with an independent builder, who felt the roof was adequate, but that ventilation issues needed to be addressed to avoid mould forming inside the building.  

(Cllr Mrs Queen left the meeting at 9.40pm.)

313. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE QUOTATION FOR SURVEY OF HOUND PARISH COUNCIL’S PROPERTIES

The Parish Clerk advised that it was usual to have a valuation of the council’s properties undertaken on a three-yearly basis and this was to ensure that the insurance policy accurately reflected the value of the premises insured.  A quotation had been received from Daniells Harrison, Hound Parish Council’s surveyors to conduct the survey at a cost of no more than £2100.00 plus VAT, based on the cost of the 2006 survey and that some buildings were no longer in existence.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation received.
