Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 9 March 2009 at Abbey Hall, commencing at 6.30pm
PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllr Jackson (Vice-Chair), Cllrs Forder, McNulty, Parker, Mrs Queen and West.  Also present: Cllr Keith House EBC & HCC, Cllr Hugh Millar EBC, Amanda Cole Sure Start Centre Co-ordinator, Mr Stuart Payne, Tildan Construction, two members of the public and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

270. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllrs Mrs Draper and Mrs Wyse, for domestic reasons.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Councillors’ reasons for their absence as valid apologies.

RESOLVED: That the apologies received from Cllrs Airey, Mrs Draper and Mrs Wyse are accepted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)
271. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

Cllr Mrs Queen declared her personal interest in item 253 as her nephew co-owns SCE Ltd.  Cllr Jackson declared his interest in item 284, as he owns a property near the foreshore at Netley Abbey.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the personal interests declared.

RESOLVED: That the personal declarations made are accepted.

(Power used: (Power used: Local Government Act 2000 as amended by the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct Order) 2007)

272. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

A resident raised a query whether planning permission had been sought for the building works at the old butcher’s shop in Victoria Road and a response was received that the Planning Committee had raised no objection, as the frontage was thought to be unstable and therefore remedial work was required.  It was noted that the planning application was delegated to the EBC planning officers and not referred to the LAC for determination.

It was questioned whether the boundary between Butlocks Heath allotment site and Priors Hill Copse had been established, to which the Chair responded that he and Cllr Forder, as allotment holders, had recently met with members of the Friends of Priors Hill Copse (FOPHC) group to clarify the positioning of the Heras fencing.  The fencing would need to be adjusted and the work would be undertaken jointly between FOPHC and allotment holders.

The boundary review issue was also raised and the Chair advised that this issue was an agenda item for discussion later in the meeting.

The Chair introduced Stuart Payne of Tildan Construction, whose company had undertaken the construction of the new Tankerville Sports Pavilion in Station Road recreation ground and invited Mr Payne to speak about the project.  Mr Payne advised that the handover of keys to the new building to Hound Parish Council was due to take place on Tuesday 10 March 2009, following a snagging visit.  The Chair highlighted that the project had been delivered within budget, apart from the additional expenditure for the anti-graffiti treatment and was a great improvement on the previous facilities at the site.

Cllr House spoke regarding the HCC Devolved Grants Scheme and that he had been able to provide a grant of £5000.00 towards the Butlocks Heath skateramp project and £4000.00 towards the energy saving projects for Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall, from this source, Cllr McNulty expressed his thanks to Cllr House for making a larger grant for the latter project than had been applied for.  

Cllr Forder asked Cllr House if HCC had a budget for pothole road repairs in the Parish, to which Cllr House responded that a budget was in place and that emergency work was possible, but there were strict criteria for repairs to be conducted as emergency work.  More funds were likely to be forthcoming from central government, but there was a considerable backlog of work at the present time.

The Chair invited the contractor providing a demonstration of CCTV for the Tankerville Sports Pavilion to show how the equipment worked, in order that Councillors could make an informed decision whether to install equipment on the site, later in the meeting.

273. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

274. RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr McNulty spoke about the timeframes proposed by EBC Engineering for the works at The Hard and that it was anticipated that work would be conducted in June – July 2009, for a maximum of two months.  Councillors expressed bitter disappointment that the project would not be undertaken in early April as had been hoped and the Parish Clerk was asked to send a letter to EBC Engineering to this effect.  Cllr House commented that it could be difficult for EBC Engineering officers to bring this project forward, due to other commitments.

Cllr McNulty advised that the revised lease agreement for the New Road car park would be referred to the EBC Cabinet meeting on 6 April 2009, for approval.

275. QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT
No questions were received.

276. TO SIGN AND APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 16 FEBRUARY 2009

The Chair itemised the minutes of the previous meeting held on 16 February 2009 for accuracy.  

(260)A query was raised whether the Parish Clerk had been asked to write to residents regarding the boundary review issue, to which the Parish Clerk advised that no instruction from Council had been received and that EBC would undertake the consultation process.  

(253)(260) Tankerville Sports Pavilion – it was noted that the minute should read ‘to highlight the concerns raised on numerous occasions.’

(268)(iii) RVCP – the minute should read ‘at the new parking area’.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 16 February 2009, together with the amendments, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

277. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)
The Parish Clerk’s report had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.  

(158) Old Netley pavilion – a date would be set for the first working party meeting after a date for the last Station Road Recreation Ground Working Party had been arranged, to enable the latter to assess the project and lessons learned for application to future projects.  Cllrs Parker, West, Mrs Draper and McNulty would therefore meet in the near future to discuss the new project.

