Minutes of the meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Tuesday 1 June 2010 at Abbey Hall, Victoria Road, Netley Abbey, Southampton, SO31 5AF

PRESENT: Cllr Mrs Queen in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, Parker, Jackson, Forder and Hawkins.

Also present:  Two members of the public, the Parish Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs and the Assistant Parish Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan.

31. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr Palframan who was on holiday.

RESOLVED: That the apologies received be accepted.

32. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

No declarations of interest were received.

33. TO RECEIVE APPLICATION FOR CO-OPTION OF COUNCILLOR FOR BUTLOCKS HEATH

The Chair invited Mr Quentin Smith to address the Council. Mr Smith, who prefers to be addressed as Dick Smith, informed members that he has recently retired after working for more than twenty years in local government. Mr Smith, a local resident, would like to become a member of Hound Parish Council as he would like to contribute to the provision of good service to the community of Hound. A proposal was received, seconded and agreed unanimously that Mr Quentin Smith be co-opted as member of Hound Parish Council.

34. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair invited youth worker Paul McLeod to address members. Paul informed Council that he would shortly be changing work areas from Hound to Hedge End. Paul stated that he wished to thank HPC for their support of youth projects during the eight years he has worked in the area. Paul advised that his replacement, Donna Brewer is a very experienced youth worker. Paul’s manager is currently reviewing a report on the drop in centre project that was run at the Tankerville Sports Pavilion during the winter months, the report will be sent to HPC shortly. 

The Chair thanked Paul for his work within Hound and wished him well in his new role

TO RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey began his report by informing Council that the new Mayor of Eastleigh is Cllr John Caldwell, who represents Hiltingbury East. The new Deputy Mayor is Cllr Wayne Irish, who represents Eastleigh Central.

Cllr Hugh Millar stood down at the May elections as Borough Councillor for Bursledon and Old Netley. The newly elected borough Cllr for Old Netley and Bursledon is Jane O’Sullivan.

Prime Tower Properties, the developer of the Station Pub site have decided to go to appeal with regard to the Local Area Committee refusal of their application to develop the site. This will be by way of a hearing for which a date has not yet been set. Cllr McNulty and Cllr Airey along with the Parish Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs will be meeting with EBC planning officers on Tuesday 8 June 2010 to discuss the process. The LAC will endeavour to obtain independent retail impact information through the appointment of a consultation firm. As the decision made by the LAC was against the EBC officers advice the LAC will need to appoint a planning consultant to present the LAC’s case at the hearing.

Cllr Luke McNulty has been elected Vice Chair of the Local Area Committee.

There are changes to bus service routes in Old Netley for the 72 and 80 from the 6 June 2010. The changes are to the routes within Southampton. They will continue to operate via Queensway inwards but operate via the High Street outwards. Passengers on their way home will now need to wait on the eastern (opposite) side of Castle Way. Travel times will change on the 80 and the route will be extended to include Southampton Central train station (north side). 

TO RECEIVE QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT

In response to various questions from Cllrs regarding the appeal for the former Station pub site, Cllr Airey advised that the Station Pub appeal would have to be based on the original application which was one application for housing, offices and a retail unit. 

In addition Cllr Airey informed Cllrs that the defence for the refusal decision is solely based on the original refusal grounds. In essence that the argument for upholding the LAC decision must pertain to the original grounds the decision was based on.

TO RECEIVE POLICE/PCSO REPORT

No report was received.

35. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

For clarity it was noted that within the Parish Clerk’s progress report item (24) Co-Op trolleys refers to the large delivery cages they leave on the public footpath.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that the minutes of the meeting held on 10 May 2010, together with the amendments, be accepted.

 (5) Butlocks Heath Skateramp – In response to a question from Cllr Parker the Assistant Clerk advised that the date for the commencement of works has not yet been confirmed.

 (25) Parish Plan – This item is to be moved to high priority.

(36) Old Netley boundary sign – The Clerk advised that she would contact the LAC co-ordinator Diccon Bright upon his return from holiday. 

(37) Photocopier lease – The Clerk advised Council that the old photocopier has not yet been taken away and the new one has not arrived.

Additionally the Clerk informed Cllrs that she had written to Diccon Bright on the 14th May 2010 to relay HPC’s request for a financial contribution towards the legal costs in the application for an area of Butlocks Heath to become a Village Green. The Clerk has now received a response and EBC have declined to offer a financial contribution towards the legal fees.
