5. TO RECEIVE RESIGNATION OF COUNCILLOR FOR BUTLOCKS HEATH

A letter of resignation was received from Cllr Ian West.  The Clerk informed Council that the vacancy is being advertised by election until the 21 May 2010 after which an individual can be co-opted to be a Councillor.

6. TO ELECT THE VICE-CHAIR OF HOUND PARISH COUNCIL FOR 2010 – 2011
A nomination was received to elect Cllr Hawkins as Vice-Chair of Hound Parish Council.  No other nominations were received.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of electing Cllr Hawkins to serve as Vice-Chair of Hound Parish Council for the 2009 – 2010 municipal year.  Cllr Hawkins agreed to accept the nomination.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Hawkins be elected to serve as Vice-Chair of Hound Parish Council for the 2010 – 2011 municipal year.

7. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair asked the member of the public if they had any questions and he responded that he was just there to observe as he was considering applying to be a Parish Councillor. 

An additional member of the public arrived at 7.10pm. 

In response to a question from the member of the public the Clerk explained that the area of land in Butlocks Heath which Hound Parish Council had investigated being made a village green was now in the ownership of Hound Parish Council as a public open space.  The land ownership had been transferred from EBC under open spaces to Hound Parish Council.

The member of the public also enquired as to whether planning permission had been obtained for the recent footpath works on Beach Lane in Netley Abbey.  The Clerk advised that the work had been contracted to HCC and if planning permission was required this would have been sought by HCC. The Chair asked the Clerk to obtain this information from HCC.

TO RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

No Borough report was received.

TO RECEIVE QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT

There not being a Borough Report presented, no questions were received.

TO RECEIVE POLICE/PCSO REPORT

At the invitation of the Chair, PC Gulliver apologised for arriving late due to operational issues.  PC Gulliver advised Council that a new police report had not yet been compiled however she agreed to take questions from Councillors.

Cllr Mrs Queen read from Cllr Airey’s email (item 29i), a response from EBC enforcements to a query raised by parishioners.  The old Netley Court School site has been used by police for training and local residents had raised concerns after seeing men in helmets throwing things out of windows at the location and a lot of noise activity taking place.  PC Gulliver advised that she wasn’t aware of any specific activity but would pass the concerns on to Sgt O’Hanlon.

Cllr Forder expressed his concerns that the part funded PCSO for Hound has not yet received a cycle and subsequently can spend a proportion of her shift walking to and from Hedge End station.  PC Gulliver responded that she would report Hound Parish Council concerns to the PCSO’s supervisor.

Cllr Palframan asked if more patrols could be carried out at the Butlocks Heath recreation ground as youths have been trespassing into the allotment site to the rear of the ground and the skate ramp has begun to be covered in graffiti.  Additionally the Assistant Clerk reported that damage had occurred on the guttering at Hound Parish Hall and the Tankerville Pavilion.

8. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

18. TO RECEIVE MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON 12 APRIL 2010

The Chair précised the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 12 April 2010, which was not a meeting of the parish council, but a public meeting for parishioners.  A representative from Community Action Hampshire had spoken about the implementation of Parish Plans.  The Chair had also provided a presentation on the work of the parish council during his year in office.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that the minutes of the Annual Parish meeting held on April 12 2010 be received.

19. TO RECEIVE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 19 APRIL 2010

The Chair itemised the minutes from the meeting held on 19 April 2010 for accuracy.  It was noted that page 130 Cllr Hawkins had been stating that there is no defined line with regards to erosion of the shoreline.

Item 131 Diccon Bright had contacted Eric Reed, not Cllr Parker. 

Item 134 Cllr West had reported the bins were overfull, not Cllr Parker.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes of the meeting held on 19 April 2010, together with the amendments, as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 19 April 2010, together with the amendments be accepted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

20. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

The Chair invited Councillors to raise queries regarding the Parish Clerk’s report, which had been distributed in advance of the meeting.

(3) Waterfront improvements – In response to a question from Cllr Parker, the Clerk advised that she had been in touch with EBC regarding the bank area near the Beach Lane entrance not being seeded and eroding, causing soil displacement onto the new path.

(7) Emergency plan – In response to a question from Cllr Parker the Clerk advised that Sgt O’Hanlon had provided her with additional contacts for researching the project.  The Chair advised Councillors that EBC has a full emergency plan which covers our area.

(18) Hound Parish Hall canopy – The Assistant Clerk informed Cllrs that the canopy was scheduled to be fitted on Thursday 13 May 2010.

(13&14) Station Road rec senior play equipment & fitness trail – The Clerk advised a DCWP would be arranged in the next few weeks, at which these issues would be discussed further.

(28) Reading Rooms plaque – Cllr Parker advised that he is still in communications with the Church in order to retrieve the plaque.

