Minutes of the Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Monday 16 February 2009 at Hound Parish Hall
PRESENT: Cllrs Airey, Mrs Draper, Forder, McNulty, Parker, Mrs Queen and West.  Also present: Inspector Patrick Holdaway, Hedge End Police, Cllr Colin Mercer Eastleigh District Association of Parish & Town Councils (EDAPTC) and Mr Taylor Eastleigh Southern Parishes Older Peoples’ Forum (ESPOPF) and Mrs Sue Hobbs Parish Clerk.

249. TO ELECT CHAIR OF MEETING
As neither the Chair nor the Vice-Chair were present at the meeting, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Cllr Mrs Queen presiding at the meeting.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Queen preside at the meeting.
(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 paragraphs 11 & 27)

250. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Palframan and Jackson for domestic reasons.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the Councillors reasons for their absence as valid apologies.

RESOLVED: That the apologies received from Cllrs Palframan and Jackson are accepted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s85)
A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

RESOLVED: That Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME
Cllr Davies, Chair of Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council asked to speak, as he wished to express apologies on behalf of his council for the handling of the boundary review issue, as Bursledon Parish Council had been approached for support before Hound Parish Council had had the opportunity to comment on the request to review the boundary between Hamble-le-Rice and Hound.  This issue would be discussed later in the meeting.  

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr McNulty spoke briefly about the ‘Cavalaire’ appeal and advised that EBC had agreed that the process had been dealt with properly.

QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT
Cllr Parker enquired as to the future of The Station public house site, which it was noted appeared more derelict.  Cllr Airey responded that demolition was unlikely to take place in the near future, because this would negate claims for community use.  It was suggested that extra precautions should be installed to deter illegal occupation by travellers and a comment was received that it was unlikely to be used as a public house in the current economic climate.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be resumed.

251. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

Cllr Parker declared his personal interest in item 263 as his wife receives bus tokens and Cllr Mrs Queen declared her personal interest in item 253 as her nephew co-owns SCE Ltd.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the personal interests declared.

RESOLVED: That the personal declarations made are accepted.

(Power used: (Power used: Local Government Act 2000 as amended by the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct Order) 2007)

252. TO SIGN AND APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING HELD ON 26 JANUARY 2009

Cllr Mrs Queen itemised the minutes of the previous meeting held on 26 January 2009 for accuracy.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the minutes as a true record of the meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 26 January 2009, be accepted as a true record of the meeting.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

253. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (TO REPLACE MATTERS ARISING REPORT – FOR INFORMATION ONLY)
(158) Old Netley pavilion - an enquiry was received as to the progress of obtaining alternative quotations for repairs, which the Parish Clerk advised were awaited.

(246) Disability Discrimination Act assessment – a query was raised as to the items outstanding and the Parish Clerk advised that the disabled lavatory at Hound Parish Hall had accounted for the majority of the budget for the current financial year and that settlement of the retainer would be due for settlement in March 2009, the other items in the report would be addressed subject to availability of funds.

(260) Station Road recreation ground changing rooms project (Tankerville Sports Pavilion) – Cllr Parker raised his Health & Safety concerns, including inadequate ‘Heras’ fencing and the lack of a banksman when vehicles were using the old garage site.  Cllr West spoke about footpath 12 being demarcated using bunting and Cllr McNulty raised his concern that the issues Cllr Parker had previously raised did not appear to have been addressed, although it was highlighted that the Enforcement Officer at EBC had visited the site periodically.  An enquiry was raised whether the letter to the Architect had been sent from the last Council meeting held on 26 January 2009, which the Parish Clerk was asked to chase if it had been sent, to highlight the concerns raised.

The interpretation of the wording of the notices provided by the Architect at the site was discussed and a view was expressed that some of the issues raised could have been exaggerated.

(262) The Hard – the Parish Clerk updated Councillors, that the application for funding made to Veolia had not been approved, but the results of the application to SITA Trust were awaited.  The Parish Clerk had contacted EBC Engineering as to the progress of the tender process, to be advised that EBC work was taking priority but that it was anticipated the work would be conducted after the start of the new financial year.  Cllrs Airey and McNulty agreed to pursue this issue in their Borough Councillor capacity.

(310) Playground maintenance – the Parish Clerk advised that work had commenced on the repairs required, although there had been a delay due to the recent extreme weather conditions.

(19) Butlocks Heath skateramp – the Parish Clerk advised that a grant of £5000.00 had been received from Cllr House’s HCC devolved budget, to help make up the shortfall in funding and that she had also arranged a meeting for 23 February 2009 with John Coney of the Hampshire Playing Fields Association to seek a grant of £2000.00.

