In view of the information received, it was agreed that a Station Road Recreation Ground meeting should be held in the near future.

The Chair also highlighted that Hound Parish Council’s role would need to be clearly defined, as part of the local government system. An enquiry was received as to what measures were being put in place to prevent recurrence of the damage to the Abbey Hall barrier and the Parish Clerk responded that one of the Grounds staff starts work earlier on Monday and Friday mornings, to open the barrier for the trade waste collection.  The Parish Clerk was asked to confirm that the Groundsman was able to lock the gate after the bin had been emptied, which she would investigate.

An enquiry was raised regarding the repair of headstones, to which the Parish Clerk responded that one headstone had been repaired free of charge, as it had been supplied by the stonemason and that others had been identified by the Grounds staff as being in need of professional repair.

The account for the work required to the football pitches was queried and the Parish Clerk advised this was included in the grounds maintenance budget for each recreation ground and had been agreed by Council.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

53. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT FROM MEETING HELD ON 9 JUNE 2008
The Chair invited Cllr Jackson as Chair of the Planning Committee to speak about the meeting held on 9 June 2008 and the report was duly noted.
54. RECEIVE NOTICE OF PUBLIC INQUIRY FOR MALLARDS MOOR PLANNING APPLICATION FOR CHANGE OF USE FOR SHOWMAN’S QUARTERS TO BE HELD ON 9 & 10 SEPTEMBER 2008 AND RECOMMENDATION TO ENGAGE PLANNING CONSULTANT
The Chair read from an e-mail received from Cllr Airey, advising that the public inquiry would be held at EBC offices on 9 & 10 September 2008 and that Hound Parish Council may wish to engage a planning consultant to speak on the Council’s behalf.  The Chair reminded Councillors that the planning application was received by the Planning Committee on 9 July 2007 and objections were made on conditions 101T & 102T (vehicular access), 1CO (i), (ii), (iii) & (iv) (Countryside) and CO & 3CO (ii) (Local Gap) of the Eastleigh Local Plan.  The application had subsequently been referred to the LAC for determination and refused.  After some discussion, Cllrs Mrs Queen and Parker agreed to attend the public inquiry and speak on behalf of Hound Parish Council.
RESOLVED: That Cllrs Mrs Queen and Parker attend the Mallards Moor public inquiry to be held on 9 & 10 September 2008 at EBC Offices.

55. RECEIVE PARISH CLERK’S REPORT RE: PRIORS HILL COPSE
The Parish Clerk’s report had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting and she provided a brief Powerpoint© presentation to précis the report.  Although funding had been pledged from the EBC Biodiversity Officer and the Forestry Commission, there were more sources of funding available if a ‘Friends of Priors Hill Copse’ group was formed.  With this in mind, a drop-in session had been organised by the Parish Clerk, BTCV and One Community, to be held on Tuesday 1 July 2008 at Hound Parish Hall, between 3.00pm and 8.00pm, with an optional guided walk starting from the hall at 6.00pm.  Questions were asked as to how the event was to be publicised, to which the Parish Clerk responded that there had been some expressions of interest after an article was put in an edition of ‘Newshound’ and that the Daily Echo would be approached to include a piece in the local press.
56. RECEIVE PARISH CLERK’S REPORT RE: SUGGESTED INSTALLATION OF KITCHENETTE IN SMALL HALL AT HOUND PARISH HALL
A copy of the Parish Clerk’s report had been distributed to all Councillors in advance of the meeting.  It was noted that the report did not include the cost of the two Groundsmen’s salaries for the duration of this project, which it had been proposed to be conducted in-house.  A quotation had been received for the installation of the cooker and the refrigerator, both of which had been moved from the Reading Rooms.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of not providing a kitchenette in the small hall at Hound Parish Hall.
RESOLVED: That a kitchenette is not provided in the small hall at Hound Parish Hall.

