Minutes of the meeting of Hound Parish Council held on Monday 12 July 2010 at Hound Parish Hall Woolston Road, Butlocks Heath, Southampton, SO31 5FJ

PRESENT: Cllr Hawkins in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, McNulty, Palframan, Jackson, Middleton, Smith and Forder.  Also present: One member of the public arrived at 7.05pm, the Parish Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs and the Assistant Parish Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan

80. TO RECEIVE AND ACCEPT APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs Queen for personal reasons.

RESOLVED: That the apology received be accepted.

(Power used: Local Government Act 1972 s83 (4)

81. TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL OR PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS ON ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

No declarations of interest were received.

(Power used: Local Government Act 2000 as amended by the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct Order 2007 Para 12 (2))

82. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO SUSPEND STANDING ORDERS FOR NO MORE THAN FIFTEEN MINUTES TO ALLOW MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT TO RAISE QUESTIONS ON ISSUES NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of suspending the meeting for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included on the agenda.
RESOLVED: Standing Orders be suspended for no more than fifteen minutes to allow members of the public present to raise questions on issues not included in the agenda

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

At the invitation of the Chair Mr Critchley asked Council if the planning application for the placement of two containers at the Butlocks Heath allotment site has been agreed.  The Clerk responded that the application has not yet been submitted but it has been prepared.

Mr Critchley asked if Hound Parish Council owns the allotment land or are they the trustees. The Clerk advised that Hound Parish Council is the landowner and the title deeds are registered with the Land Registry.

TO RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey opened his report by advising Council that there will be a flypast of the Battle of Britain Memorial Flight on Saturday 24 July 2010 in celebration of the centenary of flight.  The flypast will take place at 4pm and will include 3 flypasts over the Southampton Water area.  The flights will be made by a Hurricane, a Spitfire and the UK’s only flying Lancaster (subject to weather conditions).

Key viewing locations are Weston Shore, Castle recreation ground, the RVCP and Hamble Common/Point.  RVCP will do all they can to manage parking, the length of Hound Road will be coned off.  Information leaflets and posters will be displayed at shops, the Post Office and the Parish Office.

One side of Victoria Road between the RVCP entrance and the junctions with Station Road is to be coned off.  Buses will run as normal but may get delayed and Cllr Airey has suggested to the local bus company that the use of higher capacity vehicles may be beneficial.

Hampshire County Council is taking forward plans to construct a footway on the northern side of Portsmouth Road, Old Netley.  The footway can be constructed by converting the existing verge to enable a 1.2 metre wide footway to be built.  Additionally there will be a new uncontrolled pedestrian crossing point.  It is hoped construction will take place later this year.

Cllr Airey informed Councillors that the LAC had considered a report on the Hamble River cap on mooring consultation last Thursday. Hamble Parish Council produced an excellent paper, which captured the concerns of the LAC members.  The LAC attached Hamble Parish Councils report to their minutes of its meeting and asked that the report be copied to the Cabinet who also have to consider the consultation at its meeting on the 15 July 2010.  LAC members were particularly concerned about the very limited consultees who mainly have a vested interest in river matters from a commercial angle.  Hound & Bursledon Parish Councils were not on the consultation list and were only included because Cllr Airey asked EBC officers to circulate the papers to them.

Cllr Airey advised Council that minor work will be undertaken to improve the three bus stops on Portsmouth Road between the Southampton and Old Netley boundary.  The current poles will be replaced and the existing shelter at Beverley Gardens to try to improve visibility of this stop.

Cllr Airey informed Councillors that a report has been received considering verge parking problems in Chillerton, Priory Road, St. Edwards Road, Westwood Road and Shorewell plus some other roads in Hamble & Bursledon.  The possible solutions will be discussed at the next LAC Team Meeting and further local consultation will be required before any solutions are put in place.

Cllr Airey advised that portfolio holders and Chairs of LACs are at present holding a series of meetings with their service heads to consider budget reduction of 10%, 20% and 30%.  There will be a joint meeting of Cabinet and Unit heads on 21 July 2010 to discuss the initial ideas.

TO RECEIVE QUESTIONS TO BOROUGH COUNCILLOR ARISING FROM WRITTEN REPORT

In response to a question from Cllr Hawkins Cllr Airey stated that the railway mast he had previously asked him about was permitted development.

Cllr McNulty advised Cllrs that the retail site impact report for the Station Hotel planning appeal is very robust.

Cllrs expressed their concerns about the speed limit signage at Hamble Lane, which informs drivers that they are in Hamble when it is in fact within the Hound boundary. Cllr Airey advised that the signs were located there as a gateway, the speed restrictions were requested by residents and the school and that they were approximately 150 metres outside of the Hamble boundary. Cllr Hawkins stated that for the signs to be correctly located in Hamble boundary they would need to be moved 1.2 kilometres metres in accordance with online maps. Cllr Smith suggested that the signs should have been two separate ones. Cllr McNulty responded that he understood the strength of feelings people have on the subject and suggested that if Councillors wish they could write to EBC and HCC on the matter. Following a short discussion the Clerk was asked to write to EBC and HCC to express the concerns.

83. TO RECEIVE RESOLUTION TO RESUME STANDING ORDERS 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of resuming the meeting.

86. TO RECEIVE THE PARISH CLERK’S PROGRESS REPORT (FOR INFORMATION ONLY)

The Chair invited Councillors to raise queries regarding the Parish Clerk’s report, which had been distributed in advance of the meeting.

(8) Parish Plan –  Cllr Hawkins asked the Clerk why the Parish Plan project has not moved forward. The Clerk advised that the formulation of a Parish Plan can take between eighteen months and two years.

(9) Netley Court School – A comment was made that this site, was not considered by the developer of the Station Road Hotel and this is detailed in the Retail Impact Assessment that the LAC’s planning consultant has produced. It was suggested that the progress report should now read that the Netley Court School site is now being actively marketed.

(15) BT phone boxes – It was agreed that this item be removed.

(17) Youth drop-in – The Clerk informed Council that she had attended a meeting with the police to discuss options for youths but plans are currently on hold due to staff shortages within the Youth Service.

(18) HPH footway – In response to a question from Cllr Hawkins the Clerk advised that due to the staff member who was responsible for the development of a maintenance programme for halls currently being off sick the maintenance plan is still being developed. It was therefore agreed that this items target date be amended to this item will form part of the maintenance plan that is outstanding. It was agreed that the target date for this item be changed to December 2010.

(24) Reading Rooms plaque – Cllr Hawkins enquired as to who would now be dealing with this as Councillor Parker has now resigned. The Assistant Clerk was asked to ascertain an update from him when she has a meeting with him on the 19/7/10.

87. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

In response to a question regarding the account for Southern Water at the TSP the Clerk advised that the changing rooms are now being used throughout the year. The Clerk informed Council that as of Wednesday 14 July 2010 Hound Parish Council has will have no outstanding loans. Following a short discussion during which Cllrs acknowledged that Contractor A is the only contractor of the three that Hound Parish Council has used before, a proposal was received, seconded and unanimously agreed that the quotation for new curtains for the main hall, foyer, kitchen and stage from Contractor A (Bournemouth Curtains) be accepted at a cost of £2,885.76 + VAT.
