RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

An enquiry was received regarding the timing of the accounts received in respect of the Station Road recreation ground changing rooms project.  It was suggested that at the next site meeting to be attended by the Chair and the Parish Clerk on 27 October 2008, that accounts are submitted to coincide with Hound Parish Council’s meetings.  The Parish Clerk advised that the Internal Auditor would require evidence of the accounts being approved by Members and that reimbursement from Developers’ Contributions had been sought from the LAC, in respect of the first stage payment.

The Parish Clerk advised that this was due to the standing charge being payable for the Reading Rooms, despite it being decommissioned and a credit received for the Parish Office.

It was highlighted that the cost of postage could be reduced if Councillors’ paperwork was co-ordinated, which the Parish Clerk acknowledged had been difficult when preparing for the meeting.  

The cost of staff mobile top-ups was also queried and the Parish Clerk advised that the Grounds staff are often dropped off separately at different locations in the Council vehicle and have to make contact when they require picking up.  In addition, all staff use their mobile phones to contact contractors or hirers.  It was highlighted that mobile phones provided by Hound Parish Council should be for Council business use only.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the petty cash vouchers as presented.

RESOLVED: That the petty cash vouchers as presented be paid.

145. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE MINUTES AND REPORT OF MEETING HELD ON 8 OCTOBER 2008
As the Planning Committee was not quorate at the meeting held on 8 October 2008, Members were asked to resolve the recommendations made.  A query was received regarding the referral of the planning application for 29 Seaview Estate to the LAC, it was noted that there is often some confusion as to whether planning applications would be determined by officers or the LAC.  A suggestion was received that it would be advisable to contact EBC Development Control prior to a Planning Committee meeting, to clarify the process of determination and for any additional information.  

The application for a Certificate of Lawfulness in respect of Abbey House was discussed and Cllr Airey requested a copy of the minutes of the Planning Committee meeting held on 8 October 2008.

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendations made by the Planning Committee at the meeting held on 8 October 2008.

RESOLVED: That the minutes and report of the Planning Committee meeting held on 8 October 2008 be accepted.

146. RECEIVE DCLG CONSULTATION DOCUMENT RE: COMMUNITIES IN CONTROL: REAL PEOPLE, REAL POWER – IMPROVING LOCAL ACCOUNTABILITY (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 30 OCTOBER 2008)
The Chair asked Cllr Airey whether EBC had been approached to respond to the document received from DCLG, which was confirmed.  The Chair explained that the consultation document could be commented upon in conjunction with the document referred to at item 147.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Chair responding to the document on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That the Chair responds to the DCLG Consultation Document re: Communities in Control: Real People, Real Power – Improving Local Accountability, on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

147. RECEIVE DCLG CONSULTATION DOCUMENT RE: THE MAKING AND ENFORCEMENT OF BYELAWS (RESPONSE REQUIRED BY 20 NOVEMBER 2008)
As this document was received in conjunction with item 146, a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Chair responding to the document on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That the Chair responds to the DCLG Consultation Document re: The Making and Enforcement of Byelaws, on behalf of Hound Parish Council.

148. DISCUSS EBC PROPOSAL FOR TEAM ELITE TO LAUNCH FOOTBALL PROJECT AT STATION ROAD RECREATION GROUND MUGA
As a consequence of the Crime Reduction Environmental Week held in February 2008, Team Elite had been approached to provide five-a-side football activities at Station Road recreation ground MUGA on Friday evenings.  It as noted that this would be difficult to achieve, as the MUGA was not lit and daylight is restricted during the winter months.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of permitting Team Elite to use the MUGA for five-a-side football during daylight hours only.

RESOLVED: That Team Elite are permitted to use the MUGA for five-a-side football during daylight hours only.

149. RECEIVE AND DISCUSS LETTER FROM VITALISE REQUESTING WAIVER OF ABBEY HALL HIRE FEE FOR FUNDRAISING EVENT 13 DECEMBER 2008
A letter requesting a waiver of the Abbey Hall hire fee was received, as in 2007.  The hire fee payable would be £150.00 and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of delegating this issue to the Chair, Vice-Chair and Parish Clerk after the event had taken place, to assess the amount of hire fee to reimburse as a Section 137 donation to Vitalise at Waterside House.

