Cllrs Palframan and Forder declared an interest in item 304. Cllrs West, Hawkins and Forder declared an interest in item 299.

No report was received and therefore there were no questions relating to this. 

However in response to a question concerning the lack of street lighting at Queens view Cllr Airey stated that he has spoken to the County Council regarding this matter and that a new power supply would have to be installed by the contractors Southern Electric as the builders at Rotary Court had cut the original supply in error.

 Cllr Parker asked for clarification on the bus stop in Victoria Road as the road markings stating it is a bus stop have been removed. Cllr Airey replied that this was due to a delay in the bus stop being altered and that as there is still a bus post at the site people should be fully aware that it is still a bus stop.

(4) The Hard- Cllr Parker informed Council that the improvements are complete and the area had been officially opened earlier in the day – it was agreed to remove this item.

(32) Shellfish collection – it was agreed to remove this item.

(38) Co-Op trolley bay – the Clerk has spoken to an enforcement officer at EBC and he is awaiting a response from the CO-Op manager. It was asked that this issue include concerns regarding the Co-Op store leaving delivery cages on the public footpath against the railings outside the Station Road store for long periods of time. 

296. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

The Assistant Clerk informed Council that due to a computer error a new accounts list had been produced (all Cllrs issued a copy at the meeting) as four of the accounts had not shown on the original list sent last week. In response to a question concerning the HCC account amount of £124.20 the Assistant Clerk advised that the charge was for a new battery for the van. A new battery is not covered within the hire agreement. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the accounts as presented.

RESOLVED: That the accounts as presented be paid.

(Power used: Local government Act 1972 Schedule 12 section 1510)

297. TO RECEIVE AND APPROVE DECEMBER 2009 MONTH END BALANCES FOR HOUND PARISH COUNCIL’S BANK ACCOUNTS.

The Month End balances were not available.

298. RECEIVE PLANNING COMMITTEE MINUTES FROM MEETINGS 11 JANUARY 2010.

No planning committee minutes were received.

299. RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CORRESPONDENCE REGARDING HOUND ROAD PARKING

Four members of the public raised concerns over the parking issues at Hound Road. Cllr West explained that he and the Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs had been meeting with Michelle Adams (the representative of the Police Training College) on a regular basis to discuss the concerns over the parking issues at Hound Road. A member of the public who is an employee of the RVCP advised Council that the double yellow lines at the area used as a turning point at the end of Hound Road are within the boundary of the RVCP and as such are only enforceable by the RVCP. Cllr West suggested that enquiries could be made to try and arrange a further meeting with Michelle Adams to include resident representatives.

 One of the residents had provided a list of suggestions to improve the parking problems and Cllr Airey was given this list to pass on to a traffic officer to enable them to look at the problems.

300. DISCUSS SPITFIRES RUGBY CLUB PROPOSAL (REFERRED FROM COUNCIL 4 JANUARY 2010) 

Item 300 & 301 were discussed simultaneously as representatives were present from the Spitfires Rugby Club and NCFC. The Chair read from a letter sent by NCFC expressing concerns as to potential overlap of season if the Rugby Club were to hire the pitch and pavilion. Mr Croucher of NCFC informed Council that there would also be an issue with the marking outposts as NCFC had recently permanently placed new posts at Station Road recreation ground. The Assistant Clerk advised that NCFC had not requested permission for any such works and therefore should not have done so. 

Cllr Parker stated that the Sptifires had not provided information requested by Council concerning, equipment storage, ball safety trials and potential pitch damage. The Assistant Clerk responded that Spitfires had provided documentation regarding equipment storage, ball safety trials and wear and tear in November 2009. The Chair stated that the attendance of Spitfires at this evenings meeting was to enable them to clarify any further issues Cllrs have and that a decision regarding whether or not permission be granted to the Spitfires hiring the facilities at Station Road recreation ground be made. 

However it was suggested that it would not be practicable to make a decision at this meeting. It was agreed that a meeting be held on Monday 8 February 2010 at 7.15pm at Hound Parish Hall, Woolston Road, Butlocks Heath.  The meeting would be open to NCFC, Netley Central Sundays, Spitfires Rugby Club and would be attended by the Clerk Mrs Sue Hobbs, the Assistant Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan, Cllr West, Cllr Mrs Queen and Cllr Palframan.

301. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS LETTER FROM NETLEY CENTRAL FOOTBALL CLUB REGARDING STATION RD REC. FOOTBALL PITCH. 

The letter from NCFC was received.

302. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS EMAIL FROM EBC REGARDING TAXI RANKS. 

An email had been received requesting suggestions for possible taxi rank sites within the Borough. No suitable sites were suggested and the Deputy Clerk was asked to respond via email accordingly.

303. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS CORRESPONDENCE RELATING TO SALT/GRIT BINS.

An email received from EBC requesting suggestions for potential additional grit/salt bins was received. The Deputy Clerk was asked to forward on suggestions which had been received at the Parish Office from residents.

304. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS NORTH SOLENT SHORELINE MANAGEMENT PLAN PUBLIC CONSULTATION LETTER. (COPIED TO CLLRS 18/1/10).

The public consultation management plan letter for the North Solent Shoreline was received.

305. TO RECEIVE AND DISCUSS NOTES AND RECOMMENDATIONS OF ALLOTMENTS WORKING PARTY HELD 7 DECEMBER 2009. REFERRED FROM LAST MEETING.

Recommendation 1: That rule (i) states – Rent of the plot to be paid yearly in advance on the 1 April each year. Hound Parish Council reserves the right to review the rent annually and allotment holders will be notified in writing within 4 weeks of the precept being confirmed by full Council. Discounted rates of tenancy will be available to residents of Hound. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

 RESOLVED: Allotment rule (i) -Rent of the plot to be paid yearly in advance on the 1 April each year. Hound Parish Council reserves the right to review the rent annually and allotment holders will be notified in writing within 4 weeks of the precept being confirmed by full Council. Discounted rates of tenancy will be available to residents of Hound

Recommendation 2: That rule (ii) states – The tenant shall use his/her allotment solely for the production of flower, fruit (fruit trees to be of dwarf stock only) and vegetable crops for non-commercial use by the tenant. The keeping of any livestock, poultry (cockerels not permitted), bees etc. will require written consent by the Council. If permitted by Council the tenant shall keep any livestock, poultry or bees to the welfare standard of the RSPCA. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation. 

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (ii) states-The tenant shall use his/her allotment solely for the production of flower, fruit (fruit trees to be of dwarf stock only) and vegetable crops for non-commercial use by the tenant. The keeping of any livestock, poultry (cockerels not permitted), bees etc. will require written consent by the Council. If permitted by Council the tenant shall keep any livestock, poultry or bees to the welfare standard of the RSPCA

Recommendation 3: That rule (iii) states - The tenant shall keep the allotment garden paths immediately adjoining the left of their allotment garden, clean and free from weeds and the allotment garden in a proper state of cultivation (as stated in rule 2). A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that allotment rule. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (iii) states-The tenant shall keep the allotment garden paths immediately adjoining the left of their allotment garden, clean and free from weeds and the allotment garden in a proper state of cultivation (as stated in rule 2).

Recommendation 4: That rule (iv) states - The tenant shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other allotment garden, or obstruct any ditches or paths set out by the Council for use by allotment holders. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED Allotment rule (iv) states-The tenant shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other allotment garden, or obstruct any ditches or paths set out by the Council for use by allotment holders.

Recommendation 5: That rule 5 states - Hound Parish Council supports the composting (composting of green matter to take place in a container on their own plot) of organic matter and rainwater collection. The burning by tenants of allotment rubbish or any other materials is not permitted under any circumstances (with the exception of dry organic matter originating from the tenants plot, which cannot be reduced by composting). The tenant is responsible for the removal of non-biodegradable rubbish such as glass, metal & plastics from the site. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (v) states - Hound Parish Council supports the composting (composting of green matter to take place in a container on their own plot) of organic matter and rainwater collection. The burning by tenants of allotment rubbish or any other materials is not permitted under any circumstances (with the exception of dry organic matter originating from the tenants plot, which cannot be reduced by composting). The tenant is responsible for the removal of non-biodegradable rubbish such as glass, metal & plastics from the site

Recommendation 6: That rule (vi) states - The tenant shall not sub-let, assign or otherwise part with possession of his/her allotment garden, in whole or in part. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (vi) states - The tenant shall not sub-let, assign or otherwise part with possession of his/her allotment garden, in whole or in part.

Recommendation 7: That rule (vii) states - Except for the purpose of properly pruning fruit trees (as per rule 2) or bushes in the proper course of husbandry the tenant shall not, cut or prune any timber or other trees or take or fell or carry away any mineral, gravel, sand, clay or soil, or allow any other person to do so. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (vii) states - Except for the purpose of properly pruning fruit trees (as per rule 2) or bushes in the proper course of husbandry the tenant shall not, cut or prune any timber or other trees or take or fell or carry away any mineral, gravel, sand, clay or soil, or allow any other person to do so.

Recommendation 8: That rule (viii) states - No fence, hedge or barrier (including fruit trees), shall be erected on the site by tenants from this date forward. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (viii) states- No fence, hedge or barrier (including fruit trees), shall be erected on the site by tenants from this date forward.

