Councillor Palframan explained his resolution, stating that he felt many of the current standing orders need tightening up to ensure that Council meetings run more smoothly in the future. Cllr Airey seconded the motion and a vote was taken.  It was agreed that The Chair, Cllr Parker, Cllr Mrs Queen and the Clerk make up the working party.

RESOLVED: That Hound Parish Council appoint a working party of no more than four persons, to include the Chair and Parish Clerk, to examine Standing Orders relating to full Council Meeting with a remit to revise and update the relevant Orders.  This working party to canvas views of all members and clerks and present their recommendations to full Council prior to the Summer Recess. The Chair read from Cllr McNulty’s resolution after short discussion it was suggest that part a) be amended to add that section 137 grants can be applied for. Both parts of the resolution were then proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously.

RESOLVED: a) That at the end of the current agreement in July 2008, Hound Parish Council no longer financially supports the Netley Abbey Youth Club, however section 137 grants can be applied for. 

b) If by the end of July 2008 Netley Abbey Youth Club have not provided a satisfactory audit, Hound Parish Council will not backdate any monies owed.
