Minutes of the rescheduled Meeting of the Hound Parish Council held on Wednesday 8 October 2008 at Hound Parish Hall

PRESENT: Cllr Palframan in the Chair, Cllrs Airey, Jackson, McNulty, Parker, Parsons and Cllr Mrs Queen. Also present Mrs Jackie Cunningham Deputy Parish Clerk and Assistant Clerk Mrs Zoe Brogan and three members of the public.

PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chair invited Liam Bruce a youth who lives within the Parish to address Council with regards to a petition requesting the installation of a Skate ramp at Butlocks Heath Recreation Ground he had already sent to Council. Liam stated that he has been living in Abbeyfields for two months and has been interested in skateboarding for over a year. Liam and his friends have been skating in Abbeyfields Close but residents are concerned for their safety due to speeding cars etc. Liam gave several reasons in favour of a skate ramp, which included fitness and improved safety. The Chair and Councillors thanked Liam for his input. 

RECEIVE PCSO'S REPORT (Report given at original meeting which was held on 29 September 2008 at Abbey Hall).

PCSO Kay gave a brief outline of Inspector Holdaway’s report as printed in the Scene magazine October/November 2008 issue.

There are currently 15 pubs operating within the pubwatch scheme in our local area and it is operated on the basis of “banned from one, banned from them all”. At this time there are 8 people barred under the scheme. 

Youth problems have occurred with children on skateboards in the Winchester Close area causing noise nuisance increased patrols have stopped this problem at present. The building site at Station Road recreation ground is attracting groups of youths. This is being dealt with by increased patrols, improved security and letters home to parents of children gaining access to the site and causing problems/damage. PCSO Kay is now in contact with site architect Michael Weakley as well as the builders so this should help improve the situation. 

Cllr Mrs Queen asked PCSO Kay what measures are taken to offer positive alternative activities to youths to try and detract them from nuisance behaviour. PCSO Kay responded that they coordinate with youth worker Paul McLeod and there are various youth clubs available. 
Cllr Parker commented that some people are scared to leave their homes at night. This evening he had seen a gang of twenty plus youths gathered at Wykeham Road.

 Cllr Parker also has concerns regarding the lack of security at the derelict Station Pub site Cllr Airey agreed to speak to the Planning Officer at Eastleigh Borough Council regarding this issue. 

Cllr Airey enquired as to who decides when and if the ban from the pubwatch scheme is lifted. PCSO Kay informed Council that after a six or twelve month ban (time dependant on individuals ban circumstances) a committee meeting is held and decisions are based on a majority vote.

RECEIVE BOROUGH COUNCILLOR’S WRITTEN REPORT

Cllr Airey informed Council that 29 Seaview and Cavalaire would be agenda items at the Local Area Committee on the 16 October 2008.