(259) Beach Lane – Netley Castle path – the Parish Clerk advised she was due to meet with an officer from Hampshire Highways in April 2009, Cllr Parker asked to be advised of the date that he might also attend.

(310) Playground maintenance – the remedial work to all recreation grounds was due to be completed by the end of March 2009.  The replacement of the equipment at Castle recreation ground was due to be installed in the near future and the regular playground equipment maintenance would commence 1 April 2009.  The regular maintenance reports would include photographs and the remedial action required.

(262) The Hard – the Parish Clerk had received the options for the finishing of the railings and surfacing from EBC and it was suggested that the Developers' Contributions Working Party meet as soon as possible to consider the options and refer the issue to the next Council meeting on 30 March 2009.

(331) Station Road pavilion – the Parish Clerk was asked to send a written reminder to the contractor that asbestos is present in the building and that the appropriate Health & Safety considerations should be made.  The Parish Clerk advised that all companies approached to quote for the work had been sent a copy of the most recent asbestos report.

(19) Butlocks Heath skateramp project – the Parish Clerk advised that the outcome of the application for £2000.00 of grant funding from the Hampshire Playing Fields Association was anticipated and that there was an estimated shortfall of £6500.00 for the project.  To this end, the Parish Clerk had asked for the LAC to consider additional funding and been advised this issue would be referred to the next LAC Team meeting to be held on 18 March 2009.

(61) EBC asset transfers – the Parish Clerk was in receipt of some information regarding costs of possible assets to transfer from EBC, but that she would prepare a report when all the required information had been received.

(114) Parish Office frontage – further information had been requested by EBC Development Control.

(195) Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall disabled car parking – the Deputy Parish Clerk had approached EBC for further information, which was awaited.

(207) Financial information – this had been received from EBC and distributed to all Councillors.

(259) Old Netley recreation ground – Kevin Warren EBC had produced a report which was due to be sent to the Cabinet meeting on 6 April 2009.

(348) Butlocks Heath village green - Hound Parish Council’s solicitors had sent a further letter to HCC to reiterate the definition of the locality of Butlocks Heath.

(355) Internal Auditor – the Internal Auditor had visited the Parish Office on 4 March 2009 and made some recommendations as to revised control measures, the Chair advised that there would be adjustments to the way information was presented to Councillors in the future.

(268) RVCP car parking – an e-mail had been sent to the RVCP manager regarding planning permission for the new car parking installations.  Cllr Mrs Queen advised she had recently attended an RVCP meeting and it was noted that the RVCP management wished to liaise with Hound Parish Council and the Royal British Legion to ensure the Remembrance Day commemorations proceed smoothly this year.

(64) Listing of BT telephone boxes – Cllr Parker noted that these had not been included in the Netley Abbey Conservation Area Report by EBC and that this omission should be highlighted to the Conservation Officer, the consultation period for the report would close on 22 April 2009.

(212) Priory Road allotment site – Cllr Parker provided photographs of a hen house within the Priory Road allotment site and asked for the RSPCA to advise whether the facilities were large enough for the birds.  The Parish Clerk was also asked to pursue whether chickens could be kept on the site from EBC Legal Services.

An enquiry was received whether it was possible to seek reimbursement for the Assistant Parish Clerk’s Access to Work equipment, to which the Parish Clerk responded that up to 80% of the expenditure can be reclaimed.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

279. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION FROM AMANDA COLE, SURE START CENTRE CO-ORDINATOR RE: CENTRE FOR HAMBLE, NETLEY ABBEY & BUTLOCKS HEATH
The Chair invited Amanda Cole to speak about the prospective Sure Start centre, which is part of an initiative from central government, which aims to have a centre in every location b y 2010.  Ms Cole added that there were three phases of children’s centre, which link to the Index of Multiple Deprivation.  The new ‘virtual’ centre will cover Hamble-le-Rice, Netley Abbey and Butlocks Heath, in a variety of locations.  There is currently no money in place for a centre for Bursledon and Old Netley.  The centres provide facilities for families with children under five and work to promote healthy eating and living and multi-agency parenting programmes, in addition to networking opportunities for parents and carers, working in partnership with pre-schools and primary schools.  There are also connections with The HYPE, doctors surgeries and baby clinics.

Ms Cole was asked how Hound Parish Council could help with the new centre, to which she replied that new venues for the project to hold sessions were always in demand, mostly due to schools only being available during term time.  There are also vacancies for community members to help run the centres.  It was noted that there are many parenting courses available, however Ms Cole added that Sure Start courses would be available both daytime and in the evenings.