(24) Co-Op trolley bay – The Chair asked PC Gulliver if the police could look into the situation to which she agreed.

(26) Parish Plan – The Clerk advised Councillors that the community engagement questionnaire had returned a small but strong response. It was agreed that this item be moved to the high priority list.

21. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

Cllr Parker expressed his frustration at the charges incurred in the solicitor’s fees for investigation of the green area at Butlocks Heath becoming a village green.  It was suggested that the Clerk contact EBC to request a proportion of financial support towards the costs.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the list of transactions made between 19 April 2009 and 10 May 2010, as presented on the extract from the cashbook.

RESOLVED: That the transactions made between 19 April 2009 and 10 May 2010, as presented on the extract from the cashbook, be accepted.

22. TO RECEIVE QUARTERLY REPORT OF BALANCE SHEET FOR 31 MARCH 2010

The balance sheet as at 31 March 2010 showed a general reserve of £148,330.00 and Ear Marked Reserve (EMR) of £70,322.00, totaling £218,652.00.  The year-end figures would be confirmed after DCK Beavers Limited had completed the year end closure of the accounts and would be reported to Council at the Special Annual Audit & Accounts meeting to be held on 28 June 2010.

23. TO RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 4 MAY 2010

The minutes of the planning meeting were received. Cllr Parker informed Councillors that he would be continuing to observe the pedestrian access and tree concerns at the site of the former Station Road pub.

24. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE QUOTATIONS FOR LEASE OF PARISH OFFICE PHOTOCOPIER

The Parish Clerk had provided a comparison of the quotations received to replace the current photocopier.  The cost of the lease and reproduction charges for a monochrome and colour photocopier were discussed.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation from Contractor ‘B’ at a cost of £773.64 plus VAT per year for a three year lease, with monochrome copies costing £0.005 each and colour copies at £0.0466 each.  A further proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Parish Clerk being given delegated authority to pursue this issue further as required, to ensure the smooth transition of one machine to another, without the requirement to refer this issue back to Council, unless necessary.

RESOLVED: That the quotation received from Contractor ‘B’ (Ricoh) at a cost of £773.64 plus VAT per year for a three year lease, with monochrome copies costing £0.005 each and colour copies at £0.0466 each, be accepted.

RESOLVED: That the Parish Clerk be given delegated authority to pursue this issue further as required, to ensure the smooth transition of one machine to another, without the requirement to refer this issue back to Council, unless necessary.

25. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE QUOTATION FOR LEASE OF GROUNDS STAFF VEHICLE 

The Assistant Clerk read from the quotes received.  Cllr Parker advised Council that he had carried out some research independently and reported the costings he had sourced.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that the Assistant Clerk further investigates the information provide by Cllr Parker and then the item be placed on the next agenda.

RESOLVED: That the Assistant Clerk further investigates the information provide by Cllr Parker and then the item be placed on the next agenda.

26. TO RECEIVE, DISCUSS AND APPROVE QUOTATION FOR REPAIR OF STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND KICKWALL

The Assistant Clerk advised Cllrs that additional quotations had been sought for two options to further protect the repairs to be carried out on the Station Road kickwall.  Option one to provide a fire retardant coating at a cost of £750.00.  Option 2 to coat the marine ply with two coats of good quality brown emulsion at a cost of £325.00.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the quotation for option 2 to coat the marine ply with two coats of good quality brown emulsion at a cost of £325.00.

RESOLVED: That the quotation for option 2 to coat the marine ply with two coats of good quality brown emulsion at a cost of £325.00, be accepted.

27. TO DISCUSS AND APPROVE PROVISION OF OLD NETLEY BOUNDARY SIGN (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 19 APRIL 2010)

Discussion took place regarding the design and location of the proposed sign and it was suggested that the cost of the same could be met from Developers' Contributions or the Local Area Committee’s budget, rather than being funded by Hound Parish Council, as this would set a precedent.

The Chair agreed to attend the service on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

(iii) Cllr Parker’s report re: exterior refurbishment of Abbey Hall.

Cllr Parker’s report had been circulated to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.  It was noted that routine maintenance items should be included in the maintenance schedule, which the Deputy Parish Clerk had been asked to provide some time prior to her period of sick leave.  Whilst Councillors were encouraged to highlight issues which were non-routine items, the maintenance of the parish council’s property was seen to be within the remit of the parish office member of staff with responsibility for their area of work.

(iv) Cllr Parker’s report re: Abbey Hall public lavatories, together with the Parish Clerk’s report of site visit held on 5 May 2010.

Cllr Parker’s report was read in conjunction with the Parish Clerk’s report regarding improvements suggested to the facilities.  Further progress would be reported to Council in due course.