(180) Facilities for young people – Cllr Parker enquired as to the progress of this issue, to which the Parish Clerk replied that no responses had been received from the organisations approached, including the local church groups.  The Parish Clerk was asked to contact Paul McLeod HCC Youth Worker to help formulate the questionnaire.

(190) Hound Parish Hall canopy – Cllr Mrs Draper updated Councillors, that the Woolston Road Pre-school were seeking quotations for this item and would report back to Councillors as soon as possible.

(195) Abbey Hall disabled car parking – the Parish Clerk agreed to chase this issue with the Deputy Parish Clerk for further information.

(203) Cllr Sue Ingram – an e-mail had been received to advise that Cllr Ingram intends to attend the Council meeting to be held on 9 March 2009.

(246) Dog fouling – the Parish Clerk advised that mobile signs were due to be installed in Butlocks Heath recreation ground to remind dog owners of their responsibilities.

An enquiry was received as to whether the accounts received from Michael Weakley and Tildan Construction were retrospective, which the Parish Clerk confirmed, as non-settlement would have lead Hound Parish Council to be in breach of contract, the expenditure having been resolved at the time of signing the contract in July 2008.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 section 151)

255. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION FROM INSPECTOR PATRICK HOLDAWAY RE: PCSO ROTAS AND RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO ADOPT REVISED SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT (IF AVAILABLE)
Cllr Mrs Queen invited Inspector Holdaway to speak about the PCSO scheme and advised that a 3% increase in staff salaries had been anticipated for the forthcoming financial year.  Justification for the 16.6% increase to £7000.00 per annum requested from parish & town councils was requested and Cllr Mercer of EDAPTC was asked to explain the background to this recommended figure.  Cllr Mercer noted that by the time the current PCSO agreement ends in March 2009, it will have been in operation for three years and although the Police Authority had not based the suggested contribution on the average rate of inflation over that period, it was a fair representation of the increase in costs.  

Inspector Holdaway was asked if it would be possible to provide information regarding the PCSO rotas, which he explained would be impractical and very difficult to define, as some of their work was outside the parish area.  The Royal Victoria Country Park has been a problem area, although the parish as a whole is considered to be a low crime area.  However it was requested that quarterly reports regarding the time PCSOs spend in their ‘home’ area should be accountable and presented to parish & town councils, as there were concerns that they could be deployed to other areas which could compromise the low crime area status.  It was noted that the PCSO for Old Netley had only recently made contact with the Parish Clerk and that Old Netley was included in the parish boundary.  Travelling time was also an area of concern, which had been indicated before the original PCSO agreement would be finalised, so that PCSOs would spend less time getting to their place of work and back to Hedge End police station.  It was highlighted that PCSOs are not subject to Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) checks.  An enquiry was also raised regarding the implications of Hound Parish Council not signing the agreement and whether this would require the Police to provide a police officer instead.

It was reiterated that regular reports to Council and PCSO surgeries should be provided, but there was support for funding the PCSOs.  Given the information provided by Inspector Holdaway and Cllr Mercer, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the two year PCSO agreement from April 2009 at a cost of £7000.00 per annum.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council accepts the two year PCSO agreement from April 2009 at a cost of £7000.00 per annum.

256. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION FROM AMANDA COLE, SURE START CENTRE CO-ORDINATOR RE: CENTRE FOR HAMBLE, NETLEY ABBEY & BUTLOCKS HEATH
Amanda Cole was unfortunately not present at the meeting and the Parish Clerk was asked to arrange for Ms Cole to attend a Council meeting in the future.

257. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS BOROUGH COUNCILLOR HUGH MILLAR’S INFORMATION RE: CENTENARY OF FLIGHT 2010 
Cllr Millar had tendered his apologies for the meeting, but had sent an e-mail detailing the essence of his representation.  Cllr Millar advised that EBC was working in conjunction with SCC and the British Airports Authority (BAA) to mark the centenary with a series of events, which will include Hamble Week, a flypast of the Red Arrows and the Heritage Flight.  The launch of this event had been arranged to take place on 27 March 2009 at 9.45am, at a venue to be confirmed.  It was suggested that Hound Parish Council could send a representative to the launch when the details were known.

258. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION RE: OLD NETLEY RECREATION GROUND PUMPING STATION TRANSFER TO SOUTHERN WATER
A letter had been received from Hound Parish Council’s solicitors regarding the amended draft of the transfer of the pumping station land to Southern Water, to give Southern Water a right of way at all times along the access way, for any moveable plant and machinery to be removed from the site on vacation of the site as a pumping station and that should Southern Water no longer require the site, the company will transfer the land back to Hound Parish Council, at no cost to the Council.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the draft transfer as amended.