57. DISCUSS SALE OF READING ROOMS, PORTSMOUTH ROAD, OLD NETLEY AND RE-LOCATION OF NOTICEBOARD
The Chair advised Members present that there had been some twenty expressions of interest in the Reading Rooms site and he and the Parish Clerk would attend the formal tender opening at Daniells Harrison Chartered Surveyors offices on Friday 4 July 2008 and report to Council on 14 July 2008.
Discussion followed as to the location of a new noticeboard for Old Netley and it was highlighted that Hound Parish Council owns the portion of land where a bus shelter is located on the corner of Portsmouth Road and Beverley Gardens.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of seeking permission from HBS Bathroom Showrooms for a noticeboard to be placed at the entrance path leading to King George V Playing Field, alternatively for a board to be located inside the recreation ground, near the pavilion.

RESOLVED: That permission is sought from HBS Bathroom Showrooms for a noticeboard to be placed at the entrance path leading to King George V Playing Field, alternatively for a board to be located inside the recreation ground, near the pavilion.

58. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM WOOLSTON ROAD PRE-SCHOOL TO INSTALL CANOPY OVER COURTYARD AT HOUND PARISH HALL
The Chair read from the letter received from Woolston Road Pre-school and it was noted there was likely to be a need for planning consent to be obtained for a canopy to be installed.  After some discussion, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of responding to the Pre-school to enquire if it was envisaged they would seek funding and planning consent for this issue.
RESOLVED: That a letter is sent to Woolston Road Pre-school to enquire if they would seek funding and planning consent for this issue.

59. RECEIVE REQUEST FROM ART CLUB TO HIRE ABBEY HALL FOR DURATION OF CONSTRUCTION OF DISABLED LAVATORY AT HOUND PARISH HALL, AT CONCESSIONARY RATE
The Chair read from the letter from the Art Club and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of permitting use of Abbey Hall at the rate paid for the regular hire of Hound Parish Hall, whilst the disabled lavatory is constructed.

60. RECEIVE FURTHER ADVICE FROM PAUL MCLEOD, AREA YOUTH WORKER HCC RE: THE HYPE PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 2 JUNE 2008)
The Chair read from an e-mail received from Paul McLeod, confirming that the HCC Youth Service Co-Operation Agreements were usually for three years.  In this instance the agreement was for one year, with the intention to refer back to parish councils to seek further funding for the partnership to continue, when the need had been established.  Discussion followed regarding the provision made in Hound Parish Council’s current year budget, which included use of the Ear Marked Reserves for Youth Work.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of entering into the agreement for one year only.
RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council enters into a one year Co-Operation Agreement with HCC for extra provision at The HYPE.

RESOLVED: That the HCC consultation document is passed to Eastleigh Southern Parishes Older Peoples’ Forum (ESPOPF) for response.

63. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 28 (A)
(i) From Cllr Parker: ‘In line with the Chairman’s ruling on 2 June 2008 and the policy of Hound Parish Council to encourage grass-roots sporting activities especially junior football that Hound Parish Council makes applications forthwith for grants towards matched funding for the provision of new changing rooms at the King George V Playing Field, Old Netley.  Such applications to be made inter alia with The Football Foundation, Sport England, Awards for All, The Playing Fields Association, BERR, Sita, O2, EON, Football Stadia, BHH Local Area Committee and all other such organisations and individuals involving sports grants but especially with Veolia.’

After some discussion, it was noted that Hound Parish Council had agreed to wait until the Station Road recreation ground changing rooms project was underway before working on the Old Netley project, which was still to be decided, before embarking on a programme of grant funding applications.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour in agreeing in principle to seeking grant funding applications and to re-visit this issue in October 2008.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council agrees in principle to seeking grant funding applications for a future project in Old Netley and that this issue is revisited in October 2008.

64. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Cllr Parker: Gardening Certificates

After some discussion, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of agreeing with the awarding of gardening certificates in principle, with Councillors touring the parish and making their recommendations to a Council meeting in the near future.