RESOLVED: That the issue of waiving the Abbey Hall hire fee as a Section 137 donation to Vitalise at Waterside House is delegated to the Chair, Vice-Chair and Parish Clerk, to assess after the event on 13 December 2008 has taken place.

150. RECEIVE AND DISCUSS LETTER RECEIVED FROM LITTLE GEMS PRE-SCHOOL RE: REQUIREMENT FOR SECURE OUTSIDE PLAY AREA AT ABBEY HALL
The letter received from Little Gems Pre-school indicated that advice had been received from the Pre-school’s Early Years Advisory Teacher, that it is a statutory requirement that pre-school children have free flow safe access to a secure outside play space.  The Pre-school requested permission to seek funding to level and fence the area outside the main hall fire doors, together with the possibility of providing planting areas, a storage area, seating and play equipment.  Members were mindful of the hall being used by other user groups and occasional hirers.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of responding to the Pre-school to advise that Hound Parish Council was in favour of entering into dialogue regarding this request and that if the Pre-school provides drawings and specifications, this should be at no cost to Hound Parish Council.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council agrees in principle to entering into dialogue with Little Gems Pre-school regarding this request and that if the Pre-school provides drawings and specifications, this should be at not cost to Hound Parish Council.

151. RECEIVE CLLR MRS QUEEN’S REPORT RE: EBC COMMUNITY CONSULTATION (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 8 OCTOBER 2008)
Cllr Mrs Queen had not been able to prepare a report for the meeting and a proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the report being referred to the next meeting to be held on 10 November 2008.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Mrs Queen’s report is referred to Hound Parish Council’s meeting to be held on 10 November 2008.

152. DISCUSS FUTURE PROJECT FOR OLD NETLEY (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 23 JUNE 2008)
Cllr Parker provided reports regarding the condition of the current pavilion at Old Netley recreation ground and its proposed replacement, which were distributed to Members at the meeting.  Cllr Parker offered to accompany either the Parish Clerk, Deputy Parish Clerk or Assistant Parish Clerk to the Old Netley pavilion, to prioritise the remedial works required.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting this suggestion.

RESOLVED: That Cllr Parker accompanies either the Parish Clerk, Deputy Parish Clerk or Assistant Parish Clerk to visit the Old Netley Pavilion and to prioritise the remedial works required.

A working party had already been set up to discuss the issue of replacing the pavilion at Old Netley recreation ground, but due to Councillor resignations received earlier in the year and the need to discuss this issue further, the Parish Clerk suggested that membership of the working party should be referred to the next meeting to be held on 10 November 2008 and that the working party meets thereafter to discuss the way forward for this project.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of this suggestion.

RESOLVED: That the membership of the Old Netley Recreation Ground Pavilion Working Party is referred to the meeting to be held on 10 November 2008 and a meeting of the Working Party is held thereafter to discuss the way forward for this project.

153. RECEIVE PROJECT MONITORING DOCUMENT
Discussion took place regarding the title of the document and whether it was still relevant.  The Parish Clerk advised that a skip had not been ordered for Priory Road allotment site, as there had been recent problems with a tenant burning articles at the site.  The allotment holder had since been evicted and Members were keen to encourage allotment holders to recycle whenever possible.  An enquiry was received regarding the testing of memorials, which the Parish Clerk advised was a task usually undertaken in the winter months.  A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of the Project Monitoring Document being re-named and presented to a Council meeting again in three months time.

RESOLVED: That the Project Monitoring Document is re-named and presented to a Council meeting in three months time.

154. RECEIVE COUNCILLORS’ RESOLUTIONS AS PER STANDING ORDER 28 (A)

No resolutions were received.

155. REPORTS AND ISSUES RAISED BY COUNCILLORS
(i) Receive Deputy Parish Clerk’s report re: requests for barbecues and hog roasts at Abbey Hall.  In response to Cllr Mrs Queen’s suggestion that the Scout and Guide groups in the parish provide a barbecue stand for people watching the Queen Elizabeth II travel up Southampton Water on 11 November 2008, enquiries had been made with Hound Parish Council’s insurers.  Advice had been received that a joint risk assessment would need to be conducted by the Parish Clerk and the responsible person from the Scouts and Guides, for providing the stand.  The location of the stand was discussed and it was thought that the area in Castle recreation ground adjacent to the hoped barriers, would be most suitable.  Discussion followed regarding a policy on charges for similar requests from private hirers.