Recommendation 9: That rule 9 states – A wooden shed not exceeding 2 metres x 1.3 metres and soundly built is permitted without the need for further permission from the Council. If a tenant wishes to erect a shed exceeding these measurements written permission must be requested from Council. Any sheds must be well maintained and usage is restricted to the storage of tools, equipment and materials used directly in the cultivation and maintenance of the allotment garden. Storage of flammable liquids/materials is not permitted under any circumstances. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (ix) states - A wooden shed not exceeding 2 metres x 1.3 metres and soundly built is permitted without the need for further permission from the Council. If a tenant wishes to erect a shed exceeding these measurements written permission must be requested from Council. Any sheds must be well maintained and usage is restricted to the storage of tools, equipment and materials used directly in the cultivation and maintenance of the allotment garden. Storage of flammable liquids/materials is not permitted under any circumstances.

Recommendation 10: That rule (x) states - Any officer/councillor or agent of the Council shall be entitled to enter the allotment sites at any time. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (x) states Any officer/councillor or agent of the Council shall be entitled to enter the allotment sites at any time

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour that standing orders be suspended for thirty minutes at 9.11pm.

Recommendation 11: That rule (xi) states – Access to the allotment site is restricted to allotment holders, their nominees and individuals having written permission of the Council. Tenants are responsible for the actions of all their guests, both children and adults ensuring that they not cause any nuisance or annoyance to any other person. Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by a responsible adult at all times. All dogs must be kept on a lead within the allotment site and when tethered the dog(s) are to be within the boundary of the owners allotment and all excrement must be cleaned away to off site; (exceptions will be made for guide and hearing dogs). 

A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (xi) states - Access to the allotment site is restricted to allotment holders, their nominees and individuals having written permission of the Council. Tenants are responsible for the actions of all their guests, both children and adults ensuring that they not cause any nuisance or annoyance to any other person. Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by a responsible adult at all times. All dogs must be kept on a lead within the allotment site and when tethered the dog(s) are to be within the boundary of the owners allotment and all excrement must be cleaned away to off site; (exceptions will be made for guide and hearing dogs).

Recommendation 12: That rule (xii) states - The Council shall prepare a plan showing the allotments and give each allotment a separate number. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: Allotment rule (xii) states - The Council shall prepare a plan showing the allotments and give each allotment a separate number.

Recommendation 13: That current rules (xiii) & (xiv) are combined to state – The Council shall terminate the tenancy of the plot if it is neglected or uncultivated (as stated in rule 2) or if any other rules are breached. Hound Parish Council will identify neglected allotments and give notice in writing to the allotment holder to cultivate the allotment within 30 days or relinquish their tenancy, unless there are mitigating circumstances such as illness, which has been advised to the Council. Penalties for other rule breaches will be decided on an individual basis and may result in eviction. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That current allotment rules (xiii) & (xiv) are combined to state – The Council shall terminate the tenancy of the plot if it is neglected or uncultivated (as stated in rule 2) or if any other rules are breached. Hound Parish Council will identify neglected allotments and give notice in writing to the allotment holder to cultivate the allotment within 30 days or relinquish their tenancy, unless there are mitigating circumstances such as illness, which has been advised to the Council. Penalties for other rule breaches will be decided on an individual basis and may result in eviction.

Recommendation 14: That rule (xiv) states – The tenancy of the allotment garden shall terminate immediately following the death of the tenant and will be assigned to the next person on the waiting list (a reasonable amount of time will be allowed for crops to be removed by family members of the deceased). A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That rule (xiv) states – The tenancy of the allotment garden shall terminate immediately following the death of the tenant and will be assigned to the next person on the waiting list (a reasonable amount of time will be allowed for crops to be removed by family members of the deceased).

Recommendation 15: That rule (xv) states – Hound Parish Council will, where appropriate consult with allotment holders and consider their viewpoint prior to recommendations being made to full Council. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That rule (xv) states – Hound Parish Council will, where appropriate consult with allotment holders and consider their viewpoint prior to recommendations being made to full Council.

Recommendation 16: That rule 16 states – Hound Parish Council will maintain the primary access route to both allotment sites and the adjoining hedge at Butlocks Heath allotment site. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That rule 16 states – Hound Parish Council will maintain the primary access route to both sites and the adjoining hedge at Butlocks Heath allotment site.

Recommendation 17: That rule 17 states – New allotment holders are only permitted tenancy of one allotment plot within the Parish of Hound. Any existing allotment holder with more than ten rods or equivalent plot will be required to vacate additional plots by the 31 March 2011.  If the waiting list is excessive as plot becomes vacant Hound Parish Council will consider larger plots being split. A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That rule (xvii) states – New allotment holders are only permitted tenancy of one allotment plot within the Parish of Hound. Any existing allotment holder with more than ten rods or equivalent plot will be required to vacate additional plots by the 31 March 2011.  If the waiting list is excessive as plot becomes vacant Hound Parish Council will consider larger plots being split.

Recommendation 18: That rule (xviii) states - Hound Parish Council will give priority to residents of Hound when allocating plots as they become available (as required by length of the waiting lists). A proposal was received, seconded and voted in favour of accepting the recommendation.

RESOLVED: That rule (xviii) states Hound Parish Council will give priority to residents of Hound when allocating plots as they become available (as required by length of the waiting lists).