An enquiry was received regarding the cost of the centre’s course, to which Ms Cole replied that there could be a graduated charge for using the ‘virtual’ centre’s facilities, although there was no charge anticipated at present.  The centre would be funded from central government, but further support maybe forthcoming from EBC.  It was suggested that an annual programme of events could be sent to the Parish Office and Ms Cole was asked for details of the official launch, which was due to take place in summer 2009.

The Chair thanked Ms Cole for attending the meeting and for providing the information requested.

280. TO RECEIVE NOTICE OF CONCLUSION OF AUDIT 2007 – 2008 FROM THE AUDIT COMMISSION

The Chair read from the External Auditor’s report, which had been completed, but had noted that Hound Parish Council should review its Fidelity Guarantee cover, which is currently in place for £353,013.00.  This is represented by the year end cash balances plus half of the Precept, but it was noted that due to the expenditure for the Tankerville Sports Pavilion in the current year, this was likely to be reduced as at 31 March 2009.  The External Auditor also noted that the current account would be overdrawn by £5632.00 when unpresented cheques had been taken into account, however Hound Parish Council has an arrangement whereby funds from its deposit account are automatically transferred to the current account, when the balance falls below £1000.00.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Notice of Conclusion of Audit 2007 – 2008.

RESOLVED: That the Notice of Conclusion of Audit 2007 – 2008 is accepted.

281. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION RE: BOUNDARY REVIEW WITH HAMBLE-LE-RICE AND BURSLEDON PARISHES

Cllr Hugh Millar of Bursledon Parish Council reiterated that his council disagreed with Hamble-le-Rice Parish Councils’ request for a boundary review, however it was noted that EBC was duty bound to comply with the request and the public consultation process would begin in the near future.  The outcome of the consultation process would help a decision to be made whether the boundary should be altered.

It was noted that a timetable was in place for the consultation process, following EBC’s Full Council meeting held on 23 February 2009.  Concern was raised that the changes requested from Hamble-le-Rice Parish council included a portion of land being transferred to Bursledon parish, it was noted that any parish council has the right to request boundary changes, but does not presume that changes will be approved.  It was also highlighted that Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council could withdraw the application.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Councillors preparing for this issue to be referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 30 March 2009, for the Parish Clerk to write to Richard Ward, Head of EBC Legal and Democratic Services, to express Hound Parish Council’s lack of knowledge of this subject and unhappiness with the process and for letters to be written to residents potentially affected by the boundary change.

RESOLVED: That Councillors prepare for the boundary review issue to be referred to the next Council meeting to be held on 30 March 2009, for the Parish Clerk to write to Richard Ward, Head of EBC Legal and Democratic Services, to express Hound Parish Council’s lack of knowledge of this subject and unhappiness with the process and for letters to be written to residents potentially affected by the boundary change.

282. TO RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 2 MARCH 2009
The Planning Committee minutes and report from the meeting held on 2 March 2009 were duly noted, discussion took place regarding the tree work proposed at Malmesbury Court.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

283. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION RE: CONSTRUCTION OF TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION

The Chair invited Cllr West as Chair of the Station Road recreation ground working party to update Councillors of the progress of the Tankerville Sports Pavilion.  A site meeting had taken place on 4 March 2009, which was attended by Cllrs West, Palframan and Jackson, the building was due to be handed over from the builder to Hound Parish Council on 10 March 2009, with last minute snagging and landscaping to be completed in the near future, the latter after the demolition of the green pavilion.

The underfloor heating was discussed and Mr Payne of Tildan Construction advised that this was not the first time his company had installed this type of system, which although are expensive capital purchases, are economical to run.  It was noted the building would be used for the first time during the forthcoming weekend and the night watchman and security fencing would remain in situ for a short while after the handover.  The gaps in the perimeter hedges had been blocked of using fence panels salvaged from the old pavilion site and holly from Priors Hill Copse would help enhance the security of the site.  

Whilst Councillors were pleased to see the building completed, it was highlighted that it should be kept in a clean and tidy condition by user groups.  The official opening had yet to be organised, but the Parish Clerk advised that a second letter had been sent to Iwan Thomas MBE and a response was requested by 31 March 2009.  It was suggested that should the alternative choice person not be available to officially open the building, that this function could be performed by Cllrs Airey and the Chair.

Cllr McNulty spoke about the incident which had occurred when a resident of The Crescent was almost knocked over by a reversing vehicle over the old garage site.  Cllr McNulty read from the lady’s letter, which had been photocopied and transcribed for ease of reference to all Councillors prior to the meeting.  The Parish Clerk read from legal advice received from Hedleys solicitors, via HALC, that ‘an accident occurred and the matter has been reported to the Health & Safety Executive, that no other report should be made to the Council as it might well prejudice any action taken by third parties’ and that ‘it is not for the Council to make independent enquiries, the Chair should not permit discussion of any report’.