RESOLVED: That the amended draft transfer of the pumping station land at Old Netley recreation ground be accepted.
259. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS UPDATED INFORMATION FROM CLLR MCNULTY RE: HEATING SYSTEMS AT ABBEY HALL AND HOUND PARISH HALL
Cllr McNulty briefed Members present of the progress of the environmental survey, which he had been working on with the Parish Clerk and the Deputy Parish Clerk.  Cllr McNulty had investigated the possibility of obtaining grants towards the cost of cavity wall insulation and new boilers from the Borough of Eastleigh Energy project (BEEP) and CarbonFree, a scheme also organised by EBC.  An application had been made to Cllr House under his Devolved County Councillor budget from HCC for £3000.00 towards the provision of new heating systems at both Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall.  The Hound Parish Hall energy survey was scheduled to take place week commencing 23 February 2009, the Abbey Hall survey having been undertaken in August 2007.  Quotations were being sought for the lowering of the Abbey Hall ceiling, new boilers and heating and cavity wall insulation at both halls and Cllr McNulty hoped to have further information to present at the next Council meeting.  Cllr Mrs Queen thanked Cllr McNulty for his work on this project.

260. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS OUTCOMES OF PARISH BOUNDARY REVIEW MEETING WITH EASTLEIGH BOROUGH COUNCIL HELD ON 10 FEBRUARY 2009
Cllr Davies Chair of Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council had apologised for the way this issue had been handled by his council earlier in the meeting and Cllr Mrs Queen asked him to explain the motivation for the request for the review to take place.  Cllr Davies explained that this was due to administrative queries being received at Hamble-le-Rice Parish Office which were subsequently referred to Hound Parish Council, as the area is included in the Hound parish boundary and that there was a perception that it was part of Hamble parish.  Cllr West spoke regarding the EBC meeting he and the Parish Clerk had attended on 10 February 2009, which was also attended by the Parish Clerks and Councillors from Bursledon and Hamble-le-Rice Parish Councils and that as a request for a boundary review had been made, EBC were duty bound to refer the issue to its Full Council meeting on 23 February 2009.  Residents of the affected area would be consulted and the outcome reported back to the Full Council on completion.  It was noted that the review would impact on the school catchment area, which is based on parish boundaries and the Netley Abbey infant and junior schools should be included in the consultation process.  It was highlighted that when this issue first came to Hound Parish Council’s attention in 2007, Members instructed the Parish Clerk to write to Hamble-le-Rice Parish Council to categorically refuse to enter into negotiations to review the boundary.

261. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CLLR MCNULTY’S REPORT RE: NEW ROAD (EAST) CAR PARK
Cllr McNulty advised that the new lease payment had been agreed between EBC and Netley Central Sports & Social Club (NCS&SC) and that as Hound Parish Council had agreed to make a contribution towards the increased cost, a payment of £433.00 per annum would be requested.  A copy of the amendment to the lease would be forwarded to Hound Parish Council in due course.  Councillors expressed their thanks to Cllr McNulty for his efforts in securing a good outcome to this issue.

262. TO RECEIVE AND RATIFY RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE BURIAL GROUND WORKING PARTY MEETING HELD ON 27 JANUARY 2009
Recommendation 1: That Cllr Mrs Queen becomes Chair of the Burial Ground Working Party.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Queen becomes Chair of the Burial Ground Working Party.

263. TO RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 9 FEBRUARY 2009
The Planning Committee minutes and report from the meeting held on 9 February 2009 were duly noted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 Schedule 12 Para 41(1)

264. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION RECEIVED FROM CLLR MCNULTY RE: EASTLEIGH BOROUGH COUNCIL TRAVEL TOKENS DISTRIBUTION
Cllr McNulty had undertaken some research into the feasibility of Hound Parish Council taking over the funding and distribution of travel tokens when the EBC scheme closes in August 2009.  ESPOPF had advised that some 248 Hound residents had claimed the travel tokens in 2008 and it was noted by EBC that the take up for the National Bus Pass had been exceptionally good, but the grant from central government was insufficient to reimburse bus companies.  Cllr Airey commented that Companion Passes were also available for people who required assistance whilst travelling and that a variety of transport alternative were provided by Dial-A-Ride, One Community and the Hospital Taxi scheme.  Cllr McNulty highlighted that taking on this issue would have far reaching financial implications, not least due to the likely need for another part-time member of staff in the Parish Office, which would cost at least £11,000.00 per annum.  The Parish Clerk expressed her concern at the possibility of fraudulent claims being made and Data Protection Act issues, if the scheme was means tested.  