Photographs of the old garage site and footpath 12 were shown to Councillors present and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of referring further discussion to Confidential Matters later in the meeting.

RESOLVED: That further discussion be referred to Confidential Matters later in the meeting.

(Power used: Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 ss(2))

284. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INVITATION TO SUBMIT EVIDENCE TO THE ALL PARTY PARLIAMENTARY GROUP COASTAL & MARINE INQUIRY INTO DEPRIVATION & DISADVANTAGE IN COASTAL RURAL AREAS (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 30 MARCH 2009)

Discussion followed and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Parish Clerk e-mailing a copy of the consultation document to EBC and requesting a copy of EBC’s response, for information.

285. TO RECEIVE INVITATION AND NOMINATE ATTENDEE FOR NORTH SOLENT SHORELINE MANAGEMENT PLAN MEETING AT EASTLEIGH BOROUGH COUNCIL ON 26 MARCH 2009
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Chair attending the meeting on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That the Chair attends the North Solent Shoreline Management Plan meeting at Eastleigh Borough Council on 26 March 2009, on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

286. TO RECEIVE INVITATION AND NOMINATE ATTENDEE FOR OFFICIAL LAUNCH TO CELEBRATE THE CENTENARY OF FLYING IN SOUTH HAMPSHIRE AT THE CONCORDE CLUB ON 27 MARCH 2009

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Parker attending the launch on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Parker attends the Official Launch to Celebrate the Centenary of Flying in south Hampshire at the Concorde Club on 27 March 2009, on behalf of Hound Parish Council

287. TO RECEIVE ADVICE OF CHANGE OF STATUS OF HAMPSHIRE ASSOCIATION OF LOCAL COUNCILS (HALC)

The Chair read from the notice received from HALC that its status had changed to a Company Limited by Guarantee, with effect from 28 February 2009.  Steven Lugg would now be known as the Chief Executive, but the prime implication for member Councils would be that the liability for HALC’s debts would be restricted to a maximum of £1.00.  

288. TO RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 13 (A)
No resolutions were received.

289. TO RECEIVE REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)
(i) Cllr West was pleased to receive information that Netley Royals under 12’s team had won their league title and it was suggested that the Parish Clerk write a letter of congratulations to the team.

(ii) Cllr Mrs Queen asked for the barrier installed by EBC at the Seaview Estate footpath to be inspected, as although it was offset, it was thought to be inadequate.

(iii) Cllr West again asked for Cllr Sue Ingram to be invited to attend a Council meeting in the future, the Parish Clerk advised that Cllr Ingram had indicated she would endeavour to attend if possible.

290. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION AND QUOTATIONS RECEIVED FROM MICHAEL WEAKLEY RE: CCTV FOR THE TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION

Discussion followed regarding the demonstration provided by the contractor earlier in the meeting.  Concern was raised that people would be able to climb on to the poles supporting the CCTV cameras and that night time images could be indistinct if an upgraded system was not installed.  The Parish Clerk had been asked to contact Hedge End Town Council for advice regarding its experience of CCTV provision, which had not been entirely successful.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of not installing CCTV at the Tankerville Sports pavilion.

RESOLVED: That CCTV is not installed at the Tankerville Sports Pavilion.

291. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION RE: ABBEY HALL & HOUND PARISH HALL ENERGY REVIEWS, TOGETHER WITH QUOTATIONS RECEIVED FOR ABBEY HALL SUSPENDED CEILING AND REPLACEMENT HEATING SYSTEMS FOR ABBEY HALL & HOUND PARISH HALL

Copies of the tender sheets prepared by the Deputy Parish Clerk had been distributed to Councillors prior to the meeting.  Cllr McNulty spoke about the work he and the Deputy Parish Clerk had undertaken and the grants available from the Borough of Eastleigh Energy Project (BEEP) and the grant received from Cllr House’s Devolved HCC Councillor Budget.  The variation in costs and specifications for the boilers, heating systems and possible ceiling fans and/or suspended ceiling at Abbey Hall, made it difficult for Councillors to make a decision as to the way forward.  Cllr Jackson agreed to investigate the issues for both Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall, in a holistic manner, to enable an informed decision to be made in the near future.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllrs Jackson, McNulty and the Chair meeting with the Deputy Parish Clerk to make a recommendation to the next Council meeting to be held on 30 March 2009.

RESOLVED: That Cllrs Jackson, McNulty and the Chair meet with the Deputy Parish Clerk to make a recommendation to the next Council meeting to be held on 30 March 2009.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending Standing Orders to allow the meeting to continue for a further half hour.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended to allow the meeting to continue for a further half hour.