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of Hound Parish Council not taking over the issuing of travel tokens after the EBC scheme closes in August 2009.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council does not take over the issuing of travel tokens after the EBC scheme closes in August 2009.

265. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INFORMATION AND QUOTATIONS RECEIVED FROM MICHAEL WEAKLEY RE: CCTV FOR THE TANKERVILLE SPORTS PAVILION
As Michael Weakley had advised the contractor he had approached to provide the third quotation for the provision CCTV had failed to quote, the Parish Clerk had requested that another contractor be contacted and a quotation provided to enable this issue to be discussed at the next meeting.  It was suggested that the Parish Clerk contact the Town Clerk at Hedge End Town Council (HETC) to enquire as to the systems HETC has installed at its premises.

266. TO RECEIVE CONSULTATION FROM EASTLEIGH BOROUGH COUNCIL RE: EASTLEIGH STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP – A VISION FOR THE BOROUGH (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 23 FEBRUARY 2009)

Cllr Mrs Queen had previously responded to the document on behalf of Hound Parish Council and it was noted that no further observations were to be made to EBC.  

267. TO RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 13 (A)

(i) From Cllr Palframan: ‘Following the decision made at Council on 26 January 2009, regarding the quote for replacing the frontage at the Parish Office, to proceed with the named contractor, further information has been received from the Landlords.  The quote the Landlord has received from his contractor is £3853.95 + VAT plus costs for electrification of the door (to be advised).  This being the case it is proposed that the decision made on 26 January 2009 is rescinded and the contract be awarded to the Landlords’ contractor.’
The Parish Clerk had made enquiries with the Landlord and his contractor, as to whether either company would be able to provide a quotation for the extra works required to complete the Parish Office frontage, neither of which had been able to provide this information.  The Parish Clerk had also requested a breakdown of the quotation from Hound Parish Council’s contractor, which included reinstatement works and electrification of the new front door.  The difficulty in providing a comparable quotation was highlighted and in view of the Landlord’s agreement to provide a contribution of £1500.00 towards the cost of the required works, a proposal was received, seconded and voted against Cllr Palframan’s resolution.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting Hound Parish Council’s contractor’s quotation of £6600.00 plus VAT.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Palframan’s resolution is not accepted and that Hound Parish Council’s contractor’s quotation of £6600.00 plus VAT is accepted.

(ii) From Cllr West: Due to information received from the nominated contractor to demolish the green pavilion at Station Road recreation ground, being only for above ground works and not to include disconnection of services, foundation work and reinstatement of the site to include topsoil and re-seeding, I see it as a matter of urgency that this issue is brought back before Council.  The nominated contractor has also advised that he is unable to undertake this task until March – April 2009.  The building contractor currently on site has advised he may be able to revise his original estimate for this element of work.  I therefore propose that Council reconsiders the earlier decision on awarding of the contract and that this item is fully discussed at Hound Parish Council’s meeting on Monday 16 February 2009.’

Cllr West’s resolution was discussed and the building contractor’s revised quotation was received and discussed.  A proposal to accept the resolution was received and seconded, but not voted in favour and hence fell.  Therefore the resolution to award the contract to demolish the green pavilion at Station Road recreation ground stands.

RESOLVED: That Cllr West’s resolution is not accepted and that the original resolution to award the contract to demolish the green pavilion at Station Road recreation ground stands.

268. TO RECEIVE REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

(i) Cllr Mrs Draper enquired whether it was feasible to mark out car parking spaces at Hound Parish Hall, to which the Parish Clerk responded that the Deputy Parish Clerk was in the process of obtaining information regarding disabled parking provision at both Abbey Hall and Hound Parish Hall.  Cllr Mrs Draper also enquired if it would be possible to provide a footpath and gate for pedestrian access to Hound Parish Hall.

(ii) Cllr West noted that the Abbey Hall barrier had been left open the previous weekend and asked for caution to be exercised to prevent illegal entrance to the car park and Castle recreation ground.

(iii) Cllr West also highlighted that a barrier and two metal gates had been installed at the parking area in RVCP, together with parking meters and enquired if planning permission was required for this installation.  Cllr Mrs Queen advised that a user group meeting would be held week commencing 23 February 2009 when this issue could be discussed and the Parish Clerk was asked to write to the RVCP manager and HCC to ascertain if planning permission was required in this instance.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour to extend the meeting by 30 minutes as per Hound Parish Council’s Standing Order 1 (c), to enable the outstanding business to be transacted.

RESOLVED: That the meeting be extended by 30 minutes to enable the outstanding business to be transacted.

(iii) Cllr West commented on the recent article in the Daily Echo ‘The Pink’ sports paper, a copy of which had been provided for all Councillors and it was agreed that no further action should be taken in this instance.
